A New View of the Sitnation in Indfann
[Special correspondence Chicago Times.]

The Republicans having already spent
over $100,000 in Indiana, and the Democrats
not having spent one tenth of that amount,
the latter arc certainly having the best of it
up to date. Whatmoney they have tospend
they have on hand, and are ready to put it
where it will do the most good. They bave
themselves and their resources well in hand ;

lthey are entrenched behind a majority—

after the negro importations are added to
the Republican total—of 6,000-to 10,000
votes, After all their enormous expendi-
tures, are the Republicansstill in a financial
condition to outbid the Democrats and get
away with the vietory? Having reduced
the problem to this very simple form, I
leave its solution to the political mathemati-
cians of both parties. It is merely now a
matterof dollarsand cents—simple decimals,
whose working does not exceed the intellec-
tual scope ol the average school-boy.

1 may add here the remark of the Repulb-
lican politician in Lafayette, who said:
“The Republicans will carry Indiana in
October because they Must have it !”

1t is not at all complimentary to either
party to thus trace probable results, and to
find 'that their shape and quality will de-
pend wholly upon wholesale jobbery in
votes and upon ballot-box stufling ; but such
is the fact, whatever degree of shame may
attach to the conclusion. 1f any man sup-
poses that from this date the Indiana cam-
paign will be conducted with reference to
other than financial agencies, he is either a
wilful or an unwitting fool. It will be a
battle of barrels of money. If the Repub-
licans can and will expend at the rate of
three barrels to one expended by the De-
mocracy, they can carry the State in Octo-
ber. Otherwise not.

WHAT PRESIDENT GRANT SAID IN A SPEECH
To SoME PENNSYLVANIA NEGROES.—The
President in response thanked the Clab for
the honor done him, and expressed bis grati-
fieation at the assurance given in their be-
half that in common with the people of their
race they were faithful to the Union on
the basis of freedom and equality of politi-
enl privileges for all men. He said that it
was feared that in some sections of the coun-
try colored men would not be left as iree to
exercise the rights of citizenship as they
were here, but to the extent of the power
invested in him it was his purpose to sce
that every man of every race and condition
should have the privilege of voting his sen-
timents without violation or intimidation.
When this was secured we would then, and
only then, deserve to be called a free Re-
public.

GEORGIA’S NEXT GOVERNOR.—General Al-
fred H. Colquitt, the Democratic nominee,
who was on Wednesday elected Governor
of Georgia, is a native of that State, and was
educated at Princeton College, N. J., where
he graduated in 1844. From 1853 to 1855
he served as a presidentinl elector. At the
outbreak of the late war he entered the
Confederate service as a colonel, and was
quickly promoted to be a brigadier-general,
He was in command of the Confederate
forces which won the battle of Olustee,
Fla., in February, 1864. The platform on
which General Colqguitt was elected pro-
mises reform and economy in the State ad-
ministration.
