A Letter from Governor Kemper on
the Centennial Exposition.

HE DECLINES TO ISSUE HIS PROCLAMATION
ANNOUNCING A VIRGINIA DAY.HIS REA¬
SONS FOR THAT DETERMINATION.THE
POVERTY OF THE PEOPLE OF THE 8TATE
REFERREDTO-A GLANCE AT THE POLITI¬
CAL CONDITION OF THE COUNTRY.

The following letter from Governor Kem¬
per in reference to the Centennial Exposi¬
tion was made public yesterday :

Commonwealth op Virginia, )Governor's Office, C
Richmond, October 7, 187G. )

J. E. Peyton, Esq. :

Sir,.According to the promise I made to
you some days ago, I respond now to the
very cordial "and flattering invitation you
then bore to me from the Centennial Com¬
mission.
In behalf of the Commission you propose

that I issue a proclamation inviting the peo¬
ple of Virginia and their descendants and
relatives in other States to meet me, in my
official character, at a reception to be held '

within the .Centennial grounds on the 19th
instant, the anniversary of the British sur-
render at Yorktown. You express the
opinion that such a proclamation, and the
reception held in pursuance of it, by the
Governor of the oldest of the original thir¬
teen States, would attract a vast concourse,
perhaps one or two hundred thousand per¬
sons, or more, to our national exhibition,
and would produce results of enduring and
patriotic interest to the entire country.
Duly and most respectfully appreciating

the honor of this invitation, and anxious to
decide rightly every question connected
with it, I have reserved the matter for a
brief period of reflection.

I beg you to be assured, sir, that I am ever
readv to devote all my humble means and
abilities to the task of restoring peace and
propagating fraternal good-will over our
common country, and I have not failed to
contribute the utmost. in my power to the
success of the Centennial Exhibition and
celebration.
You arc aware that in my last annual

message to the Legislature of this State I
earnestly urged that body to make such ap¬
propriation for the purpose as would con¬
vey an official recognition by Virginia of the
Centennial enterprise, and at the same time
insure a full exhibition of our resources in
connection with it. That recommendation
was thoroughly considered, and finally re¬

jected. It was thought the State could not
honestly afford an appropriation even for
such a purpose. This Commonwealth
had been the principal theatre of
the recent four-years' war, and in
the course of it, had been scourged,
stripped, desolated, and trampled by more
than a million of armed men. Our losses
and sufferings very far exceeded those of
any other State. Struggling ever since with
adversity, borne down with heavy public
and private indebtedness, and unable even

yet to meet all the interest accruing upon
it, Virginia declined to incur the cost of
taking part in the Centennial because her
poverty, and not her will, forbade the di¬
version of any portion of her revenues to
that object.
This adverse action of the Legislature

was in response to the question I submitted
for its determination. To contravene it
now would involve not only a breach of the
faith in which the submission was made,
but disrespect towards the department
whose judgment I invoked.

If I should accede to your request ; if the
part proposed to be borne by me could avail
anything; and if our combined efforts
should succeed in drawing to Philadelphia
such a concourse of Virginians as you
expect, then I would be partly in¬
strumental in causing this impov¬
erished people to spend, in con¬

nection with the Centennial, and beyond
their State, a very large; sum of money ;
whereas the same people, through their
law-making power, have just declared their
inability to contribute even a small sum to
that object. I would be assuming to do, or

to join others in doing, on a great scale in
one form what I have been authoritatively
forbidden to do on a small scale in another
form. I would be assisting in the indi¬
rect application from this State of some

millions of dollars to an object substan¬
tially the same, or cognate to the same, for
which the Legislature refused a direct ap¬
propriation of a few thousands.
Nor, in my opinion, is it right in itself that

I should exert any supposed official influence
in stimulating the people of Virginia to in¬
crease the contributions they are now mak¬
ing with a liberal hand in this direction.
They are doubtless well-wishers of yourself
and your associate investors in the Centen¬
nial enterprise ; but whatever might induce
them to incur the extraordinary expendi¬
ture now proposed would serve but to di¬
minishunduly the reduced means they have
in order to augment your comparative
abundance. Those really able to visit the
exhibition have gone, or will go, and their
coin0, is very properly determined with¬
out regard to any movements of mine.
None others, in justice to themselves, can

go ; and I would not, if I could, attract to

Philadelphia those who, in view of their
necessities at home, ought not to go at all.
Moreover, while such a proclamation as

vou suggest seems to be warranted by usage
in some of the States, it would be notable
in Virginia as extra-official and without
authority, and it would contravene rules
and limitations which here for a hundred
years have been held inviolable.
In declining to participate officially in the

Centennial exercises I am content to know
that neither my presence nor absence affects
any inter-State, or inter-sectional, or political
relations or interests. Nevertheless, I hold
myself free to change any of my con¬
clusions whenever it becomes proper
to do so. You and others in¬
form me it is proposed that the chief
executive officers of all the States and Ter¬
ritories shall meet together in Philadelphia
before the close of the Centennial, and that
such representatives of all the States, other
than Virginia, are expected to be present.
In that improbable event, I would not be
willing that exceptional absence on the part
of Virginia should cause her to be misun¬
derstood or should mar the completeness of
such an occasion.
Let no man do Virginia the wrong to sup¬

pose that she measures the value of the
Centennial or estimates current events by
any selfish or merely material standard. It
is true that, passing through a period of em¬
barrassment, she recognizes the obligation
as one of paramount importance to enforce
the sternest economy in order to pay her
debt and vindicate her plighted faith; yet
Virginia is no step behind her foremost sis¬

ters in advancing the progress, the peace,
and the liberties of a Union now constitu¬
tionally indissoluble. With regretful com¬

posure, without abating her known spirit
of conciliation, she beholds the untimely
sectional animosities and reproaches which,
nrovoked by no act of hers, tend to

mar the noblest design of the Centennial
celebration. All. the world knows that no

laggard heart inspires Virginia. Her ab-
3? from Philadelphia shall speak for
her with not less significance than her

presence. Standing beside her own an¬

cient hearth-Btone; scarred, afflicted, poor ,

but with her brow uplifted; with pure,
unfaltering faith, and with unbroken
nride. Virginia speaks centennial greet¬
ings of affection to all her sister States.
To Massachusetts she gives greeting in

the name of her son who first unsheathed
his sword on Cambridge common as

leader o! the armies of the Beyolution.
She greets Philadelphia,, the cradle of in¬

dependence, the birth-place of American
UbSty, to which a Virginia statesman gave
the grandestolite historic glories. And.in
the voice and spirit of a hundred years ago,
she speaks for a union of patriotic and ne-

[roiehearte; for our common liberties; for
a government deriving its just powers from

the consent of the governed: for equal rlgiit
and impartial justice to all States and men;
and she craves of. air that, for the support
of these principles, "witb afinn reliance
on divine Providence, we mutually pledge
to each other our live*, our fortunes, and
our sacred honor." . .

An Enraged Bullock at Large on
Brook Avenue..About 7 o'clock yesterday
evening, wliile a drove of cattle was on its
march out Brook avenue to the scale-house,
and when between Clay and Leigh streets,
a bullock left the ranks and made a raid
down one sidewalk, clearing it of people
and creating a great panic. A colored man
who was attacked gave the enraged animal
a heavy thwack with a stick, which caused
it to turn off in another direction and de¬
vote its attention to other people. Squire
Isbell, who was walking along with leisure
and judicial dignity, was routed at
the first onslaught, and compelled to
seek shelter in a door-way. Mr. Leigh
R. Shell, while crossing Brook avenue on

Clay street, was gored *by the bullock,
knocked down on the pavement, and quite
badly injured. Tbe horns struck him on
the head, knocking off the skin, and one
hern entered his mouth, slightly tearing the
tongue. His clothes were almost stripped
from his back. The city ambulance was

telegraphed for from the Third station-
house, and soon arrived in charge of Dr.
Bryant and Assistant Superintendent Epps.
Mr. Shell was conveyed to his residence,
No. 500 Laurel street. The bullock was

finally induced to return to the drove,
and in somewhat subdued mood was car¬
ried out to the scale-house. In all likeli¬
hood some steaks from his ample propor¬
tions will to-day grace the tables of our
well-to-do citizens.

Second Auditor's Office..Learning
that Messrs. Howard and Poitcaux, two of
the clerks in this office, were to retire from
service at an early day, our reporter called
at headquarters to know the facts in the ease.

General Rogers said that in consequence of
the non-payment of interest, and for the
further reason that nearly all the public debt
has been funded into new stock, under the
provisions of the funding act, he felt it his
duty to notify Messrs Poiteaux and How¬
ard, the two junior clerks, that their services
would not be needed after the close of the
current month.

Rosenberg had a licensc in his own
name, yet presented the cards of several
northern houses, and sold for them on com¬

mission, the purchasers looking upon Rosen¬
berg as a mere drummer of the northern
houses.
Paul Danna, a young white man, was up

charged with feloniously stabbing Robert
Fairclotb. The difficulty occurred on Frank¬
lin street near Seventeenth, and the weapon
used was a common pocket-knife. Fair-
cloth was cut on the neck and on the left
breast, but only slightly injured. Accused
