They
rely upon numerous decisions that have been
made in northern States where the consti-
tutional provisions and laws thereunder
are about the same as ours,

It is a_pleasure to say this morning that
Maritana was played most aceeptably. Mr.
Bernard resumed his place as director and
presided at the piano—which, by the way,
was a considerable uddition to the orchestra.
Everything passed off smoothly, and the
company regained what bad been lost on
the two previous cvenings.

Maritana abounds in rich choruses and
popular airs, and 1t was natural that the
opera should be well put upon the stage.
