There is no answer save in the utter lethargy
that pervades our people; their unwillings
ness to think of this subject; their strange
idea that one -class might « possibly:
benefited. more than another by any change.
And thus they continue hopelessly to suffer.
paralyzing the cnergies of those who would
do, and with not enough of nerve and of in-
dependence in our Legislature or our courts
to drive the people out of these old ruts;
not boldness sufficient to inaugurate new
measures for the advancement of a whole
community. Simply because they fear the
displeasure of a'few, and their own popu-
larity ut iseue, they are timid. It the Legis-
lature grants & new departure for our com-
mon benefit in this respect thiey do so per-
missibly, vesting ‘the’ discretion .in the
courts; there the responsibility will not be
assumed, Once inaugurated and establish-
ed by the firin couvietions, nerve, and in-
fluence of some one in authority, and the
blessings of & grateful people would here-
after be his reward. But where and to
whom can we now igok in this present hour
of need? & &

The 23d, 34th, 35th, and 36th sections of
the road law passed by our Legislature in
March, 1875, granted permission only to
the county courts to let ouvt the roads to
contract. ' This was a new departure in our
law, and promizged good. Upon this Broad-
Street road, the great thoroughfare and
principal avenue into the beart of our city,
we sought to avail ourselves of this system
of contract. Cominissioners were appoi nted
to recefve bids for the sume, under speci-
fications most complete, guaranteeing under
bond & permanent road for a one-year con-
tract, and at a cost of less than $200 per
mile for the first year; thereby establish-
ing a road easily and cﬁeap]y to Lbe main-
tained thereafter.

Under this contract-system all portions of
the county were invited to unite, so as to
fhake the ‘same general. But upor a hemr-
ing before our County Court our applica-
tion was denied us, and denied upon the
~round of sectional jealousies, The people,
it was claimed, were unwilling toadopt this
unless the whole county was embraced and
the system made general. And the Court
was unwilling to take the responsibility of
8o radical a departure from our old custom.
We were then continued and remanded to
the tender mercles of the ¢ld system of
overseers or surveyors. And a mon-
strous system of wrong it is, and
in our experience without any benefit
whatever to the people, and with no perma-
nent improvement whatever to the condi-
tion of the roads. By this system those
overseers reap.the only real benefit in the
payment to them by the county for their
own services and that of their teams in put-
ting down a few pine poles and placing dirt
in the mud-loles in the road—often making
the roads worse.

In our examination'of such reports of
these overseers as had been filed at the
time, embracing their operations only from
the fall of 1875 to April of 1878, {rom on'y
twenty-seven road precingte—inostly in
Tuckehooand Brookland Jistricts—they foot
up g chirge against the county, approved
by the Court and to be levied for by the
Board, amounting to $2,158.35.. Andif the
work in all these precincts corresponds
favorably with the one over which we tra-
velled to the home of our host. to-day (bor-
dering on both Brookland and Tuckahoc)
we would not give §500 for all the work
donn, i : t
If the Club will examine the repoits of
surveyors (copies of which we herewith
submit to you) it will be observed, as a fair
sample of the many, that for that portion of

'this’ Broad-Street road over which we ira-

velled to-day, from the city limits to the
Staples-Mill “road, about two miles in
length, Surveyor Carter’s expenses, charged
against the county, amount to $96.37. We
ask, 'Where is the .improvement on this gin-
gle and most important line? TWag there
anywhere a ditch opened to lead the stand-
ing water off this road? Gravely, we_ask
this Club is there nine dollars’ worth of
real work and improvement on this sec-
tion ?

These reports, It will be remembered,
were only from twenty-seven road pre-
cinets. We do not know how many such
there are in the entire county. ‘There must
be at least seventy-five or more. - Then, if
gix months” costs' of twenty-seven survey-
ors is g.direct tax on the county of over
$2,100, what is the tax of the whole?
And it must be remembered in this con-
nestion that this expense levied against us,
does mot include the work of the hands
summoned; it is for the other expenses.
Say that-these hands were made to come
out and work at a fair per diem, and how
largely would this increase these reports ol
the'costs of our roads? : :

"But these reports show generally that the
hands théy summon come out' to work or
‘not; a8 they please. The fines imposed in
nine cases out of ‘ten are not collected, and
apparently but little effort made to do so.
And the ploughs and teams, carts and pine
poles, of the surveyor, and sometimes his
neighbor, go to swell up the amount of the
“<¢unpaid bills,” which is levied for and paid
by the property-owners, who, if they per-
ceived any corresponding benefit or im-
provement to the roads over which they are
compelled to struggle to their homes, would
make no complaint. But if there is any
value received by them it is in some section
of which we know nothing, and there may
be some one or two shining exceptions to
the gloomLﬂeld we survey.

Now what is the remedy, it any? We
believe that the city of Richmond is nearly,
.if not quite, as much interested in this great
improvement as we are. For what could
more conduce to her' prosperity than the
opening and making accessible of these ave-
nues for her extension, comfort, and plea-
sure, a8 well as to supply her tables with the
wealth of necessaries we produce? ¥or
along this one road alluded to numbers of
wagons daily pass, loaded with everything
necessary. for her: market, from a distance
of some fifty miles, And just think of it:
thls eity, with . population‘of ;over 70,000,
and ne! g decenl road outef #t - .

the city to appreciate the benefits thus con-
terred.

Fromn these statements is it a matter of
surprise to any one that we should chafe 2nd
groan? Shall we be asked to remain silent
while all of comfort and prosperity to us is
at issue? We attack the system, feeling that
we are in defence of our homes.

There is time and opportunity, it seems,
for the people, the press generally, and
politicians—for everything under the sun
gave the vital subject of the roads. The
Richmond : Dispaich alone but  recently
raised a volce in our hehalf, and the time
bas arrived for the people to follow its lead
and demand that something be done.

ANTIQUITY OF MaN.—A correspondent
writes to the London Zimes: Mr. Sydney
B. T. skertehly, of Her Majesty’s Geologi-
eal Survey, who is stationed at Brandon,
Suffolk, hus recently discovered some flint
implements in that neighborhood, in beds
formed before the close of the glacial period.
One was picked out of the beds in a pit at
Culford, Suffolk, and two others were dug
out of like beds in a pit at Botany Bay, on
the Norfolk side of Brandon. It was not
till Mr. Skertchly himself found another im-
plement at Culford, and saw the boulder-
clay above the bed from which he extracted
it, that the importance of the discovery
dawned upon him. Alongside the Cul-
ford implement he found a deposit of broken
and scraped mammalian, bones and some
fresh-water shells. These bones wereallina
circumseribed area. A jaw-bone contain-
ing teeth had been forwarded to London to
be examined. Underneath the bones the
clay was found to be burned. Mr. Skerteh-
ly’s explanation is that we have here pre-
served the one solitary instance in the
whole world of a camping-ground of paleo-
lithic .men; and this camping-ground.oc-
curred below the boulder-clay which be-
longed o the earliest part of the glacial
period. These remains were thus far older
than anything previously discovered.
Tracing the boulder-clay and the beds
beneath across the country he saw that the
implements found at Botany Bay were of
the same age., The men who lived before
the boulder-clay appeared to him to be
mg7e inumately conneeted in time with the
men of the paleolithio gravels lying upon
the boulder-clay than were the latter with
the men of the neolithic age, who scooped
out those ancient flint mines near Brandon,
called ¢ Grimes Graves.”

Tne Lost WHALERS.—The Nesw Bedford
Mercury prints the following as the opinion
of one of the most experienced ship-masters
of New Bedford regarding the possible fate
of the abandoned sﬁips and men: ““I have
read the reports (as far as published) very
carefully, and can see no reason for alarm at
all in regard to those men that stuck by
their ships. The ships were abandoned only
twenty miles fromthe land, and were drift~
ing slowly with the pack fce to the south-
east, nearing the land every day. The
heavy gales of Beptember always hlow from
the northeast to east northeast, and that is
blowing on the land from four to #ix points
of the compass. There is no doubt In my
mind that the ships, or most of them, will
succeed in getting into Smith’s bay, which

Y

they were left. There the shores are lined
with drift-wood, awd seal, white bears,
deer, and abundance of sea-fowl are to be
found.” There, I think, whales will be
plenty up to.about the 1st of October. The
natives are kind and hospitable, and will
help the men all they can. There is abund-
ance of provisions on board of the aban-
doned ships to last those men twelve months
or more. The only fear that I have for
those men is that they will eat their usual
food of bread, flour, salt, provisions, &c.,
and bring on the scurvy. They will not
suffer for food, clothing, or lights and fires.
Wood and water are plenty. My opinion is
that part of those ships will be saved (if not
this year the next), for they will be in that
part of the Arctic that is least disturbed by
gales and currents, No doubt some .of the
officers of the ships are among the fifty
brave men that stopped in the Arctic,
hoping to bring their ships to port.” "The
