The Next Senste.

The present terms of twenty-five United
States senators expire in March next. The
names of these senators are Messrs, Gold-
thwaite, Clayton, Saulsbury, Norwood, Lo-
aan, Wright, Harvey, Stevenson, West,
Blaine, Boutwell, Ferry, Windom, Alcorn,
Hitcheock, Cragin, Frelinghuysen, Ransom,
Kelly, Anthony, Robertson, Cooper, Hamil-
ton, Johnson, and Davis. Nine of these are
Democrats, fourteen Republieans, and two
Independent Republicans—Messrs. Robert-
<on and Hamilton, Two other scnatorial va-
cancies remain to be filled—viz., those in
Louisiana and West Virginia, occasioned by
the rejection of the claim of Pinchback to a
seat, and the death of Senator Caperton,
The suceeszors of several of these senalors
have already been chosen. Governor Kirk-
wood (Republican), of Towa, has been
chosen to succeed Mr. " Wright (Republican);
Mr. Beek (Democrat) to suceeed Mr Ste-
venson (Democrat), of Kentueky Mr. La-
mar (Democrat) to suceeed Mr. Aleorn (Re-
publican), of Mississippi; Mr. Rollins (Re-
publican) to succeed Mr. Cragin Sl{epuh-
lican), of New Hampshire; and Gov-
ernor Coke (Democrat) to succeed Mr.
Hamilton (Independent Republican), of
Texasz., Messrs. Anthony (Rep.), of Rhode
Island, and Johnston (Dem.), of Virginia,
have already been elected to succeed them-
selves, Messrs. Goldthwaite (Dem.), Clay-
ton (Rep.), Saulsbury (Dem.), Norwood

-sDem.), West (Rep.), Frelinghuysen (Rep.),

tansom (Dem.), Kelly (Dem.) Robertson
(Ind. Rep.), Cooper (Dem.), and Davis
(Den.), will undoubtedly be succeeded by
Democrats, and the Louisiana and West
Virginia vacancies will be filled by Demo-
crats.  Politically, the parties in the
present Senate may be divided into
42 TRepublicans, 2 Independent Repub-
licans, and 29 Democrats. It s,
therefore, easy to see that after March
4th next the Senate will be much more
evenly divided, and that a bare Democratie
majority is among the possibilities. The
Republicans will gain two senators, how-

{ ever, from the new State of Colorado, and
| consequently the Senate, after March 4th

next, will consist of seventy-six members.
A careful estimate makes the Senate after
that date stand forty Republicans against
thirty-six Democrats, but this is based on
presumption that Messrs. Logan, Harvey,
Dlaine, Boutwell, Ferry, Windom, and
Hiteheock will be sueceeded by Republi-
cans.  Should any two of these senators be
succeeded by Democrats the Senate would
stand thirty-cight to thirty-cight, and with
a Democratic presiding officer in the person
of Mr. Hendricks would have a majority of
one.

Lehalf of the banks, It is necessary to de-
stroy the notes of one hundred to one hun-
dred and fifty diufferent banks in one day,
and the names of about one hundred and fifty
persons are registered as agents. Mueh
time is consumed in looking up these gen-
tlemen; some cannot be found when want-
ed, some are dilatory, and others neglect to
attend when notified. Then, when they as-
semble, the number is often so great that
there is no room for their accommodation,
and great confusion, delay, and inconveni-
ence are likely to result.  The matter has at
length reached that point where some
change must be made—some reliel must be
obtained—or the public business will be
serionsly obstructed. I have accordingly
concluded that the most feasible method of
obviating the difficulties of the situation
will be to submit the names of a suifi-
cient number of reliable agents, and request
the banks to make choice from that num-
ber. The following mnames are presented
for that purpose: The National Bank of
Washington city, Messrs. A. S. Pratt & Son,
J. C. G. Kennedy, T. W. Patchin, Esq.,
Messrs. Middleton & Co., Lewis Johnson &
Co., and Joseph 8. Burnett, Esq. Allthese
will be in daily attendance at this oflice,
and will save the necessity of giving special
notice as well as the loss of time in looking
for them. The necessities of the case have
forced me to adopt this plan, and, while I
do not wish to be arbitrary, such regula-
tions must be preseribed as will prevent
unreasonable delay in the transaction of
public¢ business.

Admission of New Mexico~Character
of the People.
[Lotter to New York Times.)

It is generally understood that the bill for
the admission of New Mexico, which passed
the House at the Inst session of Congress, is
to be urged again with new advocates and a
st.rons lobby at the coming session. But
should it by any means get through the
Senate with amendments and go back to the
Houge it i3 mot likely to meet with
the same favor a3 was shown it Iast
spring. The Democrats who so generally
voted for the Colorado bill were assured
by the Democratic delegate then represent-
ing that Territory in Congress that there
was not a purticle of doubt butthat the new
State would go Demogratic, and send two
senators and a representative to swell -the
list of Confederates in Congress; and the
same promises almost secured the passage of
the New Mexico bill. The late election in
Colorado has been a clean Republican
sweep, and the disgusted opposition will
not at present he found trying their band
any more to create Democratic States out of
our western Territories. There are several
ood reasons why New Mexico should not
De admitted as a State. Its people do not
desire it, and its population and pro-
gress are not sufficient to justify it.
1t is in no scnse a progressive State.
Its people are not of us. It is pretty
mueh  what Daniel Webster pictured
Culifornin to be when in 1850 the
bill for admitting that State was under dis-
cussion—< A land of rocks and deserts,
with rattlesnakes enough to fence it.”” Some
extravagant statements have been made in
support of the fitness of this Territory for
admission. Her population, which the cen-
sus of 1870 placed at 91,870 (inclnding
30,000 Indians), has been figured out to be
140,000 white citizens in 1876. Any one
who has been in the habit of making trips
through the settlements and plazas is fally
aware that if there has been any change in
population at all in the past six years it
has been a falling of instead of a gain.
There are fewer Americans than there were
in 1872, and the natural increase among the
Mexican families has been oftset by the emi-
gration into Old Mexico. There are not
over 75,000 residents, Mexican and Ameri-
can, in New Mexico, and of this number
not one half exercise the rights of citizen-
ship. They are generally content to live in
their adobe huts and till their ranches or
tend their flocks without neighbors to annoy
them, using their hired help as slaves, never
reading books or newspapers, and never o
happy as when in ignorance of what is going
on in the world. 'The most numerous in-
habitants are the joint offspring of Peons
and Indians, with an abhorrence of schools.

A Merchant’s Son Reclaimed.
[New York letter.]

A recent announcement in a eity paper of
a new partnership, by which an old mer-
chant associates himsell with his son as full
partner, recalls a very singular episode in
the young man’s history. Less than four-
teen years old, he was a graduate of a popu-
lar educational institution, and returned to
his father’s house with one very unfortunate
habit—that of gambling. He gambled away
every cent he could obtain by fair or foul
means, and finally forged his father’s name
to a check for $1,000 and left the city. A
private detective was employed to bring lhm
back,! but started from the city without the
slightest clue to his whereabouts. 1t was
ascertained, however, that he had gone off
with anotber young scapegrace, and with-
out any information as to their route the
officer coneluded that the party would want
to see the world en roule. He followed
blindly, but luckily overtook the fugitives
near Cleveland. The companion was warn-
ed to take eare of himself, but the mer-
chant’s son was reckless, and at first de-
elined to return to the city with the officer.
At length he consented to come as far
as Jersey City. Thiswas satisfactory to the
detective, who managed to telegraph to the
anxjous father to meet him on the train’s az-
rival. The voungman was astounded to see
his father, but a truce was soon established
and the son taken home, Ever aiter he
avoided cards and bad company, and for
four years and more has borne ample evi-
dence of his complete reformation. Ileis
now a partner in a business reputed to be
worth £50,000 yearly, and not one of his ac-
quaintances knows these facts. They are
recorded in a private detective agency.

Anidersonvillie---A Rebel Panegyric on
That Modern Eden.

[Special dispateh to the New York Tribune.] |

WasningToy, D. C.,, November 3.—A
Baltimore firm have printed a campaign his-
tory of the Andersonville prison, from
whiceh it appears that reform is necessary in
the popular belief in the North concerning
that charming spot. The volume asserts
that Andersonville was sclected for a mili-
tary prison on account of the suitability of
its position and facilities for obtaining
abundant food at all times, as well a3 on ac-
count of its remeteness from the Federal
armies. The grounds and buildings were
prepared with the utmost regard for
hygiene and philanthropy ; that every effort
was made to mitigate the sulferings
of imprisonment; that the patriot prisoners
confined there were more numerous than
the whole Confederate army, and had in-
satiable appetites; that they were illiterate,
lazy, dirty, savagely cruel to cach other,
liars, thieves, bounty-jumpers, and only
controlled by force; that their real suffer-
ing resulted from a malignant pestilence;
that Captain Wirz was hung on suborne
testimony; that his alleged co-conspirators
were all innocent and loving; and that the
few deaths which occurred, excepting exe-
cutions and murders by prisoners, are at-
tributable to the caleulating villainy at

Fashington, which, by refusing to furnish
food and clothing to its captured troops,
and drawing away southern labor to the ill-
endured work of fighting, caused the suf-
fering that occurred.

A NEVADA Cave.—Some prospectors have
recently discovered and are now exploring
an extensive cave in Prospect mountain,
The mouth of the caye is sitnated on the
southeast side of the mountain about two
hundred rods south of the mouth of the
Prospect Mountain tunnel, and consists of a
small aperturc in the top of the ground.
Through this aperture a man was lowered,
fastened to a rope, and found himself in a
large dome-shaped chamber. In the floor
of this chamber he discovered another open-
ing leading downward further into the
ground, butthisaperture wasnot atthattime
entered. Subsequently a tunnel was run
into the mountain from the surface
which opened an entrance into the
chamber which the man had entered, and
here & windlass was put up, and further ex-
plorations begun. The man was lowered
down for a distance of about one hundred
feet, when he rested on the floor of a large
cavern, distant from the natural entrance of
the cave at the surface about one hundred
feet. On the floor of this cavern was piled
a bank of snow about eight feet in depth,
and here were found the skulls and bones
of coyotes and deer. Some of these bones,
which are covered with mud which had
dried on them, were brought to town.
There is a third aperture leading into the
ground from the cavern, which will be ex-
plored by the parties who discovered and
are working the cave, There is a pessibil-
ity that a mine may be encountered in the
explorations, as Prospect mountain is
veined and dotted with mineral deposits,
and if ore is found the parties who find it
will have a ready-made shaft to work with.
