coffins ; and "let me tell you, sir," said he,
" that I have the finest stork on hand in
New Orleans." Jioth lie and Kenncr were

very emphatic in the declaration that they
had not sought and did not want their pre¬
sent positions, but that they held on to
them through patriotic motives entirely.
They were quite positive in assuring me in
general terms that they intended to act
fairly, and thut they had done so at the last
election. I am satisfied that whatever ras¬

Soon afterward the report of the Board

was received and presented through Mr.

London, November 21..The ForeignOffice publishes :v dispatch in which Lord

Taftus, the British Ambassador to Russia, re¬
ports In detail what passed at an audience
he had with the Czar on November 2d. He
reports that the Czar say3 he had sent the
ultimatum to the Porte" because he feared
the discomfiture of the Servian army might
be followed by atrocities. The Porte had
by a series of manoeuvres frustrated all at¬
tempts at pacification. The present
state of things was intolerable. Unless
Europe was prepared to act firmly
and energetically he would be obliged to act
alone./He regretted to see that inveterate
suspicion and continual fear of Russian ag¬
gression still existed in England.
