A lot which runs back from
Main, or Grace, or Frankiin, to an alley—
say 120 to 190 feet—needs a culvert connee-
tion much less than one which is cut off and
whose rear is built upon. The Council
committee could with much betlter reason
excuse any otlier person from entering the
culyert than the person who, because he bas
a corner lot, builds all over it and fills his
neighborbood with sinks.
whispered that the Comuittee on Strects
are seriously considering this objectionable
proposition. A is made to spend $150 to
connect his back lot with the culvert,
and the committee is asked to’ ex-
cuse B, who is just in A’s rear, and could
connect for twenty dollars more—the cost
of fifty feet more of pipe—and that, too,
when A’s lot runs back to an alley and B’s
is built ull over, becuuse on the corner.
This would be offering a premium to men
to render their neighborhoods filthy and un-
healthy, and giving an inducement for spoil-
ing the beauty of the city by building upon
the rear of every corner lot. The man who
thus euts up his own property, and injures
his neighbors’ property by putting sinks
along the line of the latter’s property, isthe
Just one who ought to be excused from en-
tering a culvert.
