CoLuMmBIiA, December 11,—Positive infor-
mation has been received here that the
Lowndesville murderers were not lynched,
“and have been removed to Walhalla, O’Con-
ner county, as a precaution against violence.

‘The precaution taken
averted this, and everything is now quiet.

Benton came to his
death from the voluntary use of laudanum
taken by Limself, and received by him from
the hands of his brotber.””

Interview with Gemeral Grant on
South Carolina Affafrs. '

was currently reported in Columbia that
the President’ had” in-an interview with
Representative Hewitt, of New York, a
week ago, remarked that when sixty-three
members of the South Carolina House of
Representatives holding certificates frem the
Secretary of State should convene, he would
recognize them ag the legal House. * The Pre-
sident, in reply to Governor: Chamberlain,
telegraphed him that it 3fr, Hewitt had
sent or authorized the sendinz of such dis-
pateh it was untrue; that e had not so ex-
pressed himself. The. President says he
had a free and agreeable conversation with
Mr. Hewitt, in which he said that in his
judgment not less than sixty-three mem-
bers were able to organize the House and
to transact business, including the qualifi-
cation of its members. This was the view
that he had; but it was merely a private
opinion, and be might have been wrong.
The President on that occasion further ex-
pressed his views with regard to the matter
on grounds .on which each, wing of the
members of the House previcusly claimed
tpeir geats, and in tlns connection the Pre-
sident showed a note addressed to him hy
Mr. Hewitt, dated Heuse of Represenfa-
tives, December 6, as follows: “To ke Presi-
dent: Ihavereceived areliable telegram from
Columbia stating - that sixty-three members
holding a certificate from the Secretary of
State have been sworn into the House pre-
sided over by Speaker Wallace, which is
therefore organized in accordance with the
requirements of law, as stated by vou.”
On -the same day.- Mr. Hewitt sent
another note, as follows: ¢ I have just re-
ceived a late dispatch saying that the -Su-
preme Court of South Carolina has pro-
nounced its judgment, and declared the
House presided over by W. H. Wallace to
be the legally-constituted House of Repre-
sentatives, and that Mackey is a private per-
son, not Speaker or in any respect an offi-
cer of the legislative body.”” ThePresident
said, with reference to these notes, that he
did not think after his free conyersation with
Mr, Hewitt 'that “the latter would make
use of what he said for the purpose of de-
feating the partywhich he represented.
Mr. Hewitt and Seoator Randolph called on
him several days azo. He informed Mr.
Hewitt of the contents of the dispateh he
had received from Chamberlain, and the
reply he made to it, and intimated to Mr.
Hewitt that he thought his confidence had
been abused. Mr. Hewitt denied that he
had sent to Columbia sueh a dispateh as
that. mentioned.. The President then re-
ported to Mr. Hewitt the substance of the
dispateh inreply to Governor Chamberlain
us to the report current in Columbia. Sen-
ator Randolph then produced a dispatch
trom General Hampton in which Le' saidif
the President would recognize the Wallace
House and withdraw the troops he would do
everything possible to preserve the peace.
Y'he President remarked that he looked on
this a&a piece of impertinence on the part
of General Hampton in telling bim
what to do; that the sending of troops
to South Carolina was in obedicnce to the
eall of Governor Chamberlain, the danger
there being too formidable for the authori-
ties of the State to control; that organized
rifle clubs representing General Hampton
were in the city of Columbia, and that if
the Federal troops should be withdrawn
there would be peace, but it would be the

ce of death. Senator Randolph then ex-
plained that the President should not think
{bat General Hampton sought to advise him
what to do, and that the dispateh which was
shown to the President was ‘a reply to
one that Senator Randolph had sent to
General Hampton. In response to a ques-
tion the President said he never instructed
General Ruger to place the troops in the
State-House, but that was the way General
Ruger understood his orders. The treops
were in South Carolina, the President re-
peated, in obedience to the call of Governor
Chamberlain, to suppress insurrection too
formidable for him to control. Had it not
been for these troops Governor Chamber-
lain would be a recfugee to-day, as Gov-
ernor Ames now is from Mississippi.
The President said in the course of
the conversation that he had looked on the
cituation to be embarrassing, to say the
least. A good deal of bad temper bad been
shown on the Democratic side, and many
were acting unreasonably., They seem to
fear that he was doing what was not right,
and they abused everybody for not yielding
to their views. This struck him as strange,

| AN TNCENDAIRY IN BURLINGTON—GVER THIRTY

BUILDINGS BURNED—UPWARD OF FORTY FAM-
ILIES MADE HOMELESS—A SCANT SUPFLY OF
WATER—THE CITY GUARDED BY THE MILITIA,

. BURLINGTON, December 10,—A  terrible
fire occurred here . this morning about 2
o’clock, destroying: over thirty dwelings,

families homeless. Burlington is on the
Pennsylvania railroad, sixteen miles from
Philadelphia, -and. 8 a city of about
five thousand r inbabitants. The fire
originated. in a.stable in  the rear: of
Belden’s Hotel, at the corner of Main and
Broad. streets, owned by Edward Briggs.
From here the sparks were carried by the
heavy gale which was blowing across astreet
eighty feet wide, and 2 dwelling owned by
Mr. Birch was destroyed ; then back to the
south side, and another oneé of his. houses
avas levelled. A strange feature of the fire
was that sparks were carried over the roofs
of houses in the immediate vicinity,
and set fire to a row of fourteen
dwellings on the mnorth = side of
York street. These were entirely con-
sumed, as were also fourteen more frame
residences on the south side of the street.
On this street the small-pox was raging, and
it was with great difficulty that men could
be found who would go inio some of the
houses and rescue those who were gick in
