Men Fr©B«n to Ikftth on . Schooner.

It is impossible as yet to estimate the
number of lives lost in the river told bay ou
Saturday. Accounts have already reached
the city of men frozen to death some distance
down the rivor, and quite a large number of
ovf»teiK*rcdgera have been severely frostbit¬
ten. One of the most terrible accidents
caused by the intense cold was the freezing
to death, off Little Hawkins Point, of three
hands of the oyster-schooner Ann Eliza,
and the serious injury of the balance of the
crew, which numbered in all seven men.
The vessel, which is owned by Mrs. Jacob

Roberts, residing on Eastern avenue near
President street,In this city, had left Balti¬
more at the beginning of last week for Ches¬
ter river to dredge lor oysters. The hands
on board the schooner were Captain Oliver,
Edward McNcal, George and David Tagler,
Jacob Saucr, Martin Baylcy, and John
Brown. They remained in Chester river
until Friday night, and at 4 o'clock on Sat¬
urday morning, on their homeward voyage,
found themselves near Little Hawkins
Point, nearly opposite Fort Carroll. The
wind was then blowing heavily at the rate
of forty miles an hour, and pieces of ice
began to be encountered. At Little Haw¬
kins Point the schooncr became disabled,
and to their great astonishment the crew
discovered that they were

THE MIDST 0Y ICE.
Unable to make any progress on their

journey to Baltimore, they decided to wait
until daybreak in the hope that some vessel
sailing in the neighborhood would notice
.their helplessness and come to their aid.
Th^captain and several of the hands then
repaired to the cabin to take a few hours'
rest, but only to find it filled with water to
such an extent as to make it impossible for
them to remain in the room with any degree
of comfort. The water continued rising
until it had attained a height of three or
four feet. The men, who naturally became
disheartened at this^second unpleasant inci¬
dent on their journey, returned to the deck,
waiting, but in vain, for some hospitable
vessel to extricate them from their peril¬
ous position. At daybreak the cap¬
tain began showing signals of distress,
which were continued during the whole
day. At night the signals were repeated,
hut no vessel hove in sight. The dredgers
were not prepared for cold weather, ana
were but lightly clad. Exposed as they
were to the bitter frost all dav, and having
in prospect also a night of suffering, they
laid themselves down on the deck, losing all
courage and hope of delivery, and, as one
of them stated, hourly expecting their
death. One of their number was kept in
charsrc, with orders to continue to signal for
help." At night the captain, seeing that all
further efforts were in vain, procured a

yawl-boat, and, with Mate McNeal, pro¬
ceeded on shore, taking with him an axe
and a piece of meat. They succeeded in
cutting a passage through the ice and reach¬
ing the shore with great difficulty. Procur¬
ing some wood, they attempted to build a

fise, but their hands were so benumbed with
cold that one hour and a half had passed
"before they succeeded in making a blaze.
Oliver and McNeal enjoyed the fire after
their privations on the boat, and laid down
to a few hours' slumber.
Those left behind in the schooner

endured the cold as best they could.
Midnight on Saturday had arrived, but
there was net the remotest hope that any
aid would reach them before morning. To
be sure, the signals of distress were given,
but how could they expect assistance when
all day Saturday not one of the vessels of
the large fleet that ply our river could reach
them or extend to them a helping hand.
Icc had formed for some distance on all
sides of the vessel ; the exterior and deck
of the schooner was covered with a thick
coating of ice; the men were as helpless
and assistance appeared to be.as unlikely as
if they had been in the Arctic regions. The
two Tagler brothers and John Brpwn were
the only men on board who, in spite of
themselves, retained their courage under
these disadvantageous circumstances. The
other two.Sauer and Bayley.cried pite-
ously during the night. Uayley worked
himself to such a pitch of excitement.
through hunger, cold, and apprehension of
losing his life.that at 1 o'clock yesterday
morning he began to act

LIKE A RAVING MANIAC,
anil the others oil board concluded that his
sufferings had made him a lunatic. Their
opimou was substantiated by the manner
in which he continued his ravings until o

o'clock, when he was found with his head
in tiie empty .stove, where, evidently, he
had tried to extract some warmth for his
freezing body. Saucr met with no better
fate. He, too, ran about the deck ol the
schooner lamenting his misfortune. The
other men on board attempted to quiet him,
ar.d asked him to have patience until day¬
light, when (they said) they would some¬
how be taken care of. This had an effect in
calming him, and, cold as he was, he picked
up a few matches and attempted to make a
lire. While thus engaged he uttered a groan
and fell. When his comrades hastened to
the spot they found him dead.

A TIMELY RESCUE.
Bv this time the other three men on board

the boat, who thus far had kept up their
courage, began to waver. Their captain
and mate had deserted them, two of their
number had fallen victims to the frost, and
their thoughts involuntarily turned on their
near approaching end. Knowing, how¬
ever, that it was useless to lament, they
quietly sat down, praying for their deliver¬
ance from what they considered the jaws
o! death." Their quiet patience and hope
that " all would be right in the end " were
rewarded. Early yesterday morning they
were sighted by the oyster-pungy Ivy, Cap¬
tain Price, who, observing from the signals
that they were in distress, hurried to their
relief, lie could not approach the schooner,
which was still surrounded by ice, but by
the united efforts of the three men on board
the Ann Eliza and the crew of the pungy
the ice was cut and a passage made for a

yawl-boat, which conveyed the three men
on board the pungy.
Soon thereafter the revenue-cutter Guth¬

rie, Captain Phillips, Engineer Hedding in
charge, came in sight. The officers on
board of the revenue-cutter had -beard of
the helpless condition of tho crew of the
Ann Eliza yesterday, and at once hastened
to their aid. When near Hawkins Point
the vessel appeared as a mass of icfc, nothing
but that being visible. Captain Price, of
the pungy Ivy, not being able to take the
men whom he had rescued to Baltimore,
turned them over to the officers on board
the Guthrie, who were then made fully ac¬
quainted with what had transpired on the
Ann Eliza.
David and George Tagler and John

Brown, the survivors of that part of the
crew which remained on the boat after the
captain and mate had left it, were found by
Dr. W. I. Nicholls, on board the Guthrie,
to be severely injured. The suffering men
were plaeed in a comfohable position and
properly attended to. Engineer Hedding,
in company with James Valllant, boardingofficer ; Inspectors V. H. Griffith, G. T.
Hopklna, George Ruth, and Dr. W. I.
Nicholls, boarded the schooner, where they
found Martin and Sailer lying dead on deck.
They decided not to disturb the bodies, and
went ashore to search lor Captain Oliver
and his mate. They found the two men
asleep in front of the remnants of a fire,but a closer examination showed that

OLIVER WAS DEAD,
and that McNeal, the mate, was so seriouslyfrostbitten that it was a question whether hecould long survive. McNeal was also taken
on board the Guthrie, which then returnedto Henderson's wharf. The injured men
were sent to the Washington UniversityHospital, corner of Saratoga and Calvert
streets, for medical treatment.
The following are the names and ages ofthe men who perished: Captalu Oliver,thirty-eight years old, residing on Ham¬mond alley in the rear of President street,near Eastern avenue; he U married, andleaves a wife and child. Jacob Sauer,

twenty-nine years old, unmarried, residing
at No. 24 Abbot street. James Martin, un¬

married, residing in Chester county.
Tho men rescued are all Baltimoreans,

respectively twenty-five and twenty-nine
years of a$e, and single. As stated, the
schooner belonged to Mrs. Jacob Roberts.
Baltimore American, 11th.

Tun Negroes Lynched.. Columbia, 8.
<7., December 10..It is reported here to¬
night that ten negroes who murdered a
white man named Alien and wounded an¬
other named Baker at Lowndesville, Abbey-
viile county, and who were discovered to
be engaged in a plot to murder the whites,
were taken from the sheriff's posse and
lynched by Georgians. Tbirtceu negroes
were arrested on warrants issued by a trial
Justice, and owing to threats of lynching
were sentundera strong guard to Jail atjAn-
derson, the adjoining county, for safe-keep¬
ing. it is supposed while cn route they
were seized by Georgians, who came across
the Savannah river, and summarily dealt
with. There are no details. Excitement is
great.
Passenger- and Baggage-Cars Burned.

Attica, N, F., December 9..The engine of
a westward-bound train which was going
on a switch before daylight this morning at
Dale station, on the Attica branch of the
Erie railway, got off the track and was run
into by one following, a furious gaie of
snow preventing signals from being seen.
The baggage, smoking, and one Pullman
car caught fire and were burned. One man
whose name is unknown went back to one
of the cars for some forgotten article and
was burned to death. Otherwise there
were no persons injured.

Tannery and Steel-Works Burned..
Pittsburgh , Fa., December 9..Soon after
12 o'clock to-day the tannery of William
Flacens & Sons, at the corner of Thirty-lifth
and Penn streets, was totally destroyed by
fire, together with two dwelling-houses ad¬
joining. At 1:30 P. M. the Labelle steel¬
works, owned by Smitli, Sutton & Co., at
the corner of Ridge and Belmont avenues,
Allegheny City, were destroyed by lire.
The "amount of the loss in either case is un¬
known.

Destruction of a Valuable Dwelling.
Elizabeth , N. J., December 9..Peter B.
Armory's dwelling-house, known as the
" Does Mansion," was totally destroyed
by fire to-night. Loss, 830,00-0. Insured
in the Mutual of New York for §17,000.
The mansion was unoccupied at the time of
the fire. The fire is paid to have caught
from a furnace which was started prepara¬
tory to the occupation o! the house in a few
days.
Odd-Fellows' Hall Burned..Renovo,

Fa., December 9..The Odd-Fellows' Hall,
four dwelling-houses, and several small
buildings were destroyed by fire last night.
Loss, f'20,000. It is supposed the tire was
started by some boys who were playing in
one of the buildings which was unoccupied.

Eiohteen Buildings Burned.. Cincin-
nati, December 9..A fire at Chicago Junc¬
tion, Ohio, this morning, destroyed eigh¬
teen buildings occupied by business firms.
No further particulars of the disaster can

be ascertained at this hour, as the telegraph
wires in that region are down.

Fire and Loss of Life..Frovincetoicn,
Mass., December 9..The house of Edward
B. Wixon, of Hannah, was burned last
night, and his youngest child, thre'e years
old, perished in the flames.

Loss of Life..Amsterdam, N. Y., De¬
cember 9..During a gale of wind here this
afternoon the roof of tjie bouse of Mr.
Mariou was blown off, and in attempting to
cscapc Mr. Marion and his five-year-old
child were instantly killed. Mrs. Marion
was severely injured.
Burglars Foiled.One Fatally Shot.

JS'cw York, December 9..Three burglars
entered the house of John Greccan, Jr., at
Rye, early this morning, and were fired on.
One was subsequently found wounded and
lying by the roadside. He was delivered to
the authorities. His injuries are serious.

Nearly 8100,000 was refunded on Satur¬
day by John Morrissey for bets on the next
President declared off. A number of the
larger bets were withdrawn, by mutual con¬

sent, under the arrangement previously
made by Morrissey ; but it is believed to be
probable that more than $500,000 still re¬
main in his hands.
Hon. George A. Trenholm, an eminent

merchant of Charleston, S. C., :md Secre¬
tary of the Treasury of the late Confederate
(Government after the retirement of Hon.
C. G. Memminger, died in that city Sunday;
aged seventy. The colors of the shipping
of all nationalities in the port were half-
masted.
At Petrol ia, Pa., Sunday eveniug about 5

o'clock, a wagon-load of glycerine, contain¬
ing some COO pounds of the fluid, exploded
with terrible force, tearing the wagon and
horses to shreds, and instantly killing Dan¬
iel Smith and Mr. Humphreys. The men
were unloading the wagon, and it is sup¬
posed one of them slipped aud dropped a

can.

The funeral of the unrecognized victims
of the Brooklyn-Theatre disaster, and of a
number of those recognized, took place in
that city Saturday. The funeral of the
actors, Murdoch and Burroughs,[took place
Sunday in New York at the " Little Church
Around the Corner." Twenty-eight of the
victims were buried on Friday. The total
number of the victims is now stated at 298,
of whom 231 were identified.
Before one of the magistrate's courts in

New Orleans on- Saturday Phillips and
others were brought up for preliminary
bearing on the charge of killing Pinkston.
Mrs. Pinkston (whose testimony before the
Louisiana Returning Board has been scat¬
tered broadcast by Senator Sherman's com¬

mittee) was a witness, and on the cross-ex-
amination contradicted herself so frequently
that the attorney representing the State
said that there was nothing in the prosecu¬
tion. The decision will be given Tuesday
(to-day).
