The General Assembly of Virginia hav¬
ing learned that W. W. Corcoran, Esq., of
Washington city, after many acts of kind¬
ness to citizens of the State and of liberal¬
ity to her public institutions, lias recently
given a large sum to her chief seat of learn¬
ing, and having observed with admiration
the conduct of one who h is shown the ca¬

pacity to acquire wealth witbout'injustice,
to possess it without ostentation, and to
dispense it with no other object than the
benefit of his fellow-man, gratefully ao-

knowledge his right' to fellowship with
those whom the Commonwealth has deemed
worthy of an enduring place in her annals
as examples to be honored and imitated by
h-r people; therefore
"Resolved by the House of Delegates (the

Senate concurring), That it be entered of
record on the journals of the General As¬
sembly that W. W. Corcoran, Esq., of the
city of Washington, has entitled himself to
the thavks of the Commonwealth by his
munificent gift to the University of Virginia.
"Resolved, That his Excellency the Gov¬

ernor be requested to transmit to Mr. Cor¬
coran a copy of this preamble and resolu¬
tion engrossed on parchment."
Mr. Gilman of Richmond city, chairman

of the Committee on Schools and Colleges,
said: At a time when inen in high places
aud invested with exalted trusts in Wash¬
ington, in their greed for money and power,
are obliterating the landmarks of the Con¬
stitutor n and tearing down the bulwarks of
republican liberty which our fathers thought
impregnable, we see an American gentle¬
man and patriot, already conspicuous for
his yood deeds, making from his private
fortune a munificent donation to our great
University. The value of his benefaction
is enhanced when we remember that he
owes to Virginia neither the allegiance due
to birth nor reside ce within her borders,
and that it comer to us at a time when, in
our poverty and sore distress, we have not
the means, but only th§ will, to endow our
chief institution of learning coinmensu-
rately with its great merits and pressing
necessities.
In these days, when the financial outlook

is dark and the political situation darker,
we are all prone to think that Virginia,
when, unlike Connecticut, she gave her
vast northwestern domain to the Union,
without money and without price, was as
prodigal as poor old Lear when he divided
his kingdom amon^f his ungrateful daugh¬
ters ; but it Veems as if, like bread cast upon
the waters, it is now coming back to us
after many days.
Who knows, Mr. Speaker, but that this is

the beginning of a long list -of donations
and bequests which are to enable our people
to push forward to complete consummation
the grand educational scheme of the illus¬
trious founder of the University.
And when it shall become the Oxford of

the South, and young men by hundreds
shall come from the most distant sections of
our disenthralled and prosperous republic
to drink in knowledge from its pure foun¬
tain?, they will find there a statue of Wil¬
liam Corcoran near to that of Thomas Jef-
