Washington on Grant.
Allison Hits the Situation.

A venerable gentleman, who may be con¬

sidered as an ambassador from the bright¬
est, purest, and happiest age of the repub-
lic, sends us an extract from Washington's
farewell Address to bis Countrymen, which
seems now to have been prophecy.proph¬
ecy by a real prophet, that was grievously
painful to bim; but his knowledge of hu¬

man nature and the evils engendered by
power and corruption compelled him to

warn hi* children, as it were, against those

]>erils which he beheld so far in advance.
Washington's words should make the
usurper quail, and cause tho sword to drop
from his hand. If he and bis followers had

enough of conscience left in their hearts to

arouse them to a sense of remorse for their

outrages and crimes, such would be the effect
of their perusal of the words of the Father
of his Country.

In hi« parting words to the people ol tiie

United States Washington conjured them

to avoid and denounce the demon of Party
Spirit as the worst enemy of the Union,
lie said : "Let me now warn you*in the
«*mo>t solemn manner against the baneful
*' effect* of the spirit of -party generally.
«. It i>, unfortunately, inseparable from our

'. nature, having its roots in the strongest
*. passions of tlic human mind. It exists
under the different shades of all govern-

.« ment-i. more or le*s stifled, controlled, or

'. oppressed ; but in those of the popular
.. form® it is seen in its greatest rankness.
*4and it is truly their worst enemy.
"Jhc alternate dominion of one faction

'. over another, sharpened bv the spirit of
«. revengf.natural to party dissensions.
<- which in different ages and countries has

" perpetrated the most horrid enormities.
i- itself a most horrid despotism. But this

" leads at length to a more formal and per-
*' inaneut despotism.
" The (Unorders and miseries which result

*' tjradualiy incline (he minds of men to
" seek security and repose in the absolute
.. jtoicer of a single individual, and, sooner
" or later, the chief of some prevailingfac-
'. lion , more able or more fortunate than h is
competitors, turns this despotism io the

tm jnirposcs of his oxen elevation on the ruins
*' of public liberty."
That voting men may >ee how indignantly

a veteran Republican (not of the black¬
guard school) and high-toned gentleman
of the old school regards President (J itant's
Uitr-r contempt for the holy admonitions of
the best of men and patriots we give a few
sentences expressing his feelings. The
President has, he says, appealed to this very
demon painted as so horrible by Washin«j-
tov. and " with its aid has overturned the
*. whole theory of the republic by eon-

"bining first with fraudulent aggressors to
"cheat the people out of the right to elect

" their own representatives.their first and
"dearest right; and then to protect the

" fraud, dispersing the Legislatures of States
«. and suppressing their executive and judt-
». "in I powers by military force; and he de-
t. serves to be condemned as the enemy of

" the country." O ur venerable correspon dent
regards the three southern States tliat have
been compelled to submit to the power of
tho army as " stricken from the galaxy of
'.free United States, and covered with the
'. darkness of despotism." Coming nearer
home lie looks upon the act of sending
troop- to Virginia upon the complaint of
apprehended turbulence.according to the
statement of an individual made to (ieneral
£ liElwan.and without any request from
the Legislature or the Governor of Virginia,
as an outrageous violation of the Constitu¬
tion that should subject General Shkrman
to lie court-martialed and cashiered. Our
respected friend speaks of retribution such
as would have fallen upon evil-doers in his
youthful days. P»ut things are sadly
changed. He thinks that tl« Legislature of

Virginia should tender its heartfelt sympa¬
thies to the three States now subjected to
tin? very "darkness of despotism."
In the imminent peril of republican insti¬

tutions our friend turns to the North, and

says-- "With our brethren oi the North,
<. wSiohave the power, reststhe sacred right :

" of restoring the constitutional existence
"of the United States, and, confiding in
«. their wisdom and patriotism, we do 1106
doubt that they will in some proper man*

" n- r perform their duty, and not. permit
.. this great republic to be actually over»
«. thrown by, fraud or torcc, or both eom-
*. brood."

It is a little singular that tlio same day on

which we received the communication from
l his venerable gentleman containing tin-

extract quoted from Washington's farewell
address, a young and thoughtful eiti/en
brought to us the same extract, with some

very appropriate comments thereupon. He
accompanied his extract with one from the
.historian and profound political economist
Au.ison, which is so pertinent to the sub¬
ject that we copy it. In his "History of

Europe'' he, in speaking of the French
revolution, says:

" In constitutional monarchies, when a
difference of opinion on any vital subject
arises between the Executive and the Legis¬
lature, the obvious mode of arranging it is
by a dissolution ol the latter and a new ap¬
peal to the people; and whichever party the
people incline to becomes victorious iu the
strife. This is a matter of vital importance,
ana lying at the very foundation of mixed
governments. Unless the Executive pos¬
sesses the power of dissolving by legal
means the Legislature the time must ine¬
vitably come ithen it will dispetse them by
force.

" This is in an especial manner to be look¬
ed/or when a nation is emergingfrom revo¬

lutionary convulsions, as so many individu¬
als are there implicated by their crimes in
supporting the revolutionary regime^ and a
return to moderateor legal measures is so
much dreaded from the retribution ichich
they may occasion topast delinquents
The quotation applies pointedly to our

present condition. The Executive and the
" Legislature," or the people, as they ex¬

pressed themselves in the elections of
congressmen and in the presidential elec¬
tion, are at variance. The question is, Will
the Executive yield ? Will the ambitious men
who control through the Executive yield up
their power out of respect to the popular
will y We shall see. Thus far he has employ¬
ed force for the purpose of defeating the will
of the people by reversing the votes o!
three " sovereign States," so called. Grant,
when be entered upon the office of Presi¬
dent, deeJared that he' would be governed
by die people through Congress. He pro¬
fessed great respect for the people. Has he
that resjiect now 't He has, on the contra¬
ry, boldly and officially declared that he
represented the Republican party, and fell
to abusing the Democratic party, which is
composed of the majority of the people of
the United States.the majority by two hun¬
dred and fifty thousand, counting negroes,
*ad of AT LEAST A MILLION OF
WHITE VOTES. This grand majority is
de jounced as rebels by the President of the
United Stag's, who lias not hesitated to (lis-

grace his office by his partisan mcndacity.
Would Gitant deem theuseofbis powers

as commander-in-chief of the army and
navy to defeat the will of this overwhelm¬
ing majority an improper use of his power?
Not at all. They nre declared by him rebels.
All that can save the nation from n complete
fulfilment of Washington's prediction as to

the consequences of party spirit; all that
can prevent a repetition of the usurpation
described by Aixison, is the. legislative
power. Upon that we rely. Upon
that and the voice of the people that has
so powerfully censured the Administra¬
tion we rely. And we believe the people
will triumph. But it is an immense strain
that our Government Is now subjected to.
Mar a kind Providence savo a happy and

prosperous nation from the terrible drama
of despotism in Its ruthless and insensate
measuresv ,

South Carolina.
How can Chamberlain- hold on to the of¬

fice of Governor in South Carolina in oppo¬
sition to the tax-payors and respectable peo¬
ple all over the State, defeated at the polls
and counted in by fraud, and inaugurated
by an illegal Legislature? Of course he
could not remain a single hour in the office
but for the body-guard of Federal soldiers
which President Gitant keeps around him.
He cannot remain thus long. Deprived of
all authority by the decision of the Supreme
Court, as he will be, and utterly derided by
the people, what can hedo? He can appeal to
President Gkant, and what will he do? If
he proceeds further kto bolster the illegal
Government he encounters the decisions of
the courts and the public verdict in many
forms, and stands forth boldly as the usurper
still defying law and right, and treading
into the dust every principle of liberty and
self-government.. It would be well for this
issue to be settled. Grant does not rest

soundly upon this South Carolina business.
It is worse than the murder of a man. It
is the murder of a whole State. IIow to
" trammel up the consequences," that's
the matter at the White House now.

The Patent Southern Cruelties.
In the prosecution of the vicious Radical

scheme for enslaving the southern whites,
and placing carpet-baggers and negroes over

them, there have been cruelties of a mon¬

strous nature not fully appreciated by the
country. It was in the course of the dis¬
cussion in the Virgiuia Senate of the South
Carolina resolutions, stated by General
Johnson, that a United States marshal, with
two soldiers in blue, visited a church near

Spartanburg during religious worship.
They took position at the door, and
ordered that the women and chil¬
dren should be sent home, while
tliev to*>k the names ol the gentlemen
and marched them oft* to Spartanburg
under the accusation of intimidation, con¬

spiracy, and murder,. to keep negroes from

voting. They were held in custody until
(hey could be brought before Judge Bond.
They were arraigned under the fearful ac¬

cusations, and only escaped being tried for
their lives as murderers by confessing to con¬

spiracy and intimidation as kuklnx. They
were intimidated by the Court, and accepted
the punishment of imprisonment rather
than be tried for their lives upon such testi¬
mony as might have been made up fc*r the
occasion.
That is one way for Govetfannent invali¬

dation of those who are constantly charjssd
with intimidating Republican voters.

Louisiana Congressional Committee..

A'nc Orleans, December 22..Wells testi¬
fied : " I am a decided partisan, but would
not allow politics to influence me to do any¬
thing wrong. Did not throw out parishes
aud polls simply because they were Demo¬
cratic ; did not know that any Republican
poll was rejected. The claims of my family
against the Government aggregate $700,000.
1 was not influenced in my action thereby.
The letter of Mr. Tilden saying h'e would
veto such claims as mine did not influence
my course. I did not think being super¬
visor of customs and president of the Re¬
turning Board in contravention of Presi¬
dent Grant's order that no Federal officer
shall hold a State office." The evidence
generally shows a lack of system in the
operations of the Board and its clerks. No
one knew what the other was about or how
the other did it. The committee, in execu¬
tive session, ordered the chairman, Mr.
Morrison, to report the members of the Re-

j turning Board in contempt in refusing to
produce the records demanded.

CONGRESSIONAL MATTERS.THE PRESI¬
DENTIAL Situation.Talk of Tilden and
Whkele&.Hendricks's Chances Good..
The Judiciary Committee of the House con¬
sidered the petitions for the removals po¬
litical disabilities with a view to preventing
another omnibus bill.
The committee had no official information

of a declaration ¥y-the Louisiana committee
that the members of the Returning Board
of that State were in contempt.
The Election Committee will not meet

until after the return of the investigation
committee, though there is a quorum pre¬
sent. The Republicans are in a temporary
majority. Public opinion Ls hardening that
the election will be thrown into the House
and Senate, with Tilden and Wheeler f>r
President and Vice-President, but a good
chance for Hendricks in case it can bo verv

.clearly shown to the conservative Republi¬
can senators that he is elected. The Demo¬
crats, however, are determined to struggle
to the end for Tilden and Hendricks on a
count of the electoral votes.
