Washington, January 11, 1877.
THE OREGON CORRUPTION" FUND.

Senator Mitchell to-day drove his'pursuit
of the Oregon eight thousand dollars still
closer to Mr. Tiiden's barrel of money.
Runyon, the recusant witness, purged him¬
self of his contempt by stating that his cus¬
tomer who brought the money to be trans¬
ferred was Jordan, cashier of the Third
National liank oi New York, for whom he
was acting. He did not know that the man
who suggested his seeing liurton Harrison,
late secretary of Jefierson Davis, about
his testimony was W. T. Pelton, confidential
secretary of Samuel J. Tilden. Nothing
was extracted from Dimond, who did not
seem to know who paid the drafts given
Cronin. It appears upon inquiry that Til¬
den is a director in the Third National
Bank; that Jordan, its cashier, was evi¬
dently not acting for himself, and was then,
as now, exceedingly anxious to conceal his
principal. Jordan has been sent for, and it
is not unlikely that Tilden himself will be
asked to contribute a chapter on what he
knows about money and votes, and about
Oregou laws and morals..Xpccial to the
Baltimore American.

THE MODEL JURIST OF TIII2 PACKARD-CASEY

CROWD.

'To the Editor of the Philadelphia Evening
Telegraph :

The names of Brother-in-Luw Casey,
Judge Durell, and other Louisiana worthies
are tolerably well known throughout the
country, but that of Chief-Justice Ludeling
has been less conspicuous.
In order that your readers may know

what sort of a person the Republican State
government of Louisiana chooses to appoint
to the office of Chief Justice of the Supreme
Court of that State, permit me to furnish
you with a few extracts from the opinion of
the Supreme Court of the United States,
delivered by Mr. Justice Strong in the rc-
cent case of Jackson vs. Ludeling, in 21
Wallace, page GIG.
The case was one in which the managers

of an insolvent railroad obtained an order
for the sale of the property and bought it
in for themselves at much less than its value.
The sale was conducted in a secret manner
at a small village in the interior of the State,
and in such a way as to enable the conspira¬
tors to secure the property at the lowest
possible price.
This sale was carried out by an arrange¬

ment to which Ludeling was a party ; and
of the agreement made by him Judge Strong
says:
" It Is impossible to characterize this

agreement as anything else than fraudulent.
Its obvious purpose was to remove compe-
tion at the sale. It was a flagrant breach of
trust on the part of Home, and it was a

fraud in Ludeling, with knowledge of the
trust Home had undertaken, to persuade
him to violate his instructions and sacrifice
tlfe interests of his constituents, himself
becoming a party to the violation. * * * *

Thus directors of the company, owing
duties to its stockholders and creditors, not
only combined to obtain the company's
property for themselves at a sacrifice through
the formation of a judicial sale, but were
active participants in successful efforts to
defeat a sale for 1*550,000 in order that
they might become the purchasers for
^50,000.
"It is impossible to sustain such a trans¬

action. Throughout it was grossly inequi¬
table. That the property was sacrificed by
means of an unlawful and widespread com¬
bination is abundantly proved, and that the
directors who were parties to it. and who
became the purchasers, were guilty of an
inexcusable violation of confidence reposed
in them, admits of no doubt. ^Ludeling, it is
true, was not a directory but he was a lead¬
ing member of the combination and its chief
agent to carry out its plans. He knew its
purposes. He knew its illegality. He had
negotiated the surrender of Home with full
knowledge of Home's breach of trust. He
assumed the control of Gordon's executory
process, and, as we have noticed when told
that Gordon had consented to stay the sale,
he declared that Gordon had no power to do
it. Indeed, Ludeling appears tohavcliirti
complete possession of the sheriff. He drew
up the sheriff's return, carefully stating In
it that all the requirements and formalities
of the law had been complied with in the
second offering, as theybaa been in the first ;
and ho was, as the evidence shows, most
active in defeating an adjudication to
Brauner& Go. on their large bid. * * *

" The defendants can take nothing from
such a sale thus made. Were we to sustain
it we shoul^sanction a great moral and
legal wron^Pyive encouragement to faith¬
lessness to trusts and confidence reposed,
and countenance combinations to wrest by
the forms of law from the uninformed and
confiding their Just rights." .

. This is the record which secures Judicial
appointment Irom the Republican party in
the State of Louisiana, and it is the govern¬
ment of aucb men that Senator Sherman has
the effrontery to defend upon the floor of
the United States Senate. 8. D.

Philadelphia Branch Office of the
Graphic, January.10..My investigations at
Marydel, Del. and Md., result in placing
certain, questions and doubts. at rest with
which I observe various newspapers yet
attach to the very mysterious Bennet-May
duel. The parties were at the point named
and at the time generally stated. They
were arrayed upon the " field of honor "
according to thfe rules of the code, and they
shot away, under those conditions, six car¬
tridges, but not at each other.

I visited the field of blood under a strong
escort. On Monday the ground was soft.
No one traversed the field that day except
the parties in whom we are interested.
Since Monday afternoon the ground has
been as hard as stone. So we have imprints
of the presence of the parly, where they
dashed through the snow, waded in the
mud, and, with but little indecision, marked
off the toe-lines with a stick. The distance
by careful measurement with a pocket-rule
from line to line is forty feet. They were

placed north and south. The. wind, on

Monday was" southerly. The osseous frag¬
ments of a deceased mule led to conclusions
as to a previous encounter upon this histo¬
ric plot of ground.

I talked with Mr. Nathan McGinnis, upon
whose farm the battle was fought. His
house is the only one near the scene, and is
upon the opposite side of the railroad. A
rise in the ground hides the spot selected
from view where Mr. McGinnis stood at his
door. lie says he saw five men coming lip
the track with blankets and small boxes in
their arms. They struck over into the
field.one big man being considerably in ad¬
vance.and disappeared down the slope.
Mr. McGinnis went in to 'dinner, filled with
the belief that he had seen a party of rail¬
road directors who were prospecting for a

site for a new 4ep6t, and his soul was filled
with sunbeams of jov at the thought of in¬
creasing value for his acres. Alas ! McGin¬
nis. About the time he had ceased to feel in¬
terested in culinary matters six shots were

heard in quick succession. None saw the
shooting; none heard it save the men in
the action and the family of McGinnis. All
reports of the eye-witnesses given in
the papers arc a delusion and a snare.

Shortly thereafter the five men filed
solemnly out upon the track and be¬
took themselves to the station. Here the
Bennett group engaged Mr. John Walters
to convey them to Clayton. Mr. Bennett
sat with the driver. Mr. "Walters, in com¬

mon with others, regarded them as capital¬
ists who were going to develop the re¬

sources of the country thereabout. The
visitors were quick to note this suspicion,
and encouraged il by talking "railroad*' to
the bystanders. Soon after leaving, 3Ir.
Bennett appealed to liis companions, ask¬
ing if they did not regard his "proposi¬
tion " as just and fair, and they assented.
Thereafter they conversed at length in a

foreign tongue.
Mr. May and his companion went down

to Slaughter station, rejoined their friend
(who had acted as a picket), and proceeded
to Dover in a hired conveyance. Mr. May
is reported by all who came in coBtact with
him as showing great good nature and en¬

tire self-possession.
I have said that I would prove that the

shots were not fired at cither man. Let the
reader measure off forty feet in any conve¬
nient place.the parlor, for instance. Then
let him put bis Ulster upon a bolster and
set "his man" on end. Then let him pep¬
per away with his little shooter to the ex¬

tent of it-s six barrels, and see if be has found
it possible to miss it more than twice out of
the possible six. If so, be is only fit for a

duellist. Sketcuist.
THE BENNETT-MAT FIZZLE.

Interest in the Ben nett-May fiasco is fiz¬
zling out as easy as the abortive effort at a

duel was brought to a bungling termina¬
tion. In the mean time the principals are

keeping themselves out of the way ol in¬
quisitive people, especially evading the
minions of the press and the law. The
present feeling in the matter was well ex¬

pressed yesterday by the gentleman who
arranged the preliminaries in Baltimore.
He said he moulded the balls, prepared the
pistols, and set up till midnight to see the
parties off; but now he feels disgusted at a
party who, attracting the attention of a

whole nation, should engage in a hostile
meeting "and not mean business.'' lie
wishes now lie had had nothing to do with
it. "In California," where he had lived,
"they did not extend a challenge for no¬

thing." The pistols used there were five-
shooters, and the parties blazed away at each
other until one or the other fell, or until the
five shots were spent.
The New York papers say that Bennett

left that city immediately after the arrest of
I)r. Phelps, and his whereabouts are un¬
known. If criminal proceedings continue
he would take a trip abroad. It is also said
that Dr. Frederick May, of Baltimore, who
acted as second for his cousin, was in New
York on Wednesday night, and that as many
other relatives assembled at» the May house
it was presumed there was a family council
over the unfortunate occurrences of the
week and to decide on future action. There
are satisfactory reasons for saying, how¬
ever, that the circumstances are such as to
preclude the possibility of any relation here¬
after that would involve association or

friendly interest, though there is no proba¬
bility of any further hostilities..JSaltimore
Sun.

MORE ABOUT THE MAT-BENNETTDUEL.A MART-
LAND AFFAIR.SENSATIONAL SUPPOSITIONS
AMONG MEDICAL STUDENTS.

Philadelphia, January 11. -Attorney-
General Pennington, of Delaware, visited
the battle-ground to-day, and satisfied him¬
self that it was within the limits of Mary¬
land, and that he had no need to bother
himself about it.
Dr. William H. Pancoast, professor of

anatomy in the Jefferson Medical College,
returned home late on Wednesday night
from what is said to have been a visit to
Maryland to attend to the wounds of Frede¬
rick May, one of the missing principals in
the late Bennett-May duel. The next day
Dr. Joseph Pancoast, his father, held clinic
in his son's place, and told the students that
the latter had gone to Maryland to attend to
a wounded man, and might not return for
a number of days. ..

Dr. Pancoast returned on Wednesday
night, and yesterday he was visited by
scores of reporters, to all of whom he ex¬

pressed his ignorance of May's wounds or
his whereabouts, and said that he had
merely gone to amputate the arm of a young
man on the Eastern Shore of Maryland.
Yesterday afternoon, at clinic, he explained
to the students how be had performed an
excellent work. A man had been wounded
in the left arm by a pistol-shot, which sev¬
ered the artery. Mortification set in, and
he had been obliged to amputate the arm.

A reporter visited the .Tefferson Medical
College to-night, and learned that most of
the students firmly believed that Dr. Pan-
coast had been called ^to attend May, and
that he was wounded wree or four days
ago, for mortification would not Bet in for
a day or so after the wound had been made.

LOCAL MATTERS.
Grange Meeting.Railroad Freights

Discussed..Quiteauumber of ihe.menibew
of the order, legislators', and others, assem¬
bled in Grange Hall last night to attend the
regular weekly meeting ot Blanton Grange.
The meeting was called, to order by the

Master of the Grange, Mr. .F. Stearns, who
asked t>r. J. M. Blanton.^wprlby master of
the State Grange, to preside..
"Legal restrictions upon, freights and

tolls ^ was announced as the subject for
discussion.
The Chair stated that it was an open meet¬

ing, and that all were invited to participate.
On motion of Colonel F. G. Ririfin, General
Bradley T. Johnson was invited to address
the meeting on the subject, with special re-r

ference to the bill introduced by him into
the Legislature, of which w(e gave an ab¬
stract a few days since. The bill was read
by the secretary.
General Johnson, in introducing his re¬

marks, said that he did not expect that all
would unite with him in what be was going
to say, for during his investigation of the
subject he had frequently to change old arid
preconceived notions; but that what we
want is the truth, which can only be had by
a full and free discussion. A part of the
sovereign power of a State is parted with
when she gives -a corporation power to take
private property for public uses, and en¬
dows it with perpetuity, and to this par¬
ticular class of corporations gives the power
of taxation.that is, re^elv^ng the money of
others and applying it for the benefit oi
the public. In Virginia it extends through
iifty-nine counties, with 1,320 miles of road,
and takes from the public $2,500,000.asum
greater than all the taxes of all the counties
of the State, including that paid to the State.
These roads were created for the use of the
public and for their good. The question
everywhere that railroads are established is,
** Whether the Government shall govern the
roads or the roads govern the Govern¬
ment? " It is to sec whether we can work
out the problem that he was here to-night.
Thirty years of experience in England has
demonstrated that competition will not
work out reasonable rates. The carrying
trade in this country between the East and
the "West is done by five main trunk lines.
In their case it has been shown that the law
of competition is utterly inadequate.
"When great masses of men combine in

complaints be sure there are great evils
somewhere. The railroad management in
the country and the State is utterly ruin¬
ous. There are but two solvent roads in
the State. Their property has passed to non¬

residents, and it is impossible for our peo¬
ple long to continue to submit to such a

state of allairs. The State's management of
the roads is inefficient.
First vou had two-thirds interest in these

roads. Now you have given that up, and
ten years has demonstrated the fact that
competition is of no value. General John¬
son then cited numerous cases in which this
had been proven. Competition is only of
Value at the nrecise points where it exists.
Beyond these you are at the mercy of the
corporations.
When railroads were introduced into Bel¬

gium a regular system was laid down and
controlled by the* State, and it has worked
well to this day. Six companies control the
whole railroad system of the kingdom of
Great Britain.
In Massachusetts it had been demonstrated

that the Government must take hold-of it;
that by an irresistible law these corpora¬
tions soon degenerate into monopolists.
The bill offered by him was a copy of the
English and Mfossachuaetts bills, with slight
amendments to suit this State. It placcs us

at once on a level with those Common¬
wealths. Under it all complaints are made
to the commissioners, and they examine
into the facts of the case and make their re¬

port. He cited from a lecture delivered by
Hon. Charles Francis Adams, the bead of
the railroad commissioners in Mawachu-
setts, and also a report of the commission¬
ers, to show the benefits of the plan.
There is something in this matter, and

sooner or later the problem will be solved.
It affects every citizen of the Common¬
wealth. Ii by good management the roads
can make your ten-dollars-per-aere farm
worth fifty "dollars per acre, is it not their
bounden duty to do it? The great central
plain of Europe is being gradually opened
up, and when those rich lands throw their
vast granaries open to the world, com¬
merce will pass from our hands into theirs.
The railroad system in the southern States

is utterly ruinous. It is the duty of the
State to take care of the property of its citi¬
zens. No business transacted for the pub¬
lic good should be done in a private way.
This answers the alleged inquisitorial part
of the bill.
General Johnson answered the objections

to the last section of the bill, which would
require the roads to pay the expenses of the
commissioners. In England and Massa¬
chusetts the expenses are borne by the
State.

A colloquial conversation was had be¬
tween the gentlemen present as to the
merits of the bill. Before joncluding the
discussion it was resolved to continue it at
the next meeting.
The thanks of the meeting were returned

to General Johnston for his address, and a

copy of it asked for presentation to the
State Grange, which meets here in a few
weeks.
The meeting then adjourned.

The dock is still covered with ice, but it

is very rotten. It is probable that the ves¬
sels which have been there blockaded will
get out to-day.

morning. The steamer Shirley, of this
line, arrived at "West Point yesterday with
freight for Richmond. Since navigation
has been closed in the James the steamers
of this line have been going nptheYork river
to "West Point, and their freight has been
transferred from there to this city by rail¬
road. .

Gilman, of Richmond, pre¬
siding.when the question of. the regulation
of the salaries and compensation of the pro¬
fessors of the University was considered.)
Mr. Stuart's bill, which gives the power to'
the Hoard of Visitors to fix the pay of pro-,
fessors, having been read, letters from the
different professors were also read, giving
their views on the subject.
Professors Minor and Soutball, of the law

department, were opposed to the change,
while Professors Cabell, Peters, Harrison,
31allett, Smith, .Holmes, Noah Davis, J. S.
Davis, Price, and Scheie De Yere most earn¬
estly favored it.
Mr. Stuart, rector of the institution, ex¬

plained the matter fully to the committee,
and said the passage of the bill was unani¬
mously desired by members of the Board.
Hon. B. Johnson Barbour, a former rector

of the institution, endorsed what Mr. Stuart
said, and gave the committee the benefit of
his interesting experience in connection
with the management of the University.

All the members of the committee present
voted to report the bill, and this will be done
this morning.

TIIE SINKING FUND.

The Board of Commissioners of the Sink¬
ing Fund yesterday laid before the Senate a

report of their operations, showing the
whole amount of registered State bonds,
second series, purchased between January
1, 1874, and the present time to be $482,800,
and the amount paid therefor, including
commissions, §217,525.79. The pay of the
agent of the Board for brokerage is one
half per centum upon the face value of the
bonds. This sum nets about one quarter
per centum after deducting the percentage
paid by him to agents for the purchase of
bonds in other markets and for all the ex¬

penses incident to the transportation and
delivery of the same at the office of the
Second" Auditor. The report says that at
least eight-tenths of the whole amount of
the bonds were purchased outside of the
city of Richmond.
Tke amount paid to Mr. Maury, the agent,

for the purchase of the bonds amounts to
$2,414; the amount of tax-receivable cou¬

pons received during the same period was

$33,0Q0;*of which there have been sold
$20,202, realizing the sum of §17,372.70,
which was invested in the purchase of bonds
aggregating §50,300. The amount of cou¬

pons remaining unsold is §12,798, which it
is thought advisable to withdraw from the
market for the present.

DOCKET OP CIRCUIT COURT.
The following is Mr. Dooley's bill "to

liegulate the docketing of causes in the Cir¬
cuit Court of Richmond city," reported
-from the Committee for Courts of Justice :

.'1. JJe it enacted by the General Assembly
of Virginia, That whenever it shall appear
to the Circuit Court of the city of Rich¬
mond that two rules have been taken in a

suit or action at law pending therein the
said court may, upon the motion of the
plaintiff or defendant, after live days' no¬

tice of said motion, order such suit or action
at law to be docketed for trial.
"2. This act shall be in force from its

passage."
TIIE WHISKEY HILL.

On Monday at 10 o'clock A. 31. the Fi¬
nance Committees of the Senate and House
in joint session will consider the subject of
imposing a tax on whiskey. Among other
proposions, that of Governor Smith to im¬
pose a tax of thirty cents upon the proof
gallon, &c., will be waged. The old bill of
Colonel Vir. P. Burwell will also be reintro¬
duced. A majority of the House commit¬
tee are known to favor the taxation of whis¬
key in some form, but not more than two
or three are agreed upon any particular bill,
and it is regarded as not unlikely that this
contrariety of opinion will lead to the de¬
feat of the scheme.
This year there will be a heavy tight made

against the bill by merchants of the towns
and small cities of the State, especially those
doing business near the boundaries of other
States, who claim that they would probably
be most injuriously affected by the legisla¬
tion proposed.

REASSESSMENTS.CITY OF RICHMOND.

The Senate yesterday passed a bill which
permits corrections of assessments to be
made by the courts at any time within two
rears after the assessments. This largely
extends the time. From responses made
by gentlemen to an inquiry of Senator
Bland it seems that the change will apply
as well to municipal as to. State taxation,
where the assessors are the same. They are

not the same in Richmond city.

Unless the resignation of Colonel Strother
is offered by Tuesday next (and it now
