The Condition of the Penitentiary.
To the Editors of the Dispatch :

Sir,. In the London Christian World I
find a letter from Mr. John Ripley, of the
firm of Cook, Son & Jenkins, excursion
agents, New York, giving an account of a
visit to the Richmond penitentiary. Mr.
Ripley dates his letter "Ballard Hotel,
Richmond, Va., November 21, 1876." I
think it probable that Mr. Ripley's letter
will do great harm in London, and hence I
hope you will publish the subjoined ex¬
tract. Respectfully yours,

I then paid a visit to the penitentiary or

State prison. I would fain enter into a de¬
tail description of the place; but your space
wilf not permit me. It is a dirty-looking,
yellow-washed, semi-circular building, situ¬
ated at the foot of a hill, and only accessible
by a road that, like the building, is in a
state of extreme dilapidation. Inside the
prison there are 890 prisoners, about four-
liftbs of whom, we were told, are colored
people; the chief of their otlences being
larceny.and the females much addicted to
infanticide. The first room we entered
contained about thirty women and two men
weaving at hand-looms the blue-striped
coarse cotton of which their dresses are
made. Another room contained one hun¬
dred men making barrels, and our con¬
ductor told us they can make about four
hundred and fifty barrels per day. Another
room was occupied by blacksmiths and
wheelwrights, and another by shoemakers.
Crossing the yard, our attention was at¬
tracted to a whipping-post with iron fetters
for the wrists, and, after questioning, we
were told that they make no distinction as
to color in the infliction of punishment, and
they have no special oti'ences for which the
lash is used, but they whip them for aoy of¬
fence, such as not doing a sufficient amount
of work, or any violation of the rules. Pass¬
ing to the side of the prison we came to a

large boarding about forty feet high, and
passing through a doorstead we found our¬
selves in a large space surrounded
by the lofty boarding, ' and occu¬

pied by a "number of tumble-down
frame buildings, in which several
of the female prisoners are kept, some of
them young mothers, nursing their innocent
and unfortunate children. IIow the poor
creatures managed to live in such a state
seemed a puzzle to me. In one small mis¬
erable-room seven slept, and on one bed
lying knitting was a tine-looking dark
woman chained by the leg to the bedstead,
and when we observed the chain, she said,
" I am chained to the bed like a dog." Sub¬
sequently our conductor told us that she is
honest and truthful, but she has a bad tem¬
per, that he had with his stick cut her head
open the length of his finger, and that lust
week she assaulted one of the officers, and
they were obliged to shoot her, and
she" has a great wound upon her
now from the shot that struck her. See¬
ing another whipping-post in this part of
the prison also, I drew his attention to it
and the otherwe had seen, when he told me
they didn't use them above three times a

month, which seemed a different story we
bad heard from our other official guide,
who told us they were used almost daily.
Another instrument of torture we were
shown in the women's quarters, that lie
told us he used when he didn't want to
whip them, and that was a box like a senti¬
nel's box, where they were obliged to stand,
as it was too narrow for them to sit down,
and into that place he said, "I put two, or
three, or as many as I can get in." Such is
the prison management of Richmond in
1S7G. I have seen no prison in Europe nor
in America,equal to it in general dilapida-
dation and. neglect, and only one out of Eu¬
rope, and that was at Cairo, in Egypt."

Eight Persons Buried in a Mountain
of Snow..[From the Denver iVeiw.].One
of those fearful visitations peculiar to ull
mountainous countries, and known in Colo¬
rado as a snow-slide, occurred at the head
of Hall's gulch, Park county, at 10 o'clock
on Sunday morning", last, sweeping the
boarding-house of the "Whale mine a quarter
of a mile down the gulch, and hurrying its
inmates.eight persons in all.under a

mountain of snow, from which the bodies
cannot be rescued until the summer thaw
reduces the drift. Owing to a break in the
telegraph line :between Morrison and
Hall's gulch, information of this terrible
accident did not reach Denver un¬
til last evening, when Hon. Ziba Surles was
informed of the details through a letter
from J. McDonald, operator at Grant, dated
January 9th. As near as could be ascer¬

tained, the boarding-house contained six
men, one woman, and a child, and it is said
that one of these escaped, though a letter
from D. N. Cassell fails to confirm this item
of good news, but says all the inmates were
buried beyond reach. James, John, and
Matthew Heed, and the child of the latter,
together with J. H. Ralph, are among the'
lost. The woman's name was not given,
nor are the names of the other two men.
The Reeds have relatives and friends in
Central, wbo have been informed by tele¬
graph from Morrison of the terrible and
sudden event under notice.

, A Tcrrfblc Calamity.
TIJB RIVKR-FKOXT OF A LOUISIANA TOWN

CAVES IX, DESTROYING fHlIttT UOC3ES.
[From the Iberville (Ltu) ifoujh. j'

Our town was visited with a most terri¬
ble -calamity on the evening of the 17th ul¬
timo. About 8 P,. M.a cra*h was heard on
thejriver:fr°nt nit theliead of Maii^ street,
and the people..living near the levoe,' \yho
ru6hed out of their houses to see what was
the matter, discovered that one half. 9I, the
brick warehouseot Mr. A. Caneza harifallen
into the river, and,the levee had alio gone
down. A short time afterward we arrayed
^iipon the scene,, when the remaindered the
building went into the river. "

The Planters' warehouse, occupied by
31 r. Gustave Roth, was the next' to go..'. In
this building was a lot of sugar and molas¬
ses, but by great exertions this was rolled
out and fortunately saved.
In a short time the building occupied by

Mr. Laboye as a cake-shop began to totter,
and before everything could be taken out it
went over in the river with a loud crash.
The night was very dark, but by the aid

of a lantern we wended our way along to¬
ward the mouth of the bayou, where we
found the levee caving in all the way up to
the point at the bayou. Every one living
on Front street were moving their goods
and chattels. Attempting to return, we
found a yawning gulf of water in place of
the road over which we had just trav elled.
We then came into Bank street, and on

going around to the head of Plaquemine
street we found it was there the cave had
begun. It was now about 12 o'clock, mid-
night, and we left the scene. Early on the
following morning we again visited the
scene of disaster, and we found that the
row of houses on Front street, consist¬
ing of some ten or twelve, were on the
-brink of the cave, about to topple over. The
[people were tearing down their houses and
endeavoring to save the lumber. Eight
houses fell into the river, and about a dozen
more have since been torn down, aud be¬
fore the levee is built over thirtv houses
will have disappeared from the most popu¬
lous portion of the town. This is doubly
unfortunate, as the greater portion of this
property belonged to poor people, who have
been deprived of their homes bv this sad
disaster.
This cave will necessitate the building of

a new levee about 1,800 feet in length ; and,
as now laid off by the State engineers, will
deprive a large number of poor people of
every vestige of a home.
On Tuesday Dight last, just after dark, a

cave occurred just above the mouth of the
bayou at Slaughter^ Landing. On Wednes¬
day night another large slice went down,
and on Thursday the cave had extended
into the mouth of the bayou. The steamer
H. F. Sharp was lying in front of the first
cave, and was loading with lumber. She
lost all her ropes, and drifted down about
half a mile before steam could be raised to
bring her ashore. Nothing now remains of
the former bunk, from Slaughter's ware-

bouse, above the bayou, to the head of
Plaquemine street, in the town of Plague-
mine, except a narrow point directly in the
mouth of the bayou Plaquemine.

A Love-Sick Toucher.

A YOUNG MAN SHOOTS HIMSELF AT THE FEET
OF HIS LADY-LOVE.

William S. Ryder, aged about twenty-tive,
a teacher in a select school at Sing-Sing, at¬

tempted to commit suicide in that village on
Sunday evening under somewhat unusual
circumstances. It appears that until re¬

cently a young woman named Mary E. An¬
derson held a position as teacher in'the pub¬
lic school at Sing-Sing, and during her resi¬
dence there Ryder made her acquaintance,
which, it seems, on his part, at least, soon

ripened into a more tender feeling. Miss
Anderson, who is now living with a rela¬
tive at Harlem, visited Sing-Sing on Sun¬
day, spending the day with the family of a
merchant doing business at that place. Du¬
ring the afternoon Ryder called upon Miss
Anderson, and after a few minutes of pleas¬
ant conversation both went out for a walk.
When they returned and had tea the young
couple repfiired to the parlor, where there
was ample opportunity to enjoy a tete-a-tete
alone. They had been there but a short
time, however, when the report of a pistol-
shot startled the family, and on some of the
latter quickly entering the room they were
shocked at seeinjsr Ryder lving on the carpet
bleeding profusely and a pistol by his side.

A physician was at once summoned, when
it was found that the bullet had entered
the left breast immediatelv ahove the heart,
and after passing nearly, through the body
had- lodged in the back. The ball was
extracted, and Ryder was conveyed to the
residence of his mother. He refuses to
make any explanation of the affair, simplv
asserting that the young Iadv had nothing
to do with the shooting. It is believed bv
the friends of both that Ryder had asked
Miss Anderson for a positive acceptance or
rejection of his suit, and that she declined
to commit herself in regard to either horn
of the dilemma, when he, in a moment of
ungovernable passion, tried to kill himself.
At Ryder's request Miss Anderson called
upon fcim yesterday morning before going
to her home, in Harlem. The would-bc
suicide is likely to recover..2feic York
Herald, 23d. , «.

An Insane Man Commanded in a Vision
to Take an Editor's Life.How He Didn't
Do It..The late editor of the Connellsville
Tribune, It. M. Sibbett, is little and plucky,
even if the newspaper business did prove
too much for him, and he was recently
caught in a predicament out of which he
might not have emerged unscathed had it
not been for his nerve and self-possRssion.
A gentleman in Connellsville had lost his
reason, and, pending his commital to Dix-
mont, Mr. Sibbett was sitting up with him
one night to prevent him from doing him¬
self bodily injury, his insanity manifesting
itself in that way toward himself and others.
Along towards midnight, when the only
occupants of the room were Mr. Sibbett and
his crazy patient, the latter, who was in bed,
reached under the pillow, and drawing from
beneath it a revolver, he cocked the weapon
and pointed it at Mr. Sibbett, accompany¬
ing tbe act with a statement that he had had

a vision and that an angel from Heaven had
commanded him to shoot the watcher at his
bedside. The situation demanded immediate
action. Mr. Sibbett looked at the man an
instant and then coolly said, "Why, that
pistol isn't loaded. " This had tbe effect of
diverting the patient's mind from his pur¬
pose, and also aroused his curiosity as to
whether the revolver really was loaded.
He got out of bed to examine it, and in an

unguarded moment Mr. Sibbett snatched it
from him. He found that four of its six
chambers were. loaded. He then, as a pre¬
cautionary measure, closely examined the
room and bed, and under the pillow from
which the revolver was taken he also found

a hatchet. The cunning of insanity Is really
wonderful..Pittsburgh Gazette.

The Governor yesterday appointed Colo¬

THE PUBLIC WAREHOUSE.

The lease of Messrs. Archer & Co. on the
Public Warehouse property, near the Pe¬
tersburg depot, will expire in November of
this year, and the State is then to pay the
lessees the value of the buildings erected
thereon by.them, the same to be ascertained
by arbitration. The matter has been under
discussion in the Senate for several days
.with the view of agreeing upon a plan to
carry out the contract and to make the re¬

quired payment to the lessees, so that the
warehouse* may either be re-leased at auc¬
tion to the highest bidder or con¬
ducted as a State public warehouse
for the inspection of tobacco. This latter
plan is urged by Senator Hinton, of Peters¬
burg, and by a number of Southside plant¬
ers, for whom ex-Senator B. S. Bagland is
authorized to speak at the proper time.
These gentlemen will probably put their

proposition into definite shape before long.
There are others who will insist that the
property be leased to the highest bidder at

public auction for a series of years.
REVISION OF THE CRIMINAL LAWS.

The sub-committee having charge of the
subject of criminal charges have deter¬
mined to recommend to the joint committee
the following rates for maintaining prisoners
in the jails of the Commonwealth : For as

many as two prisoners, fifty cents per day
for each ; for as many as five, forty cents per
day for each ; for any"number exceeding five,
thirty cents per day for each. From the
conversation of members it now seems

likely that the subject of constable's fees
will not be touched upon.
The sub-Committee on Criminal Pro¬

cedure seem disposed to recommend that
in prosecutions for embezzlement the law
should be amended so as to provide that
indictments should not be drawn as for
larceny, but should state specifically the
charge and circumstances, so that the ac¬
cused may be better informed as to what
he must do to defend himself.
The sub-committee having charge of that

subject have agreed that it is inexpedient
to recommend that guards be sent out from
the penitentiary to the jails to bring con¬
victed prisoners to the institution.

TUE WHISKEY BILL.

Governor Smith occupied the entire time
of the Douse Finance Committee yesterday
morning in discussing his whiskey bill. He

1 will speak again at the next meeting of the
committee. The committee will certainly
not report in favor of the bill.
"The whiskey punch" still retains its

A Question for tbe Board of Police
Commissioners to Answer.

To the Editors of the Dispatch : .

In view of the recent unwarranted arrest
of a gentlemen named Bevans, whose card
I saw published, I desire to ask the follow¬
ing question :
Has a policeman the right to arrest with¬

out warrant any person whom he suspects
as a suspicious character ?
There is an ordinance of the city which

seems to give the policeman such authority,
but has the Council the right to ordain such
an ordinance, and if the Council has the
right to ordain or pass such an ordinance
under the charter of the city, has the
Legislature the right to confer such au¬

thority upon the Council ? Does not the
Constitution of the United States guarantee
to the citizens of each State the right to pass
unmolested through or remain in any other
State so long as they do not violate its
laws; and is not the authority conferred
upon any petit officer to arrest and imprison
any citizen merely because he suspects him
of being a suspicious character a violation
of the Constitution of the United States?
It seems to me that the matter is worthy of
very serious investigation.
