George
Bliss, the United States district attorney for
this district. Accordingly the papers were
all deposited in his office, and before his
term of office expired he began .tbe ne¬

cessary work in tbe case. Upon bis retirc-
jnent the whole duty was transferred to his

. successor, Mr. Woodford, who is now em¬

ployed in perfecting and arranging the evi-

dCGeneral Woodford has been instructed to
press on the work of prosecution as fast as

One result of the investigations
of Air. Wood in Europe will be, it is under¬
stood, the dismissal in disgrace of several
consuls who have prostituted their positio
and authority for the purpose of enriching
themselves by defrauding the Government.
