; 199 feet on Pine street.was too large, lie

therefore moved that the report be amend¬
ed so as to read 155 feet at the corner of
Cary and Pine streets," Arc.
Mr. Christian then urged the adoption of

j the report, so as to fix the location of the
» market-house.

Mr. Straus moved to lay the whole sub¬
ject on the table. Lost.ayes, 10; noes, 10.
Mr. Christian's joint resolution lixing the

! location of the market-house at the corner
of Cary and Pine streets was read.

TI1K APPROPillATI0X OilMXANCE.
The appropriation ordinance was next

taken up and read.
Mr. Curtis presented the foil*wing reso-

lution as a substitute :
I Whereas from an examination of the np-

! portionnient of appropriations to the va-
rious committees of the Council recom¬
mended for the present liscal year it appears
that, owing to necessity for 1 educing the

{ amounts appropriated to conform to the rc-
cent change in the rate of tax, instead
of making an equitable and ratable reduc-

j tion upon every committee alike, that the
amount of §17,849 has been taken from the
Committee on Streets Generally, asurn equal
to twenty and one quarter per cent, of the
entire amount expended by them last year,"
and £19,000 less than their total appropria¬
tion last year (although these expenditures
were less by J?5,(J00 than for any year since
1872), and that only £3,873, or three per
centum, has been taken from the Committee
on Lisht, and only $1,549, or three
and live eighths per ecu turn, has been
taken from the Committee on Wa¬
ter (not taking into consideration
the voluntary . reduction in pay-rolls,
recently adopted by the committee), whilst
the Committees for Relief of Foor, Hoard
of Healthy Improvement of James River,

(excepting an extraordinary appropriation
or transfer to that committee last summer
to maintain their operations pending the
usual Government appropriation), Fire-
Alarm Telegraph , Police, Schools, Discount
and Interest, and Contingent Fund, have
allowances equal to and in some instances
greater than their actual expenditures
during the past year. the committees on
(jrvunds and Buildings and on Fire De¬
partment are not taken into comparison
from the fact that both were subjected to
annual and very heavy expenditure during
the year, but the lattei- committees are
allowed what is deemed by them a sufficient
sum for their necessities during the present
year; and whereas this apportionment is very
illiberal and unfair to the Committee on

Streets Generally, and injurious to the best
interests of the city by contracting the
operations of this very important depart-
merrt of city work to aa extent about one
fifth of its usual expenditures, whilst from
the natural wear and tearaupon our business
streets and the unprecedented growth and
improvement of our city in all directions
tiie annual appropriations should be in¬

creased each year; and whereas no other
si»gle committee of the Council is similarly
treated -or similarly inconvenienced in its
operations . therefore be it

fiesohveu, That said appropriation ordi¬
nance be, and the same is hereby, recom¬
mitted c© the Committee oji Finance, with
instruction* to divide or distribute the
amotuatof uleticit in the revenue so as to
fall in rataWe proportion upon all the lead¬
ing committees of the Council in every case
in whieii they are not prohibited from doing
so by reaaou e>I existing ordinasioes or con¬
tracts.
Mr. Curtis sad the Committee on Streets

were not satisfied with their appropriation,
and he hoped it would be the pleasure of
the Council to recommit the ordinance.

>Mr. Higgins said that he did notice how
the Committee on Light could get along
with their appropriation; it was nearly
$11,060 less than ft was last year.
Mr. Straus said U the ordinance did not

suit the Council they could amend it. They
could take from the committees that might
have too much and give to others that did
not have enough. He wm not interested in

any particular committee. He hoped the
subject would not be recommitted to the
Committee on Finance.
Mr. Anderson (Mr. Taylor being in the

chair) urged the Council not to throw back
on the committee their report. If the ap¬
propriations are too large, let us take from
some and give to others.
Mr. Ellctt spoke of various portions of

the city that needed attention at this time,
lie said that it would be impossible for the
Street Committee to get along with a reduc¬
tion ,pf twenty per cent.
Mr. Whitlock and Mr. Taylor spoke of

the importance of keeping the thorough¬
fares of the city in good order.
Mr. English said that as yet not one tenth

of the amount due to the East End had been
expended in his ward for the improvement
of the streets. He said that the Finance
Committee ought to give at least one half of
the $20,000 to the contingent fund for the
benefit of the improvement of streets. He
hoped the report would go back.
Mr. Talbott could not see the necessity of

making a large appropriation to streets
when attempts had been made to curtail the
expenses in the other departments.
The resolution to recommit was lost by

Mr. Curtis moved to vote upon the ordi¬
nance as a whole.
Mr. Christian said that he hoped the mo¬

tion would not prevail, as it was evident
that it would result in the defeat of the or¬
dinance. He referred to the "dead-lock"
in the city affairs last year, and hoped such
would not be the case again.
The motion to vote on the ordinance a^ a

whole was lost.
The ordinance was then considered Item

by item.
Mr. Curtis moved to strike out the item

of 81,000 for discount and interest. Lost.
Mr. Whitlock moved to reduce the ap¬

propriation ten per cent. Lost.
Mr. Whitlock moved to transfer 95,000

from Roller and Crusher to Streets Gene¬
rally. Agreed to.
On motion of Mr. Straus the sum of

8477.91 was added to Grounds and Build¬
ings pay-rolls,'
Mr. Manson moved to increase the appro¬

priation to the Hoard of Health §1,573 from
the Contingent Fund. Lost.
Mr. Taylor moved to lay the appropria¬

tion to First Virginia regiment (§1,600) on
the table for the present. Agreed to.
Mr. Starke moved to strike out 8000 to

Friends' Colored Orphan Asylum, $900 to
Male Orphan Asylum, 8900 to St. Joseph's
Orphan Asylum, $450 to St. Paul's Church
Home. 8450 to Female Humane Association,
and 8400 to Spring-Street Home.
Mr. Straus made a very touching and

forcible address in opposition to the mo¬
tion. He said that not a single one of the
institutions named belonged to his creed,
hut there was enough of Christian charity in
bis blood to feed and carc for these eight
hundred little orphan children. He spoke
very warmly in their defence, and hopedthe'motion would not prevail.
Mr. English and Mr. Taylor endorsed

what Mr. Straus bad said.
Mr. Starke said that tlie institutions ought

to be supported by the public at large.
Mr. Curtis asked Mr. Starke to withdraw

the motion, as it was probable that he would
be the only gentleman who would vote
against it.
The motion was withdrawn.
Mr. Taylor now presented an ordinance

to reduce the appropriation to 'the First
Virginia regiment to 81,400 from 81,000, so
as to amend the appropriation ordinance
and give 8200 to the Richmond City Guard.
Mr. Taylor spoke at some length in advo¬

cacy of his scheme. He declared that his
company was required to report to the
First Virginia regiment, but was not at¬
tached to it.

Tile question was raised that it required a
two-thirds vote. The Chair decided that it
was necessary. The ordinance was lost.
Mr. Taylor moved to take 8-00 from City

Police fund and appropriate it to the Rich¬
mond City Guard. Agreed to.
The ordinance was then passed.ayes, 20 ;

noes, none.
Adjourned.
A Child Hit with a Buick..Yesterday

evening as George Anthony was passing up
Locust alley from Main street to his board¬
ing-house, corner Fourteenth and Franklin
streets, he was interfered with by a colored
woman.

A Just Judge.How Virginia Got a
Thousand Dollars in Gold..In April,
1SC5, on the eve of the evacuation of Rich¬
mond, by order of Governor Smith the sura
of $1,000 in gold was paid from the State
Treasury to Major (now Judge) E. II. Fitz-
huprfi, Quartermaster-General of the State.
About ?175 were used by Judge Fitzlnigh's
family, who were left in Richmond. It was

partly to provide for them that the money
was obtained. No portion of the money
was used la tiie public service, and Judge
Fitzhugh only claimed as dne him for his
services $200 inclusive of thd §17;» spent.
The remainder (§800) he offered to turn
over to Governor Pierpoint in 1805, but ob¬
jections were raised. Judge Fitzhugh hav¬
ing kept the money till, by the statute of lim¬
itations, he was exemptfrom liability to any
claimant (in 1874 or 1873), turned into the
State Treasury §1,000 in gold. Recently
the authorities at "Washington instructed
District-Attorney Lewis to demand that the
81,000 should be delivered to the United
States Government. Mr. Lewis performed
his duty, but the Governor declined to ac¬
cede to the cool proposition.

If the Council feel obliged to give
the advertising: to the lowest bidder, who
had never been notified of the award, how
mud) greater is the obligation to give it to
the Dispatch) who had not only been con¬
tracted with in the most formal manner,
but whose deliberate acceptance had been
subsequently ratified by the Printing Com¬
mittee.
The following is the city ordinauce pre¬

scribing the duties of the Committee on
Printing:
" The Committee on Printing shall annu¬
