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Home Rule.

W are surprised to find papers in Vi
ginin taking the ground that Mr. TIAYES i=
simost compelled to keep his army in Louis-
fana in order to preserve the peace. Even
the Petersburg Posi—a paper of remarkns
ble political sagacity—scems (o have sur-
rendered to this consolidationist doctrine.
Whoever concedes this point concedes the
whole question. If the President is by the
Constitution permitted to send troops in‘to
any State in_the Union to preserve tue
peace, he may use Lhe army as he pleases to
accomphsh that purposc. First, he must
decide for himself what is a state of peace,
and next he must decide for hims_:elr how
Jong and to what ex.ent he _wﬂl prop
his satraps by bayoncls. There is no mid-
dle ground; and no one who admits that
the President has the power to use the
army as a police force can deny that it
is his duty to use it as such, -Il we
thought that the P'resident had this pm\:er,
we should commend him for its exercise.
We once heard a distinguished lawyer of
this city tell the late General CANBY that his
soldiers were being used to uphold 1 his
usurpation a Federal judge (UNDERWOOD)
who bhad ¢ prostituted the powers ol the
court.”? 'Thesescldiers were merely ¢ Kkeep-
ing the peace' in Richmond. General
Caxpy pleaded that it was his duty to pre-
gerve the peace. DBut Governor WALKER
told him beneeded not his assistance.  So in
1876, in November, General GRANT sent
soldiers to Petersburg topreserve the peace
and protect the negroes in exercising their
right to vote. But Governor KEMPER pro-
tested against this invasion of Virginia.
When the last Congress was about to-ad-
journ sine dic the Conservatives of the
House of Representatives refused to pass
the bill making appropriations for the sup-
port of the army unless the Senate would
agrec to insert a clause prohibiting the
using of the army in Louisiana and South
Carolina for the purpose of bolstering up
the bogus governments of PACKARD and
CuAMBERLAIN. Were the two Governors of
Virginia in the wrong when they claimed
the right to keep the peace within this

State? Was the House of Represent-
atives wrong when it allowed the
army bill to fail? If not, then those

people must be wrong who admit that the
President has the right to employ the army
to keep the peace in Louisiana and South
Carolina. Asforus, we hold that the Queen
of England has as much right to keep the
peace in Louisiana as the President of the
United States; and that the President has
no more right to do that than he has to use
his soldiers for keeping the peace between
all the husbands and wives in the United
States. It iz a matter that does not come
within the province of -his duties at all.

But suppose that the Legislature or
the Governor of Louisiana call upon
the President to interfere? Then he
may do so without violating the Constit
tution, Yet sec: the very fact that thi
Constitution tells Lim that he way in this
case interfere is proof positive that he car
not rightfully interfere unless under the
circumstances mentioned in that instru-
ment. It would have been foolish and far-
cical for the framers of the Constitution to
provide that the President might send
troops to a State when called upon by its
Governor if he has the power to send them
whether called upon or not. Admitting,
then, that he has no right to act as police-
man In Louiriana unless the Governor or
Legiglature call upon him to do so,
it is evident that the first thing I're-
sident Hayxes has to do Is to decide
whether PACEARD or NICHOLLS is Gov-
ernor, and whether the I’ACKARP Legis-
latire or the NicEoLLs Legislature is
the true Legislature. How can le ascer-
tain this fact? IIow does a boy learn how
to-swim? Dut Haves says Louisiana shall
not zo into the water until she shall first
have learned how to swim. She would soon
show conclusively who i3 her lawful Gov-
ernor if HATES would permit her so to do;
but this he will not consent to. He insists
that he must bave positive proof that the
one or the other is the rightful government
of Louisiana, but he at the sume time binds
her in chains and refuscs to allow her.to lay
her consecrating hand upon the head of
her rightful ruler. He asks her to speak,
but muflles her voice. [le tells her to place
the crown upon the head of her Governor
that he may bg recognized, and at the same
time be binds ber band and foot.

Let Lonisiana alone. Let South Carolina
alone. Let every State alone. Free gov-
ernment cannot exist upon this continent if
the President is to have the power we are
gpeaking of—a power that would make him
‘a monarch indeed—an irresponsible, ungoy-
ernable, arbitrary ruler of forty-five mil-

- lions of people. Home rule is the only
just, kindly rule—the only rule that a free
people ecan eitber tolerate, or even exist
under.’

Negroes vs. Whites.
¢« What the negroes said to Mr. HAYES on
Fniday:

Amnother thing which has assured us is
that you were reported to have said while
the presidential election was in doubt that
you cared not for your own defeat, but you
felt deeply for the colored people of the
South. You seemed to feel that our con-
dition under Democratic administration
might not be fortunate. Your solicitude in
our behalf, thus expressed, has greatly en-
deared yon to us.

What Haves replied :

- " Gentlemen, Ithank you for this eall, and
for the kindly sentiments which you enter-
tain, I did express aoxiety with regard to
the future of the colored people of our
country, especially in the South, and I may
add that I was anxious with regard to the
condition of all our people. Ifelt especially
so with regard to the Yormer class, that
they could notbe so well cared for, pro-
tected, and their best interests advanced un-
der a Democratic Administration, however
‘well disposed towards them. It shall be
my purpose in the discharge of my ofticial

. duties to care equally for all our people,

and I assure you that the race represented
by you will never be neglected by my Ad-
ministration, .

What's the use of hoping for any good
from a man that talks in that way ? He evi-
dently thinks that he is an emperor—the
father of his people.

Tuk DELAY A Mistage.—The course of
the Administration in respect to Louisiana
and South Carolina will disappoint its best
friends, while it will delight its worst enc-
mies. The fucts of the case are so familiar,
the disenssion of the situation has been so
thorough, tbut there i3 no excuse for any
intelligent man in the United States—cer-
tainly none for a member of the Adminis-
tration—who refuses to meet squarely and
fairly this question: Is it the duty of the
Federal Government to interfere for the
settleent of the local political disputes ol
parties in the South—the controversy be-
tween Packard and Nicholls in Louisiana
and the controversy between Chamberlain
and Hampton in South Carolina? If the
Administration answers this question in the
affirmative—if it believes that it is the'duty
-of the Federal Government so to interfere—
itz course is plain. If the Administration
resolves to interfere, and if it finds upon the
law and facts of the case that thiz or that
claimant of the office of Governor isentitled
to it, let it maintain him in the oflice, if to
do so it must send every soldier of the army
of the United States to South Carolina and
Louisizna. On the other hand, if the Ad-
ministration answers the question in the
negative—if it believes that if is not the
duty of the Federal Government to inter-
fere and settle these local controversics—
its course is equally plain. It has only to
&et out of South Carolina and Louisiana, to
withdraw the troops from those States, and
interference is at an end. The Administra-
tion has taken neither course.—New York
Euening Post (Independent Republican).
