A Letter from @Generanl Wmhlnmn
Acknowledging the Power of Love.

In a collection of rare and valuable auto-
‘graph letters which will be sold by Bangs
& Co. this afternoon we tind the accompying
letter written by General Washington at the
nge of twenty-six, and never before made
public. The present owner purchased It in
England some years ago for the sum of £15,
where it was probably taken by members
of the Fairfax family of Virginia. The let-
ter is addressed to Sarah Fairfax, at Belvoir.
This lady was a Miss Cary, to whom Wagh-
ington at one time offered his hand, but was
refused for his friend and comrade, George
Willium Fairfax, Irving asserts that it was
asister of Mrs. Fairfax, Miss Mary Cary,
afterward Mrs. Edward Ambler. We have
the authority of Mrs. Constance C. Harri-
son, a descendant of Lord Fairfux, who says
in a paper called “A Little Centennial
Lady,” published in Scribner’s Monthly ot
July last, that Sally Cary (Mrs. Fairfax) was
the lady for whom Washington had a ten-
derness, Mrs. Harrison suys:

It iz fair to say that papers which bave
never been given to the public set this ques-
tion beyond a doubt. Mra, George William
Fairfax, the object of George Washington’s
early and passioifate love, lived to an ad-
vanced age in Bath, England, widowed,
childless, and, utterly infirm. Upon her
death, at the age of eighty-one, letters, still
in possession of the Fairfax family, were
found among her effects, showing that
Washington had never forgotten the influ-
ence of his youthful disuppointment.

It 153 hardly probable that Washington
means to express his love for Mrs. Custis,
to whom he alludes here, for her busband
wes then living—in fact, did not die until
twenty-odd years aiter the date of this let-
Cter.

Tne So-CarLLep Prize-Fieuar.—On Satur-
day morning Police-Justice White exam-
ined into the matter of the prize-tight al-
leged to have taken place Sunday the 25th
of March at the Fuairfield ruce-course. It
turned out that there had been a difliculty
between Traey and Bendix; that they re-
solved *“to fight it out’’; that they went to
the race-course followed by aboul a dozen
mnen; that after fifteen minutes’ strugele
Tracy bit oft a picce of Bendix’s ear; and
that the combat then and there ended.
‘There was no prize or stake. All the par-
ties proved to have been present were
bound over fo keep the peace and to be of
good behavior. The Justice issued a war-
rant against Tracy, charging him with felo-
piously wounding nnd maiming DBendix.
Tracy is at large. '

Houses, was passed on Baturday and- ap-
ipr(wed by the Governor in the form follow-
[+ ST 11l i

1. Be it enacted by the General Assembly,
That there shall be a railroad commissioner
for the State of Virginia, who shall not be &
stockholder in, nor the owner of any bonds
of, nor in the employment of any railroad
comrpany greated by the laws ot this or any
other State. Th} said commissioner shail
he elected hy the General Asgsembly for the
term of two years, and shall be subject to
removal for good cause. He shall have a
clerk, to be appoiuted by bimself, who
shall keep a full and faithful record of
the proccedings pf sald commissioner, and
perform such other offi-
cial duties as may he required of- him by
the commissioner. Before enfering upon
the duaties of their respective offices the said
commissioner and clerk shall make and sub-
seribe am oath that they will faithiully per-
form the said duties; and the said commis-
sioner shall further make and subseribe an
oath that Lie 14 not a stockholder in, nor the
owner of any honds of, nor in the employ-
ment of any railroad company created by
the laws of this or any other State, and that
no such stock or honds are held in trust for
him. The said oaths shall be tiled in the
oflice of the Doard of Public Works, and an
entry of the taking ol such oatbs shall be
made on records of the proceedings of said
commissioner, which shall be kept in his
office, -

ECPERVISION OF RAILROADS.

9, faid commissioner shall have the gen-
eral supervision of oll railroads in this State
operated by steam, and shall examine the
game and keep himself informed as to their
physical condition and the manner in which
they are operated, with reference to the
gecurity and accommndation of the publie,
and the compliance of the several corpora-
tions with the provisions of their charters
and the laws of the Commonwenlth; and
the provisions of this act shall apply to all
railroads and railways, and to the corpora-
tions, trustees, receivers, or others owning
or operating the same,

VIOLATIONS OF LAW,

3. Wheneverintihe judgmentof the railroad
commissioner it ghall appear that any such
corporation bas violated any laws, or neglect
in any respect or particular to comply with
the terms of its charter, or with the provi-
sions of any of the laws of the Common-
wealth, especially with reggrd to the con-
nections with other railroads, the rates of
toll, and the time-schedule, he shall give
notice thereof in writing to such corpora-
tlon; and if the violation or neglect is
continued after such nolice the com-
missioner shall make report of the facts
to the Board of Public Works, and
such Board shall, if upon inquiry into
such facts it. deems it proper or ne-
cessary, direct the caid commissioner to
make application to a cireuit court, or a
judge thereof in vacation, for an injunction
to restrain the company complainedof from
further continuing to violate the law or the
terms of its charter.

RAILROAD REPAIRS.

4. Whenever, in the judgment of the rail-
road commiissioner, it shall appear that re-
pairs are necessary upon any such railroad,
or that any addition to the rolling-stock, or
any enlargement of or improvement on the
stations or station-houseg, or any moditica-
tions in the rates of fare for transporting
freight or passengers, or any change in the
mode of operating the road and conducting
its business, is reasonable and expedient in
order to promote the security, convenience,
and accommodation of the publie, he shall
give information in writing to the corpora-
tion of the improvements and changes
which he adjudges to be proper; and if the
said company shall fail within sixty days to
adopt the reguirements of said commis-
siofier he rhall make report thercof to the
Board of P’ublic Works for such action as
it may deem expedient.

COMPLAINTS,

5. Upon the compluint and application of
the mayor and aldermen of any city, or the
judge of the county court of any countv
within which any part of uny such railroad
is located, it shall be Lhe duty of the railroad
commissioner to make an examination of
the physical condition and operation there-
of. DBefore proceeding to make such exam-
ination in aceordance with such application,
said commissioner shall give to the appli-
cants und the corporation reasonable notice
in writing of the Lime and place of entering
upon the same. If upon such examination
it shall appear tosaid commissioner that the
complaint alleged by the applicant is well
founded, he shall so adjudge, and shall in-
formthe corporation operating such railroad
of liy adjudication in the same manner as is
provided im section three; and the company
fuiling, for sixty duys after such notice,
to remove the cause of complaint, he shall
make report thercof to the Board of Public
Works for such action as it may deem ex-
pedient.

ACCIDENTS,

G. The railroad commissioner shall inves-
tizute the causes-of any accident on a rail-
road resulting in loss of life, and of any ac-
eident not so resulting, which in his judg-
ment shall require investigation,

INFORMATION.

7. Every railroad corporation shall at all
times, on request, furnish the railroad corh-
missioner any information required by him
concerning the physical condition, manage-
ment, and operation of its railroad, and
particularly with copies of time, tolls, and

also with the rates for transporsing freizht4

and passengers upon its road and other
roads with which 1ts business is connected.
ADVICE AND REQUESTS.

8. Norequest or advice of therailroad com-
missioner shall have the effect to impair, in
any manner or degree, the legal duties and,
obligations of any railroad corporation, or
its legal liability for the consequence of its
acts, or of the neglect or mismanagement of
any of its agents or servants.

ANNUAL REPORT.
9. The railroad commissioner shall make

‘an anoual report to the Legislature of his

doings, including such statements, facts,
and explanations as will disclose the actual
working of the system of railroad transpor-
tation in its bearing upon the business and
prosperity of the Commonwealth, and such
suggestions as the general railroud policy of
the Commonwealth, or as to any purt there-
of, or as to the condition, affairs, or con-
duct of any of the railroad corporationg, as
may seem to him appropriate, With a spe-
cial report of all accidents, and the causes
thereof, for the preceding year.

ABSTRACTS OF RETURNS..

10. The safd commissioner shall require
the annual returns to be made by railroad
companies in mannoer and form and at the
time now provided for by law, and shall be
authorized to require returns to be made of
such other matters as he may deem expe-
dient. When the return received from any
corporation is defective, or probably erro-
neous, the commissioner shall notify the
corporation to amend the same within fil-
teen days. -The commissioner shall prepare
such tables and abstracts of all the returns
he shall deem expedient, and his annual re-
port shall be transmitted to. the Governor
of the Commonwealth on or before the first

Wednesday in January in each year, to be
laid before the Legisiature, The or?lunls
of the retorn or returns as amende(l: snb-
seribed; and sworn to by the directors of
the corporations, shall be preserved in the
office ol the co ioner.

PAYNE P COMMISSIONER.

11. 'Fhé annual salary of the railroad
comm ner shall be three thousand dol-
lars, and of his eclerk fifteen hundred dol-
lars, payable quarterly by the Auditor of
Public Accounts in thie manner hereinafter
provided. The commissioner shall be pro-
vided with an oftlee in the Capitol, or in
some other’ suitahle, place in the city of
Richmond, in whieh  his .records shall be
kept, Ile may erbploy and. take with him
experts or other agents, whose services he
may deem to be tempozarily of importance;
and be may draw, upon the Auditor of Pub-
lic Accounts of the. Commonwealth for a

| sum not exceeding five bundred dollars an-

‘nually, to be expended by him in the pay-
‘ment. of such experts or agents for their
services, and in procuring necessary hooks,
mapy, statisties, and stationery, and in de-
fraying expenses incidental and necessary
to the discharge of the duties of his office.
A statement of such expenses sball accom-
pany his annual report.
EXPENSE ACCOUNTS. ~

12. The annual expenses of said railroa
cominissioner and his elerk, including office-
rent, it -any, not to .exceed- $400, shall be
borne by the several corporations owning
or operating.railroads or street railways, ac-
cording to their gross income received from
transportation, to be apportioned by the
Auditor of Publie Aecounts. On or before
the first day of July in each yeur he shall
agsess upon each of eaid corporations its
just proportion of such expenses, in pro-
portion to it gross income, for the year
next preceding that®in swhich the assess-
ments are made, and such assessments shall
be notitied to the regpective corporations by
the said Auditor of Public Accounts, and 1if
not paid to him within twenty days after |
said notice, shall be reeovered, on his mo- |
tion, in the Circuit Court of the city of
Richmond after ten days’ notice, said mo-
tion to be in his name for the benefit of the
railroad commissioner,

EMPLOYMENT OF EXPERTS.

13. The railroad eommissioner shall em-
ploy an expert when necessary, to be paid
out of the fund herein provided for ; and said
commissioner, his clerk, and expert shall
he trungported free on every railrouad in-thjs
State when travelling on offieial business.

14, 'This act shall be in force from its puss-

age.
