[ Kind in his bearing to the defeated chicf-
[tain, and strove by all the means of socinl
amenity to make General Lee feel at ease,
and to lessen the humilation and sorrow
insepurable from the occasion.  General
Grant personally introduced General Leeto
each member of the staff present, and con-
tributed bis full share toward enzaging him
in pleasant conversation during the time the
military secretaries were preparing the
terms of capitulation for rignature. This
occupied about an hour, when General Lee
and Colonel Marshall, who accompanied
him, took leave and returned to their own
headquarters.
The bearing of General Lee during this
trying interview was that of a thoroughly
digmtied and self-possessed gentleman, and |
in striking contrast with that of General
Pemberton at Vicksburg,
THIS WAS THE FIRST MEETING
of these renowned military chieftaine.  Al-
thousrh both were in the regular army at a
time when its smallness might pre-suppose
personal aeguaintance, they were widely
separated by the exigencies of the service,
and met for the first time in the house of
Wiley McLean at Appomattox Courthouse,
Vi, April 4, 1563,
THEIR NEXT MEETING
was by appointment, at 10 o'cloek, April
10, 1863, at a point nearly midway between
the two encamped armies, when they con-
versed privately and apart, sitting on horse-
back 1n a drizzling rain, tor nearly an hour,
concerning the details of the surrender,
which had been delegated to otlicers select-
ed from both armies. General Lee started
immediately for Richmond on horseback,
attended only by an aid and servant, and
General Grant and stafl’ also started at once
for City Point.  ‘This was the last time they
ever met.
The **apple-tree story ™ was a pure fabri-
cation started by some unprincipled adven-
turer, most likely for the purpose of selling
his wares. General Grant and General Lee
never met under anapple-tree, nor near one,
When General (then Colonel) Babeocek and
Captain William McKee Dunn, of Grant’s
statl, bore to General Lee the note in which
General Grant acceded to Lee's request to
meet bim at Appomalttox Courthouse they
found Lee seated under the apple-tree.
¥rom this the story may bave sprung, but
it certainly had no other or nearer founda-

Pummies vs. kHorses.

A WEEEK'S TRIAL OF THE STEAM-CARS ON MAR-

KET STREET—THE RECEIPTS AND EXPENSES

AS COMPARED WITH THE HORSE-CARS.

The oficials of the Market-Street Passen-
ger Railway Company seem to be favorably
impressed with the operations of the steam-
cars-gn their line. The secretary stutes that
one evening last weck one of the cars car-
ried one hundred passengers up the steep
hill at Arch streetto the west of the Penn-
sylvania Railroad depot. Thursday lust
closed the week’s trial.  Each car made
¢ight trips per day—the same as the horse-
cars. For this purpose two engineers are
emploved, ench one running four trips.

A comparison has been made between
the receipts of the steam- and horse-cars,
bshiowing o total in favor of the former. For
instance, tive of the best-paying horse-cars
uggregated a little over £65 in cush receipts,
while the five dummies averaged over $100
in cash at five-cent fares, foreibly present-
ing the fact that low rates of fareencourage
travel. The largest receipts for one duy of
any of the steam-cars were: Baldwin, £32
in cash, 63 tickets received ; Excelsior, Troy
ear, 351.77, 87 tlickets recerved, 61 tickets
sold.

The Book-Biuding.

OFFICIAT, REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE AS TO
THE CONTEST—THE SUPERINTENDENT OF
PUBLIC PRINTING IN ERROR, BUT NO PROOF
OF COLLUSION—THE BOOK-BINDING AGAIN
AWARDED—THE WOHE TAKEN AT LOW Fld-
URES.

The following is the official report of the
Joint Committee on Printing mude vester-
dav in the contest between. the book-bind-
ers:

The joint legislative Committee on Pub-
lie Printing having cousidered the law and
the evidence, as well a3 the arguments of
counsel, in the cases of Simons & Brother
and J. J. English in regard to the awards
made on the 3d day of Marceh, 1877, by the
Superintendent of I'ublic Printing for the
publie binding, have reached the following
conclusions:

The object of the lasw in letting out the
public printing and binding to the lowest
responsible bidder is that there may be such
fair competition among responsible persons
for such work as will ensure reasonable
contracts with the State for same.

The evidence shows that there were but
two bids put in tor the public binding for
the current year—viz., said Simens & Bro-
ther and J. J. English, who compared their
bids before putting them in, and agreed be-
tween them what portions of the work each
desired to receive.

The evidence shows that a few days pre-
vious to the 2d day of March, when the
awards were to be made, George W, Gary
applied to said Superintendent of Public
Printing to know whether a bid would be
entertained if put in by him for the publie
binding, who replied that his bid would be
rejected if put in, for the reason that the
said Gary did not come up to the require-
ments of the advertisement,

Acting on this information the said Gary
did not put inahbid, when the evidence

shows that he was able Lo carry out any
contract he might make with the State for
the said publie binding, since he had the |
necessary facilities for doing this work; and |
even if Tie did not have all the neeessary fa-

cilities, he bed suflicient captal and eredit

to <supply any deficiency in his bindery.

He
possesses - richly-stored mind, and bas
business qualitications of an order that,
added to his hizh position before the people
and unswerving integrity, will make him a
valuable State official. He has never been
connected with a railroad corporation in
any capacity, and, coming from a section of
country which has been free from railroad
entanglements, will be able to bring to the
