The report of the Board of Managers is
us follows:

In presenting the sixty-Tourth annual re-
port to the Virginia Bible Society, the Board
would gratefully acknowledge the Divine
goodness whieh has been so signally mani-
fosted to the Society during the year now

| elosed.

We entered upon the work last April with
many misgivings as to the sucecess which
would attend our efforts to prosecute the
areat interests committed to our care.
Nearly all denominational enterprises in our
Commonweanlth, greatly emoarrassed, were
demanding all the financial support which
their respective memberships could contri-
bute. Qur industries were paralyzed and
our people were fecling more severely the
finaneial pressure than at any period since
the panic of 1873, ‘The result has been, as
we feared it wonld be, that the extraordi-
nary efforts to suve debominational enteir~
prises in the midst of such depressing times
would, to a considerable extent, lessen the
contributions to this Socicty.~ It is, there-
fore, not surprising to find at the close of
the vear that our receipts, on donation ne-
count. have fallen short of previous years.
The American Bible Society elosed its Tast
vear's work with reeeipts less than the pre-
vious year by $30,371.53.  All other benevo-
lent institutions have shared in like -dis-
couraging results,

Notwithstanding the hard times, anpre-
cedented 1n duration and s=everity in the
history of our country; notwithstanging
the muny hindrances and wvery oftem great
discouragements, the blessed work of Lible
distribution bas gone forward in our State,
not ceasing for o day nor am heur, anfl'the
results achieved, althourh net as great as
we desired, yvet are such as ought to excite
our gratitude and commend the Virginia
Jible Society to the svmpatbhy and cotipera-
tion of all fricnds of the Bilde.

the accident, employed at his own' expense
agents and workmen to repzir the damages
to the building, and to put it in such con-
dition 58 would prevent the defendants from
claiming any right to abandon the premises
and to declare the lease determined, al-
though before commencing the work, and
throughout its progress, he protested to
the defendants that he was under no legal
oblization to make such repairs, and re-
rserved the right to claim compensation
therefor from the defendunts; and if the
jury shall further believe thatafter the com-
pletion of the work by the plaintiff the dé-
fendants accepted the building, and the
relation of landlord and tenant under the
original lease has by mutual censent ever
since subsisted, the jury are instructed that
the plaintiff cannot in this action recover
from the defendants any portion of the ex-
pense incurred by him in making sueh re-
pairs.’”
The case was immediately given to the
jury without argument on the part of coun-
sel, and a verdict was rendered for the de-
fendants in dccordance with the Judge's
instructions. ;

Ailjournment of the 'i:énlalnture.

A REVIEW OF SOME OF THEIR WORK—WHAT
THEY HAVE DONE AND FAILED TO DO-—
IMPORTANT BILLS PASSED ULON —THE
CLOSING HOURS OF THE BESSION—AGRI-
CULTURAL OOMMISSIONER APPOINTED.

The Legislature, after one hundred and
twenty days’ seswion, adjourned last night.
Their works will live (or dic) upon the
pages of the Acts of Assembly, but as tha
people generally will not go there to review
them, a-brief and rapld survey of the most
prominent points of legialation, and of the
most important incldents connected with
the two houses, s here given.
In the place of Judge Wood Bouldin, of
the Supreme Court of Appeals, who died
just previous to the meeting of the Gencral
Assembly, the two houses elected E. C,
Burks. of Bedford. This choice has proved
to be a first-rate one. The decisions so far
written by Judge Durks are among the best
that have emanated fromn that disiingulshed
court. The question of redpportioning the
State for representation in the two houses
was raized early in the session, and, after
long delay, the House passed a bill which
the Senate killed off. A committec of fifteen
to revise the criminal laws was appointed,
with authority to employ a clerk. Their
report, covering sevenly-§ix, printed pages,
was presented some weeks ago, and was
adopted substantially by the House, but did
not reach the Senate in time for deliberate
consideration, and was laid upon the table,
There it wus smothered to death. Resolu-
tions were passed thanking W. W. Corco-
ran for his donation of $30,000 in State
bonds to the University of Virginia,
Colonel George I'. Strother baving re-
signed his position as Superintendent of the
Penitentiary, Colonel Samuel A, Swann, a
member of the Iouse of Delegates, was
chosen to fill the vacancy. The Governor
gent in his mnessage, in reply to a resolution
of inquiry from the ouse, recommending
that the oflices of Second Auditor, Register
of Land Office, and Superintendent of Pub-
lic Printing Dbe aboliwhed, &e., &e.  Alter
longz and patient investigation the commit-

| tees and the House, with great unanimity,

decided that the Governor’s views were im-
practicable. On the 14th of December the
Clifton TForge extension was specially
brbught to thé attention of the General As-
sembly. The lease-bill was subsequently
passed and vetoed by the Governor. After
that the two houses could not agree upon
anotber measure on the subject. Resolu-
tions in respect to the memory of General
Bagwell passed.

The death of Colonel John W, Minor,
doorkeeper of the Senate, took place at his
home, in Loudoun. The vacancy was not
filled by election, but by resolution Mr,
Wilson, the janitor (one of the most polite
and obliging of gentlemen), was requested
to discharge the duties, which hedid with
perieét satisfaction. Several bills for pro-
tection of tish and game passed. All dog-
laws voted down. The disabilities of a
large number of gentlemen supposed  to
have been engaged as principals or seconds
in duels were removed. Mr. C. U. Wil
liams’s bill, providing that muniecipal as-
ressments shall not exceed Stateassessinents,
was amended and passed. ‘The bill intro-
duced by General Bradley T. Johnson, to
provide for the appointment of railroad
commissioners, was reported with a substi-
tute, which latter was adopted. Under this
Colonel Thomas H. Carter, of King William,
was elected the enmmissioner. The award
of “the Maryland-Virginia boundary-line
commissioners was received, and provisions
made for payment ol arbitrators and coun-

el. -

Senator Mofett exhibited his whiskey
register (the invention of bimsell and Mr.
Otis Deane), and introduced bis bill, which,
under the lead of Mr. Armstrong, passed
the House, was then endorsed by the Sen-
ate and approved by the Governor. An ef-
fort to endorse the electoral bill failed in
the House. The bill to appoint a cowsmis-
sioner of agriculture, introduced by Dr.
Strayer, became a law. Dr. Thomas TPol-
lard, of Heurico, was on yesterday appoint-
ed and confirmed commissioner,

The commissioners gelected Hare’s farm,
near Petersburg, as the site for the new
Central Lunatic Asylum, and the city of
Petersburg agreed to purchase it and make
it a presentto the State. The Senate passed
a bill appropriating §125,000 for the erec-
tion of the necessary buildings thereon,
but the bill failed in the House, A bill to
redrganize the police system of Rich-
mond was proposed. After a warm
fizbt in commitiee a substitute, drafted by
by General Johreon, was adopted and be-
came a law. The bill to regulate uniform-
ity of text-books was vetoed by the Gov-
ernor, and thus perished. Large numbers
of the members of the Legislature signed re-
commendationsto Tilden for the appoint-
ment of friends to Federal office. Applica-
tion for pardon of Coleman arked by many
miembers and refused. Old tax-bill amended
in a few particulars only. By a bill of which
ex-Governor Smith was the patron, and
which became a law, couneilmen and city
ofticinls were forbidden to contract with
their municipalities for supplies.

The Governor claimed that the Chesa-
peake and Obio railroad was forfeited tothe
State, The claim not sustained by action
of the tweo bhouses. .The Gesvernor was re-
quested. by both houses to employ coun-
gel to investigate the settlement with the
Chesapeake uand Ohio Canal Company.
Legislators’ salary bill passed and time of
meeting of next General Agsembly fixed.
The great work of Senator C. T. Smith’s
legislative life wus accomplished in-the
adoption by both houses of his bill to pro-
tect the preperty-rights of married women.
Colonel Crittenden, tirst doorkeeper of the
House, was arrested, charged with forgery
and grand larceny. The Committce on
Rules recommended that he be suspended by
the House, but throuch fear that such action
might prejudice his case before trial the re-
port was pasced by from day te day.
