Virgivia Colonial Governors.
By Rev, Edward D. Nelll
No. 1.
SR GEORGE YEARDLEY, ENIGHT.

Next to the enrolment of the household
of Governor Wyatt in the census of 1624 is
ex-Governor Yeardley, whom the Speaker
of the First-Legislature called ¢ a soldier
truly bred in the University of War in the
low countries.”” He and his wife Temper-
ance were old settiers. Both left England
with the Gates and Somers expedition.
fhe mrived in the Falcon in August, 1609.
Yeardiey having been with Gates and Som-
ers in the ship that was wrecked at Bermu-
das, remained there all the winter, and in
May., 1610, arrived in the Deliverance, a
vessel of seventy tons, built at that island.
He was not of the same distinguished pa-
rentage a3 his successor. His brother

alph kept an apotbecary store at the sign
of the Artichoke, Wood street, Loudon,
but the records show that Yeardley was
a brave soldier and faithful officer.
Lord Delaware, in 1610, made him com-
mander of the stockade, near the site of the
present Fortress Mounroe, and in the fall he
went on an exploration toward the sources
of the James river. When Sir Thomas
Dale, in 1616, returned to England the
government was entrusted to Yeardley,
under whom the ancient planters, ina docu-
ment sent to England, state that *‘the
Colony lived m peace and the best plenty it
ever had.”” At this period he resided most
of the time at Bermuda Hundred, where
Alexander Whitaker preached. About
Christinas, A. D). 1616, be led an expedition
arainst the Chickahominy Indians, who had
been troublesome, and conquered a peace,
In 1617 he surrendered the government to
Argall, who was not faithful to his trust;
and the London company, in a letter to
Lord Delaware, written the latter part of the
summer of 1618, charge him with neglect
and transgressing his commission and in-
structions, and ordered him to be sent home.
After the letter of recall was shipped, in-
telligence reached London early in October
that Lord Delaware, the Governor-General,
had died on the voyage to Virginia, and
Yeardley, who was with his wife in Lon-
don, wasagain appointed Deputy Governor.
Sir Phitip Mainwaring, on the 18th of No-
vember, 1618, writes to the Earl Arundel:
“This morning the King knighted the new
Governor of Virginia, who, upon a long
discourse with the King, doth prove very
understanding. Amongstmuny otber things
he tdld the King that the people of that
country do believe in the resurrection of
the body, and that when the bLody dies the
soul gors into certain fair, pleasant ficlds,
there to solace itself until the end of the
world, and then the soul isto return to the
body aguin and live both together happily
and perpetually. Hereupon the King in-
ferred that the gospel must have been here-
tofore kwown In that country, although it
be lost, and this fragment only memains.”

Not being connected with the gentry or
nobility, there was a -disposition upon the
part of some in London to snear at his ap-
pointment, and on the 28th of Nevember a
friend wrate to Sir Dudiey Carletan : *“ Here
be two or three ships ready for Virginia,
and one Captain Yeardley, a menn fellow,
by way ol provision, goes as Goversior, and
to grace him the more the King 'baighted
him this week at New Market, which hath
get bim up & high that he flaunts:it up and
down in the street with extraordinary
bravery, with fourteen or fifteen ifiveries
after him.” He sailed from London«n the
19th of January, and after-a tedious-voyage
arrived on the 18th of A4l in Virginia,

Alexander Whitaker, who bad preached at
Bermuda Hundred, op the south side of
tbe river, five miles from Henrico, in 1617,
was drowned. When Yeardley succee

bave been William Wickham, who had
never received Episcopal'ordination ; Rich-
ard Buck, who came with Sir Thomas
(Gates, preached at Jamestown: William
Mease, or Mays, who came nbout the same
time, preached at Kequoughtan, or Eliza-
beth Crty, remalned ten years, and then re-
turned to England. In 1617 a minister
named George Keith, thirty-three years
old, arrived and resided at Elizabeth
City, and was probably withont orders,
In 1624 his wife, Susan, dicd, leéaving =
son John, eleven years of age. Notlong
after, with Captain \V% arrived the Rev,
Mr. Bargrave, who lived at Ward’s planta-
tion on the south sidé of the river, near
Martin’s Braiidon. Bargrave wasthe nephew
of the Dean of Canterbury, and died in
1621, leaving his library to the projected
college at Henrico. The first term of Yeard-
ley’s governorship was memorable, because
of the convening of the first legislature in
North America, composed of the Governor,
Council, and two Burgesses from each
plantation, freely elected by the inhabitants
thercof. It convened on July 30, 1619, in
the small twenty-by-fifty-feet timber church
at Jamestown. The members first met in
the chanecel, and prayer was offered by the
minister of the parish, Rev. Richard Buck.
Then they returned _to the body of the
church, where they took the oath of su-
premacy as preseribed by King James.
John Pory, Secretary of the Colony, was
elected Speaker, Jobn Twine clerk of the
House, and Thomas Pierse sergeant-at~
arms. The Speaker sat in front of the Gov-
ernor, and next, the clerk; while the ser-
geant-at-arms” stood at the bar. This As-
gembly enacted that any person found drunk
for the first time should be priyvately re-
proved by the minister; the second time
publicly ; the third time “to lye in boltes ”
twelve hours and pay a fine; and if he stifl
persisted, to be subjected to severe punish-
ment by the Governor and Coungil.

As the poor laboring men advanced to-
ward prosperity they became infatuated
with a love of dress—a tendency which 18
«till munifested among vulgar, rich people.
Pory, the Speaker of the First Legislature,
like some of his sucecessors, was scholarly,
brilliant, witty, and drunken. 1In a letter
to Sir Dudley Carleton, about the time of
the meeting of the Colonial Assembly of
1619, he writes: “ Your lordsbip may know
thut we are not the veriest beggars in the
world. OQur cow-Keeper here in James City
on Sunday goes accoutred in fresh, flaming
silk ; and a wife of one that in England had
professed the black art, not of a scholar,
but a collier of Croydon, wears the rough
heaver lmt, with a pear] hat-band and silken
suit.™

1f hall of Pory’s statement was true, it
was well for the early Legislature to passa
law against excessive apparel, and to enact
s that every man be cessed in the churches
for all public contributions, if he be uh-
married, aceording to his own apparel; if
he be married, aceording to his own, wife's,
or either of their apparel.”” Governor
Yeardley having importuned to be released
from his governorship at the expiration of
his commission, in November, 1621, Fran-
¢is Wyatt was appointed his successor. He
continued a faithful member of the Council
until Wyatt was called home to settle the
estate of his father, and was then reippoint-
ed Governor, and until his death, in 1627,
continued in that positior. He left three
children—Elizabeth, aged eizht years; Ar-
gall, aged six years; and Francis, three
vears of age. The editor of the Aspinwall
Papers, published in Volume Ninth of the
geries of the Massachusetts Historical So-
ciety Collections, does great injustice to
Yeardley in representing him as an io-
triguer aguinst. his predecessor, and
supplanting bLim in the governorsbip.
The fact that at this very time be named a
child Argall disproves the statement that
he was unfrieadly. Fathers do. not name
their sons after the .men they hate. Franecis
Yeuardley, after he attained to manhood, be-
came a resident and councillor of the pro-
Lvince of Marylund, but afterwards joined
his brother at Lynbaven Bay, Virginia,
Both sided with Parliament in the disputes
with the King of England. Among the
State papers collected by Thurloe, Crom-
well’s secretary, there is a letter of Francis
Yeardley describing the explorations with
his brother Argall in North Carolina, It
was written on May 8, 1654, at Lynhaven,
and addressed to John Ferrar, former
Deputy Governor of the old Virginia com-
pany, then residing at Little Gidding,
Huntingdonshire. Une of the chiels of
the Itoanokes in North Carolina visited
Yeardley’s house, and when he raw
the children read and write desired
that his son might be educated. After
lhi!h Aregall and Francis Yeardley built
4 lBuse for the chief and paid him a
gum of money, and recewed a large tract of
land from the Roanokes, which they *‘in
solemn manner took possessinn of in the
name and on behall of the Commonwenlth
of England.” After this the Roanoke chief
brought the chief of the Tuscarora tribe,
with forty others, to Yeardley’s house, The
Tuscarora chief presented: his wife, and
asked that his son might be baptized, which
was done by the minister before the congre-
gation, and was left with Yeardley to be
trained. He concludes his letter by asking
John Ferrar to notily the English authori-
ties what has been asccomplished by
two Virginians born,” and sends his re-
gards to the worthily-to-be-honored Vir-
ginia Ferrar, his intelligent daughter, who
had written a treatise on gilk-culturein Vir-
ginia. Samuel Bownas, a Quaker preacher,
says in his journal tbat while travelling in
1728 irom the western branch of the Nan-
semond river to Chuckatuck, on the south
side of James river, he met on the road one
ancient ¥riend, who told him that the first
son born of English parents lived until he
was eighty years of age. He adds: ¢ This
tirst born son of the province was a remark-
able man. It'is said tbat he was disaffected
to the then government, and had uttered
some treasonable expressions against it, and
for that cause was tried and found gullty,
being condemmed to die for that crime; but
when it was made to appear that he was the
first male <hild born in the provinee of the
English nation, it was resolved that he
should be pardoned.” X
When the census of 1624 was taken the
oldest msale children in Virginia were Be-
noni, soa of Rev. Richard Buck, an idiot;
Thomas, sonof William Bailey, aged four
years; and Argall Yeardley, also four years
old. Perbaps Argall Yeardley was the re-
markable man referred to by Bownus, and
in. 167 connected with Drummond and
others of the Eastern Shore in the Bacsa re-
bellion. ' '

Govermor Yeardiey left a large estate.
Besides laads on ithe James river, before
1625, thinty-seven hundred acres had been
granted to him at Hunger’'s Neck, in Nerth-
hampton €ounty, on the eastern shore of
Chesapeale bay. In -Februoary, 1623, he
owned elexen of thetwenty-two negroes,
«pnegors,” as they were called in Virginia,
In 1625 twenty Alfricane were living in Zbe.
Colony, and of these he swned eight. -

It is a cireumstance of curious import,

and one which may possibly attract the at~
tention of a future Gibbon or Hume, that
in the very year in which we are celebrating
the four-bundredth anniversary of the in-

Tt
is related of the famous Cardan (1501-76)
that he had too much self-respect to live on
under similar conditions. He had prophe-
sied that he should mot live beyond the
completion of his seventy-fifth year, and
accordingly on entering his seventy-sixth
he refused to touch food. ~ To do justice to
our own age it must be confessed that had
e lived in the nineteenth century instead
of the sixteenth he would probably at the
age of scventy-five beenrequested to choose
between eating his dinnmer at home and
having it forced down his throat in a luna-
tic asylum. But generally speaking it may
be doubted whether we deal as wisely with
charlatanry as the men of ruder age.
