A droll Lut true ancedote is told of the
late Rev. John Todd, which we do not ve-
member to have seen in print. In the
stormy times before the war a pastor was to
be seftled over the South chureh at Pitts-
field, which was very anti-slavery. On the
evening of the services some of the council
were at the doetor’s tea-table, who had been
invited to give the charge to the new min-
ister. Mentioning this fact to his guests he
offered to put into his charge any two words
which any person present might name.
One of the visitors, who was- about
as eccentric as the Doctor, instantly called
out: *White bears.”” This was received
with a laagh, and the thing passed off with-
out more comment. The installation came
and moved on according to the different as-

_signments, when Dr. Todd took the stand
to charge the candidate. Getting through
wath the usaal topics of ministeral duty, all
at onee the speaker stretched up his gaunt
frame to its full height, and, with a grim
twist of s face, let off this most unexpect-
ed senteuce: ¢ My brother, when you
wunt to shoot white bears you go where
they are to shoot them. You don’t
waste your powder and ball to shoot
white bears where there are no white bears
anywhere about. So, if you want to preach
against slavery, vou had better go where
slavery is to preach against than up here
where there is noslavery.’”” The congrega-
tion generally took this sally as only the un-
corkine of a small bottle of the Doctor’s
peculiar ** toddy’; but the few who were
in the secret came home chuckling over
what, in the circumstances, might have
looked like rathier a serious joke.—Spiring-
field Union.

The opponents of capital punishment can

certainly make a strong argument out of the
reprieve in the Phair case. The condemned
criminal’s life not only depended upon the
telegraph-wires being in working order;
a more important condition was newspaper
enterprise. On the morning appointed for
the cxecution Phair’s statement appeared
in the Boston (Hobe, and among those who
read it was Marshall D. Downing, who was
startled by asingle sentence. Phair said
that he visited Providence on June 9, 1874,
the day the murder wuas committed. to ob-
tain work of the American Screw Compa-
ny, but failing, returned to Boston the next
day. Mr. Downing recalled a visit to Provi-
dence on June 10th, which was contitmed by
reference to his memorandum-book. Ie
left Boston by the early train, and returned
in the forenoon. The man whom he now
supposes to be Phair «at in a seat alone, ¢I
am from Rutland,” said the man. *‘Icame
down yesterday, and tried to get work of
the screw company in Providence, but it is
so dull I could not, and I am going back to
Rutland.” They talked on general topics
und separated. The condemned man’s state-
ment brought back the conversation to Mr.
Downing’s mind, and he immediately took
steps to communicate with the Governor of
Vermont, aud to secure a reprieve. Phair’y
photograph be recognizes as wonderfully
like the face of his fellow-traveller. 'The
alibi may be a rope of sand, but the logic of
this reprieve has an iron grip. Human life
depending upon a man’s buying acertain
puper, reading three lines, and remember-
ing a chance acquaintance on the cars—it is
a terrible thought ! . A
