It has been raining almost every day
since April came in, with an occasional

farmers are backward in their crops for the

through this section of Southwest Virginia
and Ka>t Tennessee in regard to the cull i-
\ation of tobacco. It is only a year or two
that our farmers have made any effort at
raising tobacco. The past year there was
« j u i t « a large crop raised, and a large ware-

house has i eon erected in Bristol, and two
or more factories, working a great many
bar.ds. were operated here. A large quan¬
tity <>f tobacco has been eoming into mar-

ki t this winter, and sold at prices very satis¬
factory to the farmers. A gentleman in
Washington county, Va., w ithin a few miles
«.f Bri-tol, sold his crop about a week ago
at .t'42. £o">, £-7, and >21 per hundred
pounds: and mam others sell at from £."0
to£i5. Vou will see from the prices men¬
tioned that tobacco is a paying crop.
A much larger quantity will he raised the

pre.-* nt year. and. with a better knowledge
of it - management, doubtless better prices
will be obtained.

Tlie Recent Rise in Wheat »:i<i Flour.

Loni»on, April U..Tlie Mark Lane Ex¬
press, in its weekly review of the British
corn trade, says : " The week lias been
marked by somewhat higher temperature
and an abundant rainfall, which has further
retarded licld labor. The continuance of
wet weather is beginning to cause tin easi¬
ness. a«, besides preventing1 the finishing of
spring sowing, it injuriously aU'ects winter-
sown wheat, about which some reports are

lers favorable titan heretofore. Generally,
however, tlie reports of the ultimate pros-
pect are hopeful. The weather is the
great desideratum here and on the coati-
uent. Supplies of wheat at the princi¬
pal country markets have again been light,
and, although the holidays somewhat inter¬
fered, trade has shown a very steady tone,
while prices have advanced one. shilling.
The increased strength noticed in Alark
Lane last week ha3 been well sustained.
Kussian wheat has advanced one shilling.
The week's imports into London were very
moderate, the bulk of the supply being
from India and Germany. The diminution
of the receipts of red spring from America
and the steady absorption of last October's
heavy shipments of Californian are the two
leading features of the season. The large
quantity of Californian atloat at the begin¬
ning of the year is so reduced as to dispel
ail apprehensions of a depressing effect
upon prices consequent on its arrival. The
recent marked ri.^ in white wheat at Liver¬
pool supports this opinion.
The stocks of foreign wheat in London

are about J 72,00U quarters, or about 270,000
less than the corresponding period of lt>70.
Since the end of 1S70 stocks have decreased
at ail the leading ports, though not quite in j
the same ratio, except at Liverpool, where J
there is a slight increase owing to the bulk
of Californian being directed to that port;
while, as compared with this time last year,
stocks of foreign wheat in the United King¬
dom appear to be over a million quarters
less. These figures show the inroad made
by the exccss of consumption over imports,
and prove the reasonableness of the late ad¬
vance and present healthy ]>osition of the
trade.

A CARD FROM BLAINE CONCERNING CHAMBER¬
LAIN AND PACKARD.

Boston, April 31..The Herald will pub¬
lish the following to-morrow : To the Edi¬
tor of the Herald,.Your Columbia corre-

spndent is in error in his statement that I
had a conference with Governor Chamber¬
lain in New York. I have seen Governor
Chamberlain but once for a year, and that
was in the private Cabinet-room of Presi¬
dent Hayes on the 27th of March. Nor have
1 written or telegraphed him, or heard
from him in any way. The same is true
in respect to Governor Packard ex¬

cept in the matter of one telegram re¬

ceived from him. which I read pub¬
licly in ibe United States .Senate.
Hut I am sure that Governor Chamberlain
knows that he has the profoundest sympa¬
thy in the heroic though unsuccessful
struggle he has made in South Carolina for
civil liberty and constitutional government.
I am equally sure that Governor Packard
feels that my heart and judgment are both
with him in the contest he is still waging,
against great odds, for the governorship
that he holds by a title as valid as that
which justly and lawfully seated Rutherford
B. Hayes in the presidential chair. I trust
also that both Governors know that the
Boston press no more represents the
stalwart Republican feeling of New Eng¬
land on the pending issues than the
same press did when it demanded the en- 1

forcemeat of the fugitive-slave law in 1851.

A DISTRESSING CALAMITY.
THE SOUTHERN HOTEL IN ST. LOUIS

TOTALLY DESTROYED BY FIRE.

Wore Than Fifty Person# Perlaltod in
tiic Flames.

A SHOCKING MIDNIGHT VISITATI0N-T1 IE
ORIGIN AND PROGRESS OF THE FIRE.AP¬
PALLING SCENES-PANIC AMONG THE IN¬
MATES OF THE HOTEL.NARROW ES¬
CAPES AND HEART-RENDING DEATllS.
GRAND SECRETARY OF THE GRAND
LODGE MASONS OF MISSOURI AMONG THE
T>KAI>.KATE CLAXTON SAFE.SOUTHERN¬
ERS WHO WERE AT THE HOTEL-LOSS
UPON THE BUILDING AND CONTENTS
NEARLY A MILLION DOLLARS-OTHER
FACTS. '

St. Locis, April 11..The Southern Hotel
was burned at 2 o'clock this morning. The
loss of life is appalling:. It was at first sup¬
posed to be two hundred, but is now ascer¬
tained to be lift)'. Many were killed by
jumping from third-, fourth-, and fifth-
story windows. Kate Claxton, the actress,
who so narrowly escaped from the Brook¬
lyn horror, had both legs broken in jump¬
ing from a third-story window. The fire
originated in the upper stories.
The windows in the upper stories were

crowded with shrieking men and women,
whom it seemed impossible to save. A few
were rescued by ladders placed on the
Fourth-street portico, but on the other three
sides of the building, bounded by Fifth,
Walnut, and Elm streets, the longest lad¬
ders fell far short of reaching the windows.
Mr. Peter Blow, son of the former Minis¬

ter to Brazil, was sleeping in his room, on
the sixth lloor; and succeeded, after strenu¬
ous exertions, in escaping with his life and
a broken arm. The building was six sto¬
ries in height, and Mr. Blow thinks that the
majority of the inmates of the two upper
stories of the building must have perished.
Two men, unrecognized, were killed by
jumping from the third-story windows, and

a third one was badly mangled. Five women
were rescued from the sixth story, on the
Fourth-street side, by the heroic ellbrts of
the firemen, who, after ascending the patent-
ladders, succeeded in getting a rope to the
ha If-su(located creatures. The lire is said
to have originated in the store-rooms.

FURTHER PARTICULARS OF THE FIRK.
.St. Louis, April 11..It Is supposed from

forty to fifty persons were burned to death
directly or first sufl'ocated. The fire origina¬
ted in the store-room in the basement. It
first came through the trround-iloor north of
the office, and in ten minutes had ascended
the elevators and rotunda, and spead over
the sixth story, occupied by employes
(mostly women). The smoke was so dense
in some of the halls that gas-jets were extin¬
guished, which rendered egress, even to
those most familiar with the building, a

matter of great difficulty. The density of
the smoke in the halls drove many guests
and boarders back into their rooms, and they
rushed to the windows as a means of escape.
Ladders were raised as soon as possible, and
women and children, with nothiug but their
night-clothes on, were thus taken from the
burning building. Some fainted from
fright, others sunk exhausted to the
ground from nervous prostration. The
ladders generally were too short' to
reach to the fifth and sixth stories, but by
hoisting seme of them on the one-story bal¬
cony on the east side and the two-story bal¬
cony on the north side of the building these
floors were reached, and all those at the
windows were rescued. The Skinner fire-
escape was also brought promptly into ser¬

vice, and was the means of saving many
lives. While this work was going on some

frightful scenes occurred. One man who
had been occupying a window on the Wal¬
nut-street front of the hotel became des¬
perate at the seeming delay in effecting his
escape. With nervous hands he tore sheets
from his bed into strings, and tied them
together. Fastening this improvised rope
to the window-sill, and disregarding the
fact that it did not reach more than twenty
feef, he let himself down hand over hand.
Men below who saw his position turned
away their faces to avoid witnessing the
sickening event that was inevitable. Finally
he reached the end of the rope, and then
for the first time he seemed to realize his po¬
sition. lie stopped, threw his head back,
revealing a ghastly face, and swinging slow¬
ly to and fro, swayed by the breeze which
the roaring flames above created, his limbs
swung convulsively as though to catch upon
something. Then he let go, and groans
went up from hundreds as he whirled round
and round, and finally struck on the stone
flagging with a sickening thud, lie was

carried to a saloon across the street, and
died in a few moments. Two other men

jumped from the fourth-story window, one
of whom seemed not to be dangerously hurt.

DETAILS OF ESCAPES AND LOSS OF LIFE.

St. Louis, April 11..A woman at a tifth-
story window on the Fifth-street front be¬
came panic-stricken and jumped out and
alighted on her feet. She was carried to
the St. James Hotel still alive, ller hus¬
band, who had been stauding by her side,
then tore up the bedding, and let the' strip
so made out of the window. To this the
firemen attached a rope, which the man

hauled up, making it fast to the window-
sill. He then safely descended by it.
A man named J. E. Wilson Jumped from

a fourth-story window and was killed.
Andrew Ensman and Mrs. Scott met

their deaths in the same way.
The mortality among the female help of

the hotel was great. There were two hun¬
dred of them, all of whom were lodged in
the upper story of the building. The panic
among them was perfectly terrible. A num¬

ber jumped from the upper window on

Elm street, or the rear side of the house.
Kate Claxton, the actress, had another

escape, but was uninjured.
Among those known to have been saved

was H. Kreitz, or Texas. Dr. Gerlaet, Ger¬
man consul, jumped from a window and
broke a leg. His wife was unhurt. Charles
Teenan lost his life in attempting to save
others. Philip Gorod, a boarder at the
hotel, was brought out alive, but entirely
bereft of reason.
At a quarter past 2, or about balf an hour

after the tire was discovered, the entire roof
wae ablaze, and the flames were rapidly de¬
scending to the lower stories. A half hour
later the floors and interior walls began to
fall. The roof fell in, and there is now no¬

thing left of one of the linest hotels in the
country except the "Walnut-street front, and
parts of the Fourth- and Fifth-street faces.
The loss on the building and contents is
from §750,000 to £1,000,000. The insurance
is unknown.
There are no other southern names than

the Texan amon? the names of lost or saved
except T. T. Lyon, of Mobile, saved ;
Fred. Cook, o I Isevv Orleans, saved ; and
Joseph J. Davis, of Augusta, Ga., saved.
The report that a number of bodies were

taken from the ruius this morning is false.
The Fire Department has not yet succeeded
in cooling the dibris sufficiently to enable
a search. Mr. Adams, referred to in a pre¬
vious dispatch, was Rev. A. R. Adams, in¬
cumbent of a parish in Berkshire, England.
He was on his way from Florida to Califor¬
nia. His remains await the order of liis
friends. Lettie Allen, an actress from the
East, a guest of Miss Claxton, of the Olym¬
pic company, in this city, is among the
saved. H. F. or H. M. Clark, railway con¬

ductor, together with bis wife and child,
are among the killed. Melton Noble, an

actor, and Miss Frankie McClellia, the ac¬

tress, were saved.the latter was very se¬

riously injured ; the former was mainly in¬
strumental in saving the lives of ladies who
were on the same floor of the hotel as him¬
self. Great crowds of people bave thronged
the vicinity to-day.

HOW KATE CLAXTON SAVED HERSELF.

Kate Claxton had sufficient presence of
mind to wrap her face and head in wetted
towels, and walked and rolled down stairs.
Except having a few bruises she is safe.

. THE HTEAM FIRE-ENGINES STILL AT WORK.
St. Louis, 49r*' ll-.The fire-engines, are

still playing on the lire. A force has been
organized to search for the dead bodies,

rind several bodies have already been taken
from the ruins fn a more or less burned
condition, but have not yet been identified.
There arc also several dead bodies at tl\e
morgue awaiting identification. Mrs. Mo-
ran, a servant, was killed by Jumping from
a window. George Frank Jonlcy, grand
secretary of the Grand Lodge of Free¬
masons of Missouri,, is supposed to have
perished. Six persons, whose names arc

unknown, were killed either by jumping
from the windows or suffocated by the
smoke and dragged out" of the burning
building. It is difficult to procure the
names of the dead, but it is hoped that a

complete or nearly complete list can be ob¬
tained this afternoon.
Sidmore Ilayden, superintendent of the

American Express stables, is among the
killed ; also, Henry Hazen, deputy auditor
of the Missouri Pacific Railroad Company.
An Englishman named Adams, said to be a

commissioner of education, has been identi¬
fied at the morgue.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE COMMISSIONERS.

Washington, April 11..The Herald's
New Orleans dispatch says, persons who
have visited some of .the commissioners re¬

port that they will hold a private session
to-day, at which a definite proposition will
be determined upon to be made to both
Governors. This proposition, while adher¬
ing to the original plan, will modify the
terms to the extent of fixing the Legislatures
upon the basis of the supervisors' returns
instead of the Returning Board. This plan
would give a Democratic majority of four on
joint ballot. It is added that General George
A. Sheridan will leave to-day for Washing¬
ton as bearer of dispatches to 51 r. Hayes
explaining the necessity of this modification,
without which the commission despairs of
effecting a settlement.
Pinchback stated in an interview that

seven of his friends in the Packard House
were all ready to go over to the Nicholls
Legislature, and that they would do so to¬
morrow or next day.
The Tribune's dispatch says Governor

Packard said in conversation yesterday that
he will accept any plan of compromise which
President Hayes will say he approves of.
If the President has more to propose then
he demands that either Governor Nicholls
or himself should be promptly recognized.
The President, lie said, has the right to
recognize X icholis, but has no right to with¬
hold his hand and permit legal government
to be crushed out by force. The commis¬
sion is working hard and hearing delega¬
tions, but are making no progress toward
adjustment.

EFFECTS OF THE RECENT GALE.VESSELS IN
DISTRESS.DAMAGE TO SUIPPING.

Norfolk, Va., April 11..The recent gale
was the severest ever known in this section.
The wind at Cape Henry blew sixty-five
miles an hour for thirty-eight hours contin¬
uously. The Signal Service telegraph line
along the coast was completely demolished,
the poles and wire having been washed out
to sea. An unknown ship went ashore near

Lynhaven bay duriug the storm. Her hull
appeared to be in good condition, but her
mizzen-mast had been lost, and the top¬
masts and yard-arms of her fore- and main¬
masts are all gone. Iler rigging is also very
much damaged. She is hard aground about
one hundred yards from high-water mark.
About one hundred barrels of petroleum

are also ashore. at this point, and the beach,
looks as if a vessel had gone to pieces,
judging from the wrecked material which
has .floated up. A schooner, name un¬

known, is also ashore about two miles south
of the above-mentioned ship, opposite Little
Creek inlet. It is not known whether any
lives were lost from either vessel. The
German ship A'ssecuradeur, from Balti¬
more, loaded with petroleum, and bound to

Hamburg, is ashore on Chesapeake bay,
near. .Crump's Head. She parted both an¬

chors, and was driven ashore during the
gale. She is full of water, and will proba¬
bly be a total loss.
The Norwegian bark Orpheus, from Balti¬

more to Hamburg, with petroleum, en¬

countered the gale on the Oth instant. She
parted her anchor-chains and ropes, and
was driven ashore at Grcenhill, Chesapeake
bay, where she now lies full of water. She
will probably be a total loss.
There was quite a heavy frost last night,

and fears for the safety of the fruit and
early vegetables are seriously entertaiued.
