LIGHT.

Mr.Higgins,frbin the Committee 011 Light,
presented resolutions giving to the Protest-
lint Episcopal Church Home and the " lie-
treat for the Sick" city gas at $2 per 1,000
feet.

A PERSONAL EXPLANATION.
Mr. Iliggins rose to a personal explana¬

meeting-, anil that the members of Jefferson
and Marshall Wards had been slighted. He
desired to know by what authority the
chairman of the Committee on Retrench¬
ment and Reform had assumed to exclude
the nine members suggested by him and the
members of the press, as he had heard that
the chairman had included the reporters
too.

Another Legislative Botch.No Such

Office as Commissioner of Agriculture..
An examination of the proceedings at the
Capitol with reference to the ereation of the
position of Commissioner of Agriculture
will show botch-work unequalled only by
that visible in the tobacco-inspection law.
In the agricultural bill the usual commence¬
ment clause, "¦ this act shall be in force from
its passage," is omitted.unintentionally,
without doubt, yet omitted. By the general
law the act will, in consequence, only be¬
come operative on the 1st of July. Those
familiar with legislation say that practically
the statute-books are void and blank as to
the whole subject of Commissioner of Agri¬
culture, and will so remain until the 1st of
Julv, and that the appointment of Dr. Pol¬
lard by the Governor and his confirmation
by the Senate amount to nothing whatever.
Dr. Pollard had prepared to enter upon his
duties when this discovery was made.

It is held by *ome that- the office (which
will not exist until the 1st of July) cannot
be filled until December, because, as they
say, the Commissioner must be appointed
by the Governor and confirmed by the Sen¬
ate, the former appointment and contirma-
tion having been without authority. The
act says :

4< That said department shall be under
the control and management of one officer,
who shall be known as the Commissioner of
Agriculture. lie shall be appointed by the
Governor, by and with the advice and con¬
sent of the benate."

A SENSATION IN TIIE CITY.POPULAR OCT-

POUBINO TO WITNESS TIIE STREET-PARADE.
WHAT 18 TO DE SEEN UNDEIl TIIE CANVAS.
NOTEH ON TWO PERFORMANCES.

Forepaugh's circas anlvcil in this city
early Sunday morning. Before people gen-
ernlly were ont of bed the tents had been
raised, the wagons parked, the horses sta¬
bled under canvas, and the old field winch
usually offers to the children of Leigh
school* but a melancholy prospective, had
lost its quiet and dullness and begun to
hum with the busy life of the caravan. * On
Sunday somehow it happened that there
was a great revolution in the public mind.
The tide of time with n sudden jerk turtied
back twenty-five years, and Shockoe Hill
Cemetery became the favcu*ite resort once

more. Hollywood wa3 as if it had never

been, and great multitudes with sober carr

riage and Sabbath decorum marched out
Second street to the old burial-place.

If any one should hint that that route
to that place was taken because it ran by
the circus-tents, where the wagons, fresh
with gilding, gorgeous with paintifigs, and
grand with sculptured corners, were to be
seen, it is possible that thereby injustice
might be done. It is more probable that
by some strange yet inexplicable coinci¬
dence the resolution was formed in thou¬
sands of different minds about the same

time to go to Shockoe Cemetery and re¬
visit tombs of long-buried ancestors. How¬
ever that may be, many stopped at the cir¬
cus-lot Sunday.
The children passing by were all in a

fever of delight and expectation. The
grown folks had to stop with t.hem. Down
on their knees in their Sunday clothes they
"flopped" to steal a peep under the can¬
vas where some bold hand had raised it
two or three inches. Delightful were those
stolen views. Never.not even under daz¬
zling gas-light, when the costumes of the
men and women, the trappings of the horses,
the glowing colors of the banners, the mov¬

ing strains of the band, are to be seen or
heard under most favorable circumstances-
will there be such keen, exquisite joy as

comes from a glimpse of an elephant's 1eg,
or of a horse's hoof, or of a man's boot, in
that charmed circle of canvas, when sight
of it is denied except in this fugitive way.
Stolen fruit and stolen kisses are the sweetest
is a bad but popular saying that has received
sonic continuation from the larcenous prac¬
tices at circuses.

TIIE PARADE.

Yesterday morning, according to an¬
nouncement, there was a grand street-pa¬
rade of the band, circus-men, wagons, &c.
Heavens I what a time the mothers had get¬
ting the children to school. Many good,
obedient, study-loving boys and girls," who
had, day by day through the session, gone
forth to school with smiling faces, yesterday
revolted against maternal authority, and
declared that they must sec the parade,
and that the school might go to
the other side of Jordan.- In more
than one instance it became necessary
to invoke the paternal arm for a spank¬
ing exercise; and in some cases, where
peach-tree blooms had escaped the coquet¬
tish turns of the weather (from sunshine to
frost, from balminess to chilliness), shapely
limbs, radiant with the favors of spring, were

wrung from the stem and made to wring
obedience from the young ones.
But notwithstanding thousands were thus

driven to school at the point of the bayonet,
so to speak, the streets were crowded. The
band attracted the people to the line of
march, and once there they did not cease

looking and talking until the procession
had passed out of sight. Two thirds
of the people of Ilichmond saw the street
parade. The verdict of all was highly fa¬
vorable; it was indeed very good.

The smell
of fresh sawdust to juvenile olfactories is
more fragrant than the odor of violets in
spring, or the perfume of honeysuckles
where the vine embowers young lovers
in their first dreams oT happiness.
The menagerie is an excellent one. The

writer, unbiassed by favors, past, present, or
to come, gives it as his judgment that no

better one was ever brought to Richmond.
Further, having seen those of Barnum's
New York hippodrome and Central Park
gardens within a week past, he is free to
say that this i<* much better and larger than
either. Now, as most people "only go to
see the animals, you know," there is. every
reason to believe that Forepaugh will have
no lack of patronage.
This menagerie and circus has only been

on the road since the first of April, conse¬

quently the animals are in good condition,
the cages are clean and neat, and there is
an appearance of comfort and elegance about
the whole department that will disappear
with more travel, and, therefore, can be
now seen with very superior advantages.
The following are enumerated for the

purpose of showing how large the exhibi¬
tion is : Six elephants, three of great size
and one but a baby (about as tall as a year¬

ling bull); four large lions and lionesses,
rhinoceros (splendid specimen), hippopota¬
mus, two Bengal tigers, eland, horse-ante¬
lope, sea-cow, sacred bull, musk-deer, zebra,
axis deer, Chinese bear, white wolf, Califor¬

tijrht-rope, by Eddie Rivers ; Romeo Sebas¬
tian's riding; thefeatiof William Dutton,
and the herd of performing elephants, are

all creditable. The pyramid of elephants
is the best.' The trapeze performances,
acrobatic feats, and riding, will do very
well. There are a good many new features
worthy of consideration, but space cannot
here be found.
The peddlers of photographs, lemonade,

show-tickets, &c., who visit the audience
during the performance, are. rather more

determined to get money than to give plea¬
sure. If a little of their energy could be
abated it would be a public blessing.
Reserved scats can be had for an extra

payment of money.
