tion may be, can, consistently with bhis
vows of ordination, perform a ceremony in
such a case. Dr. Jeter truly remarks thatit is
<an act as to the morality of which the most
sharp-sighted and pure-minded casuists
are not agreed,” but a Presbyterian elergy-
man, having bound himself by “ sincerely
receiving and adopting the Confession of
Faith of this Chureh, as coutaining the sys-
tem of doetrine tavght in the Holy Serip-
turee, and by approving its government
and diseiphne,” cannot go beyond the Igw
as laid down in our *“Confession of Faith,”
chapter 24, section 4 ¢ The man may not
marry any of Lis wifels kKindred nearer in
blood than he may of his own; nor the
woman of her husband’s kindred nearer in
biood than of her own.” The scriptural
citation to support this statute may he
found at the foot of the page,

The object of this communication is not
to diseuss the subject, which the Dispalch
very justly would not allow, but simply to
state facts required by the publication of
the Journal of Comanerce.

As a proof of the tenacity with which
Presbyterians hold to their view it may be
mentioned that many years ago (perhaps
fifty), in consequence of the frequent viola-
tions of the law, which were brought tothe
noticeof the General Assembly (before the
division into North and South), some of the
parties being ministers, an overture was
sent down to the Presbyteries for o change.
Seventeen Presbyteries were in favor of the
change, but fifty were opposed to it. [Sce
Baird’s Digest of the action of the General
Assembly.] Since that time no similar pro-
posal has been made. The lonyg trial of a
minister in North Carolina for a violation is
familiar to many persons now living.
