Hustings Court early Saturday night. The
whole day was spent in argument,  Mr. J.

TURNING FOINTE.

Judge Crump beld that the whole ease
turns upon how this paper alleged to be
forged came into Crittenden’s possession.
Rigger says that the certificate was 1ssued
in the hall of the ouse. Arthur says it
was issued in the clerk’s office. Neither of
these swear that it was given to Crittenden.
It was never perbaps in- Crittenden’s hands
exeept nominally. No man has testified that
hetook the receipt for 18 from Arthur,
Any one of several other persons might
have done it. .

Among the great number of points made
and closely and elearly argued by Judge
Crump were that il Crittenden had wanted
to 10b he would have robbed Aaron Coma-
dere, who could not read or write, and for
whom uecused always signed; that if guilty
he never would have permitted his receipt-
book to become evidence against him; that
there was nothing like a confession in the
committee-room, and Colonel Munford heard
but a fragment o} the conversation; that the
arrest was not caused by the committee or
any one having knowledge of the facts; that
Arthur never knew whether he had received
£18 or £78 until he opened Crittenden’s book
and examined his account, and that alto-
gether Arthur’s memory is confused and
faulty,

THE LAW.

Next Judge Crump discussed the law in-

THIN EVIDENCE.

<o Mr. Wi<e contended that the proof
that the certiticate emme from J. B Bigeer
in a shape other than the preseut was lack-
ingz,  Arthur's evidence and weakness of
memory were subjected to sharp eriticism,
Tastead of the appearance of Crittenden’s
Iname on the certiticate being  conclusive
awainst the prisoner, it was one of the great-
est ureuments in favor of his ifunocence,
the speuker asserted. Aceording to the
testimony, if Crittenden had wished to prae-
tice a fraud he conld have made Harrison

BALLOT-ROUX STUFFING,

Mr. Wise explained how in several ways
the fraud might bave been committed upon
Crittenden and the State by a page or some
onearound Crittenden,

Ine ursing beeause it was certain that
comebody in the Capitol committed this
erime. it was net in aceordance with law
and justice to hold Crittenden respensible,
Mr., Wise alluded to the Jefferson-Ward
ballot-box case 1 the senatorial election of
11275, There it was certain that the box had
been stulled with bogus ballotsy that cer-
tainly one. and very likely twa (1f not all)
i of the judges were cuilty, vet heeause the
Loffence could not Le fixed upon the guilty
fone, ortwo, all were aequitted.

There were in this Crittenden case, Mr,
Wise declared, more tideety witnesses than
in any he eversaw. It reminded Lim of the
fellow with the danecing turkeys. Ie bad
the turkeys stunding on a griddle, and the
hotter he made the griddle the faster the
turkeys lifted their legs, and se appeared to
dance,  So these witnesses were on u prid-
e, and the hotter the fire was made be-
neath their feet the more tidgety they grew,

COLEMAN.

Heferring to the Coleman matter (without
calling name), Mr. Wise declared that he
could not permit Crittenden to e eompared
with that man—that » snivelling syeophant.”
Crittenden wis us o that man as Hyperion
1o & Sutyr.

I'lie seene in the eonnmittec-roown where
Crittenden  confessed his inuability to ex-
plain, yet assumed all legal responsibility
for the lost money, and manfully exhone-
rated young Cahell, Carter Harrison, and
Sullivan, Mr. Wise thought, was the most
glortous, perhaps, in the eventful lite of Crit-
tenden.  In that supreme crisis he proved
himself every inch a man,

Mr. Wise spoke wmost kindly of Colonel
Muntord, and expluined how he believed
the Colonel was mistaken,  Mr. Wise gaid
it was u mistake to call that interview with
the committee **a confession —to do so
wis “1o convert the magnanimity of Crit-
tenden into the pusillanimity of a crimi-
nul,”

In closing Mr. Wise cloquently invoked
the jury to consider the evidence carefully,
and whatever doubts there were upon their
winds raised by the eloguence of the Com-
monweilth’'s Attorney to solve in favor of
the prisoncr,

My, Wise's speech lasted about two bours,
and was delivered impressively and abound-
ed in felicitous lunguage and illustrations.

JUDGE W. W, CRUMP.
Judge Crump, the leading counsel of ae-
cused, made their elosing argument.  He de-
wvoted his attention chiefly to an analysis of
the evidence. No other man on carth, he
argued, but John Bell Bigger can know
whether that paper is forged ornot. There
can be no substitute for his testimony.
Bizeer states, I cannot and will not say
that this paper isn’t precisely as it left my
bhunds.”” And in answer to another ques-
tion Bigger replied, “How cun 1 say
whether any one hasaltered this paper when
I don’t know that it has been altered ¥ *

JOIIN BELL BIGGER'S EVIDENCE,

Wiat consternation would seize upon the
community were they to ascertain that the
jury condemned the accused as  guilty
where the only witness (J. B. Bigger) to
the writing refused to auccuse him, or even
to say that the writing is forged. 'The
only reasen Mr. J. B. Bigger had to suppose
that he had issued the certiticate for three
days was that on the book kept by W. J. Big-
wer it appeared thatonly three days were due
Arthur, and Judge Crump showed that
from thiz very book a certiticate was issued
to Mr. Dooley for ten too many duys, and
that there were previous oceurrences of the
sume Kind.
Judge Crump said that he was no intimate
friend of Crittenden’s, but since he became
his counsel had lezrned to respect and
honor bim. There bad been in Critlenden
frowm the beginning no shade of variable-
ness.  The mystery had been as profound
to him as to those above him. It was in-
explicable, and Crittenden, like blind Ajax,
was struggling under his heavy burden
erying ¢ Give me to see,”
RavertlnF to J. B, Bigger’s testimony as

Captain George D. Wise, in concluding
Hor the Connmonwealth, said that the counsel
for the defence had had the advantage of
Lim in adivision of lubor, Ile had had «ll
the work and responsibility of the prosecu-
ition from the beginning,  Actuated by no
lenmity towards the aceused, and ineapable
lof saying to the jury anything he did not
L thorourhly believe, he would close his labors
[ by bringing back to the winds of the jury
some of the points of the evidence so lightly
treated by the other side. The Common-
wealth’s Attorney deelared that he was not
tighting for vietory: not seeking to rob
Crittenden of liberty simply that he might
wina triumph before the jury. < If he has
done no wrong, if his hand has not forged
that paper. if his pocket bas not been
stained with that money, and you say
'g0 in the sight of God and wan, it will be
Lus well my triumph as his,” said he,

THE INDICTMENT.

The Commonwealth’s Attorney first pro-
ceeded to answer General FField and My, Bar-
bour as to the several counts in the indiet-
fment, expluining why he had to rely upon
{more than one, beeanse it was uneertain
{whethier the paper given by John Bell Big-
{ ger to Arthur was to be ealled o certiticate
or an account. e admitted that it was his
[ duty first to prove thut & forgery had been
Leommitted.  The defenee had argued be-
il’:lll:-l' Jolim Bell Bizger refused to say that
e bad not made out that certiticate 3 and
£18 there was no forgery; and yet counsel
throughout the argument had admitted that:
it was a forgery. notably so in saying that
Crittenden within forty-eight hoursafter ac-
quittal would replace the 2120,

3 AXD 218 AxD §13 AND §78,
Turther, the Commonwealtit's Attorney
held that J. B. Bigeer's evidence was not
the only evidence as to the character of the
certiticate as issued from his hand; that
Bizrer would not say positively that the
paper was forged, nor that it was not forged
that Arthur was standing over Bigger when
the latter wrote the paper, and Arthur says
he is pretty positive (but not absolutely
sure) that it was for three days; that had
this been all the testimony he would have
abandoned the prosceution, but that the
firures 18" in_ Crittenden’s reecipt-
book (no matter by whom made) were
conclusive proof that the certificate was

icsued  for three days and 183  that
on the suppoesition that there was no
forgery the entry in Crittenden’s book

would bave corresponded  with the figures
on the certificate (13 and &78): thut the
entry made by J. Bell Bigeer in the attend-
ance-hook corresponded with the entry in
Crittenden’s book (4 and £18)—still further
upholding the theory of forgery; that the
larceny was the incentive to forgery, for
without the Iatter the 120 could not have
been gotten from the Treasury ; all of which
proof, he asserted, is stronger than Bigger’s
or Arthur's memorics,
CRITTEXDEN'S SIGNATURES.

The Commonwealth's Attorney argued
that the appearance of the signature * Crit-
tenden ™ on the paper [indieating, accord-
ine to the rule of the Auditor's office, that
a warrant for that certiticate had been de-
livered to Crittenden] was proof positive
that he got the warrant frem Binford; that
there was no reason to believe that any-
body came in between Binford and Critten-
den; that had there been, the name of that
person, and Crittenden too, would have
been on the certificate: that certainly no-
body came between Crittenden and the
Treasurer’s office, and if there had it
would have been of no avail; for
how could that person ever golten the
signature to 18 in Crittenden’s book 5 that
there is no evidence that any page ever took
a receipt in Crittenden’s book ; that where
pages went for money they delivered it di-
rectly either to Crittenden or the member;
that Mr. Sullivan and Carter Hurrison swear
that the 18 entry in Crittenden’s book was
not made by them, and that that entry is
indisputably Critienden’s,

THE COMMITTEE-ROOM—MYSTERIES,

The Commonwealth's Attorney spoke dep-
recitingly of Mr. Barbour’s ridicule of that
noble old Yirginian Colonel Munford, and
was inelined to give Colonel Munford very
full credit for accurate narration of what
oceurred in the committee.

And as to Crittenden’s apparent magna-
nimity there it might have been forced by
stress of circumstanees.  As to the improb-
ability of Critteunden doing this crime the
Commonwealth’s Attorney said that the
ways of menare mysterious indeed. Won-
ders are constantly oceurring. It was not
more unlikely that Crittenden should be
zuilty than that a *“ minister, clothed in the
robes of Heaven, should with the left hand
be holding aloft the Bible and with the right
robbing the veryaltar of the Church.”

FINIS,
Every point made by the defence was
ably and critically reviewed by the Com-
monwealth’s  Attorney; every doubtful
piece of testimony weighed and explained
by bim on the theory of the prosecution;
every argument and appeal of counsel an-
swered, and in conclusion the jury assured
that whatever might be their verdict be
(Captain Wise, Commonwealth’s Attorney)
would be entirely satistied..
Captain Wise, the Commonwealth’s Attor-
ney, spoke for two hours, and everybody
declared be made a splendid speech. He
was congratulated by General Field and
dozens of others.
A DISCLAIMER,.
Genernl Field, of eounsel for defence, re-
plying to some allusion that fell from the
lips of the Commonwealth’s Attorney, dis-
¢laimed to the fullest and in the most com-
plete manner any attempt to implicate
Messgrs. Arthur, Sullivan, Harrison, Poin-
dexter, Cabell, f.’.iurord, Bigger, or anybody
else,
THE CABE GIVEN 10 THE JURY.
At gbout 7 o’clock the case was given
to the jury (Willism B, Courtney, Edward

Gunn, J. M. Buchannan, James S. Sutphin,
Christian Unkel, Archibald Thomas, Jr.,
James A. Gill, Charles O. Campbell, Robert
J. Bullington, and Riter G. Care,) without
instructions from the Court. They retired
for consultation, and after an absence of
about ten minutes were ushered into the
court-room : the roll ealled, the prisoner
told to stand up, which he did calmly and
confidently, and the verdiet of < XNot
guilty 2> wis pronounced by Mr. Courtney ;
and to the inquiry of the clerk, «“So say
you all 2% there was nodded assent given.
The utterance of the verdiet was the occa-
sion of considerable applause.
A SCENE.

Judge Guigon, following his invariable
practice in such cases, had five or six of the
applauders brought before him—us many as
could le recognized in the crowd—and
fined §5 each.

The Commonwealth's Attorney, address-
ing the Judge, said that there was no pro-
bability of conviction in the other cases;
that he hiad done all he could, according to
his honest convictions, and that he would,
with the consent of the Court, enter a nolle
prosequi in each of the three other cases.
To this proposition Judze Guigon at once
assented, and Colonel Crittenden was hon-
orably discharged.

His friends crowded around him and
showered upon him their warmest con-
gratulations. The Commonwealth’s Attor-
ney, Judge Guigon, and various officers of
the court, also expressed to him most Kindly
senfiments.

PERSONAL.
Colonel Crittenden and most of “the Cul-

in the moment of his great danger and dis-
tress, left for home on the &:45 train of the
(hesapeake and Ohio railroad sSaturday
night,  Colonel Crittenden just before
leaving expressed deep gratitude towards
City-Sergeant Tyler and all his deputies for
their courteous treatment of him when a
prisoner. and when it seemed that he was
hedged in by a solid wall of decumentary
and circumstantial evidence,

Tt may not be sustained by
facts. In the future what now appears so
mysterious may be made as clear as the
noonday sun.’”

{ Richmond!  [Nothing of tlns character
now appears wmong the colleetions of the
Soerety: but whilst it was in a state of
abevance during our late unhappy civil
war its treasures were subjected to vi-
cizsitudes from removals, &e., which were
attended with damage and extensive loss,)
The other plates were carried away by
the neighbors, I such relies are in exist-
ience they might prove of valuable import
in archwolowieal investizations. Dr. Dal-
rymple or the Virginia Historieal Socicty
would be gratified in being eredibly in-
formed regarding them.

Celonel Jolin G. James, Superintendent
