DEeCcIsIoN OF THE (UDESAPEAEE AND Q110
IATLROAP CASE BY THE SUPREME COURT OF
g UNITED STATES.—DBy a joint resolution
of the Legislature approved February 4,
1874, the Auditor of Public Accounts was
instructed to take the necessary steps to
subject the property of the Chesapeake and
Ohio Railread Company to the payment of
all taxes due and in arrear to which said
property is liable. The company climed
exemption from taxation under the terws
of its clharter. While the steps taken by
the Auditor uader this instruction were in
progress a joint resolution of the Legisla-
ture was approved April 4, 1§74, which
provided if the company would make
2 cuse with the Attorney-Generul on be-
half of the State to test their liability the
proceedings of the Auditor should be dis-
continued. A case was made accordingly
in the Cireuit Court for the city of Rich-
mond, 'U'hat court decided thut tbe com-
pany were not liable, On appeal, that de-
cision was reversced Ly the Court of Ap-
peals.  As the exemption wus claimed to
arise upon a contract between the Stateand
the company, which was violated by the
tax-laws of the State, u question of the in-
violability of contracts under the Constitu-
tion of the United States was supposed to
arise, which gave the Supreme Court of the
United States jurisdiction to review the
jugment of the Court of Appeals, and the
case was carried to the Supreme Court on
appeal by the company, where it was on
Monday decided 1n favor of the State.

Theamount charged against the company
for taxes and penalties is $273,000, but un-
der the circumstances it is guite likely that
the company will be able to secure release
from the penalties.
