[f there is to be a new party formed in
this conuntry, it must grow out of the cir-
cumstances of the day. The people must
he convinced that there are questions of
prineiple involved, 'Lhe name « Republi-
can,’™ or ¢ Democrat,” or ** Whig,™ cannot
induce sensible voters to ally themselves
with a party. Nor will people leave an old
party to join a new unless there be some
roason which they esteem good offered for
the change. No more will they remain‘in a
party beeause of its name if there be another
whose principles more strangly commend it
to them.

We are not by any means confident that
we are soon to have a division of the voters
Ny new party lines. Mr. Haves has not
manifested any anxiety to be rid of the Re-
publican party. What he has done that
was right and properand praisewortly may
be tollowed by acts of which the friends of
the true principles of the Government ean-
not approve. We are as yet at sea. We
st necessarily await the developments of
the future.  Nevertlicless, the Republicans
of lows have issued a call for a State Con-
vention, in which cail may be found the nu-
cleus of a platfor foranew anti- Administra-
tion Republican party, The Convention is
o be beld June 27th, and 1s to nominate ean-
didates for Governor, Lientenant-Governor,
Superintendent of Tublic Instruction, and
Jdudee of the Supreme Court. It is noto-
pious that “he Republicans of Towaare dis-
catisficd with Mr. Hayes's poliey 1f any
epublicans in the Unien are. The call in
Guestion emiphasizes the points wherein the
Lepulilicans of that State propose toantago-
nize the President's policy. It reads:

“WWe invite all to unite with us in the
convention and the campaizn who believe
v the steadfast and unwavering prineiples
of pight, liberty, and justice, as exempli-
ied in the past record and platforms of the

Repubheun party from its birth, when it
bewant its llm‘uln[ll'(\lili'-ill*_: erusade upon
Luman slavery, until the last shackle fell,
and the slave Deeame a man endowed by
this party with all the rizlas his former
isier possesses, and in whiel he must be
protected at any east: who believe in cher-
i<hine with pride unabated its devotion to
he canse of loyaity against treason, and’
who ean never forget the services of the
Taval blue, though forgiving the rebel gray s
Lo believe that the United States of
Awerien is o uation, and not merely
conicderntion of States: who  Lelieve in
she  ~triet and  vigorous  enforcement
of the constitutional amendments, both in
Totrer and spirit, for the absolute and eom-
plete protection of all—the weak as well as
the strone—in every right'of sufirage, cit-
cepships liberty, and equality @ who believe
the msiority should rule, and deprecate all
artempts at political terrovism, and intimi-
dation, and ail pelitieal or official toleration
therewith: who believe that ignoranee and
vice zo hand-and-hand, and who, thegefore,
desire to see our jree scliools nurtured and
fostered o= the best satecunrds of the na-
tisn's life: who belicve that uniil these ends
are accowplished, and these rights gaaran-
teed and secured to the inmate of the low-
hest hovel in the land as well as the inhab-
itant of the pulatial abode, the work of the
tepublican party is not yet accomplisbed.”

Those are pretty plain intimations that
AMr. Haves's poliey does not suit the Repub-
licans of Towa; and they furnish a good
hasis for a mew party, supposing that Mr,
11avEs intends to adbere to the policy which
Le has thus far pursued. Mr. Havesisa
firmm friend of the public sclhools, and of
course will not allow his opponcents to put
him 1n antagonism to them; but as to the
remainder of the Iowa platform, he ought
to eschew it, It is all based upon the fun-
damental error that the backwoods State of
ITowa and the far-castern State of Maine
lave the right through the Govern-
ment at Washington to dictate the poli-
ev ef the southern States, and, of course,
of all the States, It assumes thut the
several States may be forced by the Fed-
eral Government to ¢ protect’™ their citi-
zens in whatever rights belong to them. It
assumes that there are still a loyal party and
a “treason ” party in thiz counlry—a base
falsehood which must be abandoned. It
would wipe out ull State lines upon the
pretext that “ this is a nation.” It would
iili the southern States with spies, inform-
ers, and tocls of the Federal power upon
the assumption that the ~amendments ™ are
to Le “enforced: ™ as if they were of more
value than all the rest of the Constitution.
Wein the South ask not the privilege of
seeing that the citizens of AMassachusctts are
‘e protected 7 in their rights,  We leave
thew as we leave the eitizens of Canada,
to the protection of their governments,
And we will never willingly tolerate the
interference of the Federal Government in
our domestic affuirs, If u few men in New
Vork take possession of that city and rule
the others, we consider it none of our busi-
ness,  We do not propose to go upon a cru-
gade throughout the coudtry to ascertain
the States in avhich *“the mujority » bear
rule. Nor do we intend to allow the inter-
meddling Towan or Yankee to come upon a
like errand to our section. In brief, the
southern people utterly repudiante the lowa
platform, and will support no Administra-
tion which holds to the doctrine that the
Federal Govermment has the right to inter-
fere in the domestic coneerns of the several
States. And we put all the States upon a
perfeet equality, claitming no rights for our
own States which we are not willing Lo ac-
cord to every stute in the Union,

Just here i3 where we fear Mr, Haves
will separate from the friends of constilu-
tional government. 1If he does, and follows
the lead of Jowa, Lis Admninistration will
be u failure. The truth cannot longer be
hidden from the northern people: and they
will four years henee put the seal of their
condemnation upon all consolidationist doe-
trines. Home rule is free government, Gov-
ernment from Washington is despotizu.

The aet **to amendand rednact section 16
of chapter R of the Code of 1873, in relation to
weneral and special elections,” (to be found
n Acts “H-"77, page 297,) makes some im-
portant muendments in existing  law, to
which the attention of judges of elections
is respectiully called.

The amendments relate—tirst, to the pro-
duction of the receipt for the payment of
the capifation tax of the preceeding year.
The judge of clection must require this,
«or on failure to produce the receipt the
voter must show by safisfaclory evidence
that the smme has been paid prior to the
day of clection,” Now, many tax-payers
are citlier ignorant of the law, or are care-
less in preserving their tax-receipts, or
have tiled them away, and their votes
may be rejected. The actual exhibition
of the receiptz will eause delay at the
poils,  How easy would it have been
for the Legislature (o have required
the treasurer to  have furnished the
judges at each voting-place a list either of
those who have or of those who have nof

delay and inconvenience, County treasurers
ought to be accommeodating now, without
being reguired to do so, and furmsh by
such list = satisfectory evidence™ ol the
paviment of the tax. But let voters he
careful to Lo to the polls with their
reecipts or other evidence of payment.

Tobuceo is now much lower than
il has been at any tnne sinee the early spring
of 1874, und as a tobacco-grower I must beg
the Doctor to keep better posted on this
great Virginia staple. is advice to the
farmers in the tobacco counltry to grow eorn
ut L‘he expense of tobacco is, in my opinion,
entiyely wrong, because curtailment in to-
baces crop results inevitably in reduction
of next wheat erop, and although prices of
tobacco are now low, vet it pays better than
corn at one dollar per bushel, which would
perhaps be its extreme war-price,

It is true that the markets of the world
are too full of common tobacco; but RRussin
and Turkey being involved, and 2 general
disturbance in middle Europe, where much
t?bucco is grown, would soon cure this evil,
There never has been a time when there
was too much good Virginia tobaceo on the
market, suited for the English and bigh-
grade continental markets, and such Fo-
bacco will always command 2 fair vemune-
ration. 1 believe the true theory for the
tobacco section is, let the making'of manure
from all availablc sources-be the primary
object, to be applied to the largest area pos-
sible eonsistent with making good lobacco,
which will ﬁlve the best and surest prepara-
tion for wheat to follow.

Tre Soutn CaroriNa DEBT—PROMPT AC-
TION ON THE INTEREST QUESTION.— Charles-
ton, 8. (., May 8.—Private and trustworthy
advices have Been received here that the
question of the course to he adopted by the
Democratic State Government in regard to
the State debt was substantially seltied to-
night by the House Committee of Ways and
Means after a protracted consultation with
Governor Hampton, Attorney-General Con-
nor, and other leading men.
