General John Echols
is the orator of the day, and will pay an ap-
propriate tribute to the memory and ser-
vices of General Jobn C. Breckinridge, who
commanded the Confederates in that memo-
rable fight, as well as to the valor and en-
durance of the brave boys who were under
him.

THE SCAOOL FUND,

Yesterday there werea few thousand dol-
lars o the State Treasury, und in June the
schools will call tor their fund. What
amount will be necded to meet this demand
can be ascertained from the Treasurer’s re-
port last year, when the whole amount
drawn for public-school purposes was
$443,000 from the property and eapitation
tax, and 265,000 for* interest on honds—
making a total of $508,000. OI this amount
£305,000 was drawn on the 1st of June.

TAX ON PARSONAGES.

In a conference with Mr. Munford, Com-
missioner of the Revenue for this city, the
State Auditor of Public Accounts decided
vesterday that while parsonages were ex-
empt from taxation under the Code of 1873,
they were not under the law of 1874, and
from that time to the present have been sub-
jeet to taxation.

A LIFE Savep BY A DELICATE SCRGICAL
OperatioN.—Dr. Bunter McGuire, the well-
known surgzeon of General Stonewall Jack-
son’s staff, has established his reputation as
one of the most skilful operators to be found
in this country. On Saturday a little son of
Mr. C. L. Tinsley, aged about five years,
who lives in the vicinity of Richmond,
swallowed three pieces ol hard bark, which
lodged in his windpipe. The family were
greatly distressed at the accident, especially
as the little fellow’s condition soon became
precarious. Indeed, Mr. Tinsley says he
was nearly dead when he was carried to
the Retreat for the Sick at the Medical
College. The boy remained in this un-
fortunate condition until Tuesday af-
ternoon at hall-past 2 o’clock, when It
was decided to attempt an operation in the
hope of relieving the little sutferer. The
side of the boy’s throat was cut open, and
the bark, after some difficulty and much
care, extracted by Dr. McGuire. Yester-
day the patient bad so far recovered that he
asked his father to take bim home. It was
deemed best, however, that he should re-
main until fully restored.

Mr. Tinsley says Dr. McGuire told bim
that it was a desperate case, but that he
would do bis best. ITe is lavish in his praise
of the Doctor, and says the country people
and the world at large ought certainly to
know that there1s such a surgeon in Ricb-
mond.
