It would ap-
pear that this fluid is far more effectiveand
reliable in preserving vegetables and meats
in their original freshness than the strong
brine used in preserving salt meats, This
fact being established, the superiority both
for nourishment and health of fresh over
salt meats would secure its universal adop-
tion, and prove invaluable for use on ships,
in armies, and on plantations. The simple
anti-scorbutic effects of such A preservation
of fresh meat and vegetables would render
