The questions that have been presented

touching the Mississippi Jetties will prob¬
ably not be heard of again. The fact that
they arc altogether successful is so entirely
established that no person will have the im¬
pudence to dispute it. The only danger to
the Jetties that now seems to be apprehend¬
ed is that the channel may wear its bed
down below the mattresses, and that they
may slip into the channel and thus obstruct
it. This depends upon the length of thr

piles that were driven to keep tho mattresses
in place, and the depth "to which those

piles rcach. If they are long and deep
enough, the undermining of tho mattresses'
would only drop them down deeper. As

they sink in their beds other mattresses
could be placed above them, keeping up the
walls that confinc the channel to their proper
level. Of course Colonel Eads and his as¬

sistants have their attention fixed upon
these points. They know the depth of the
piles, and will surely take steps to bolster
up the jetties should there be any danger of
the undermining of the . piles already
driven.
"We have entire faith in the improvement,

and believe that the plan will continue to
maintain a proper current for the exit of
such a maritime oommerce as should exist
between the grand Mississippi and the
world. ,1
We see that the St. Louis Globo-Democra

city of vastly increased power-.one to be
respected and courted rather than co¬

erced by strategists and combinations.
St. Louis we regard as the most promising

city off of the seacoast in tho United States.
She is a proud city. altogether worthy of
her position upon the stream which we re¬

gard as the noblest in the world. Consid¬
ered with reference to its magnitude and to
its beneficence to society.the vast good that
it confers upon mankind.the Mississippi
is indeed the grandest river in the world.
Such a river should have a channel to sea

deep enough for all the wants of commerce.
We believe that Eads's jetties will give that
channel; and by all means should St. Louis
avail herself of all its advantages.

«'A Son of Norfolk," reierring to a para¬

graph which appeared in the Dispatch re¬

cently, sets forth in tbe Landmark his theo¬
ry as to the power of the-General Government
to acquire land within the States. We agree
with the "Son ol Norfolk" that the fathers
of the republic never dreamed of giving to
that Government the power to take land
