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A Blow Rtrnck.
Eight weeks have elapsed since the open¬

ing of the war, and after waiting thus long
the advance of the Russians across the Dan¬
ube into the Pobrojda at Ibrail has the ap¬
pearance of the precursor of a movement of
the whole grand army soon to follow. The
force widen has passed over the stream is

only a section of the left wing, and it \* not
likely that the great advance will be made
in this locality, but further westward along
the Danube. The fighting docs not seem to

have been very severe, as the Turks abandon¬
ed their batteries soon after the attack was

made, and without waiting for an assault
upon it, precipitately fled front the town of
Matchin. This neighborhood on the river
has been the scene of all the belligerent
acts of anv account that have taken place,
as it was near there that the two Turkish
monitors were sunk, and the artillery tiring
across the stream has been quite constant
for some weeks past. In the lighting which

{^receded the abandonment of Matchin the
iussian troops »re said to have shown

magnificent courage and discipline, and
it is at least evident that this event of
hostilities on a large scale has resulted
most unfavorably for the Moslem cause.

The success of this movement must
tend to confirm the general opinion of
correspondents with the Russian army,
that it is in superb condition, and that
nothing can save Turkey from crush¬
ing disasters except the intervention of
other nations. In this connection, how¬
ever, there is still good reason for looking
with apprehensive eyes towards England.
Although the Beaconsfield Government has
ceased to talk of intervention, it continues
an ominous preparation of the army and
navy to be ready for the worst emergency,
and'the commencement of the Russian in¬
vasion of Bulgaria can hardly escape bring¬
ing matters to a crisis.
This crossing of the Danube as low down

as the Dobrujda may be accepted as point¬
ing out some of the prominent features of
the Muscovite plan of campaign. As a

crossing in heavier force will be made
higher up at Turnu Magurelli, opposite
Nikopoli*, it will be seen that the intention
is to flank the strong fortresses of Ruts-
chuk. Silistria, Varna, and Shumla. which
constitute what is known as the Turkish
quadilatcral, and also to turn the left
wing of the Turkish strength concen¬
trated between the Danube and the
eastern extremity of the Balkan moun¬
tains. Such a plan does away with
the necessity of attacking these strong
positions, and if the Turks venture out of
them they will £ive the invaders the oppor¬
tunity of lighting them without the sup-
]>ort of these fortified places. The Turkish
force in the territory between the centre of
the Dobrujda and the quadrilateral would
thus be menaced on two sides.on the
northeast by the corps which have already
crossed the river in the vicinity of Matchin,
and on the southeast by those which are to
cross at Xikopolis. The latter would be on

the shortest route to Constantinople.the
old military road through the west¬
ern passes of the Balkans to the Mo-
rava Valley, leading to Sofia, Pbilip-
popolis, and Adrianople. The plan can

. only be a success in its execution on

the supposition that the Russians so greatly
outnumber the Turks as to be able to march
onward into Bulgaria and leave behind
them the enemy on the line of the Danube,
and this relative proportion of the hostiles
is an admitted fact. If the Ottoman com¬

mander desires to fight he must hurry his
troops away from the Danube and meet the
Russians at whatever point he can most
conveniently post himself south of the Bal¬
kans. But it is scarcely possible but that
he must be placed at a disadvantage save in
the event of inflicting a heavy defeat upon
the Russians when they essay the crossing
of the stream in the neighborhood of Xiko-
polis. The struggle has been opened in
earnest at last, and we must soon be in the
reception of stirring news..Baltimore
American.

Battle of Bndfuk ISeieht*.
DETAILS OF THE ENGAGEMENT.

St. Petersburg, June 24..Au official
account of the engagement (ought by the
troops who crossed from tialatz and occu¬

pied the Budjuk Heights says the Russian
force consisted of ten companies of infantry,
who crossed in boats, and were received by
a heavy fire. They, however, valiantly at¬
tacked the heights and drove back the
enemy. Th£ Turkish force oonsisted of
3,000 infantry and 300 cavalry and two guns.
T^he Russians having no cavalry or artillery
were obliged to resist the Turkish cavalry
with the bayonet. The Turks withdrew on
the arrival'of Russian reinforcements and
artillery. The Russian loss was forty killed
and ninety wounded. (General Zimmer-
mann telegraphs that the clergy and Chris¬
tian inhabitants of Matcbin received the
Russians with great ceremony. One regi¬
ment is already ia the town, and will be re¬

inforced by a brigade under General Jokotf.

NAVAL SUCCESSES.

The steamers Constantine and Vladimir
have sailed from Seb&stopol and Odessa re¬

spectively, Tbe former sunk four Turkish
merchantmen on the Anotolian coast after
putting their crews ashore. The Vladimir
captured a brig oft* Varna. Both steamers
returned to port safely.

A REVIEW OF THE SITUATION*.
London, June 24.-.In Asia the most im¬

portant strategical event has been the re-

eetablishment of the connection between
tbe Russian left and centre, as proved by
the fact that in the previous battle the Zudi-
kan left was strongly reinforced from the
centre. All known of the subsequent ope¬
rations has been contained in our previous
telegrams.
