Notwithstanding the
abundance of small grain raised last year,
yet the old crop iy very nearly exhausted,
except probably here and there a few bush-
elx of corn for sale.

In fruits we have a fair crop of apples.
This is afamous county for *‘old apple-
jack,” and with present prospects there will
be quite an amount made this year. In
peaches, on all upland, there is a fine crop—
trees now bending under their load—though
not half grown. On lowland, on water-
courses, there is searcely a peach to be
tound, all baving been killed in January,
and in many places even the trees are very
muech injured by the twigs being killed.
In berries we bave un abundance—straw-
berries and raspberries very fine ; and the
coming crop of blackberries will be im-
mense. This will be the itirst for our mer-
chunts to handle, and they will ship several
thousand pounds this season.

Only a few of our farmers have as yet en-
aaged in raising tobacco. The few that
planted last vear have done well, and have
their entire crop now set out. I hope they will
be remunerated for their labor, which will
induce others to engage in planting, for I
believe tobaeco-raising the only thing that
will ever bring our Southwest out. They

there is no money in it.

I sce reported in the Dispatch of the 22d
an account of a meeting of the citizens of
James City countv, held at the court-house
on the 16th instant, for the purpose of ap-
pointing delegates to the gubernatoriul
convention to be held in Richmond on the
8th day of August next for the purpose of
nominating our next Governor; and as the
secretary failed to state thatthose appoint-
ed—Judge R. L. Henley and L. W. Lane—
are pronounced Mahkone men, I thought
vou would probably like to kmow how
all this happened. It seems that our
county superintendent. called a meeting
of the citizens of this county for the
16th instant, just a few days previous
to its meeting, not giving sufficient time for
notices to be circulated—in fact, I don’t
think there was a single notice put up ata
single public place in the county, except at
the court-house, where our people do not
go except on court-day. In consequence

1 do not believe that one in twenty of our
population would vote for the General if
nominated by the Convention. Now, sirs,
from the action of that meeting it would
appear that the county is unanimous for
Mahone, which is far from being the luct.

But, friends, this
i3 not the time for spéech-making, nnd’ Tam
sure that you will be glad to see those who
have come with us. Allow me to introduce
Attorney-General Devens. .
The Attorney-General said: Fellow-citi-
zens, I am very much obliged to President
Hayes for this introduction, and am.very
glad to meet you this morning. The dem-
onstration. was not unexpected. I am sure
that from this time onward ‘till he reacbes
the metropolis of New England the Presi-
dent will be greeted at every station:in the
same way. The heart of New England
always beats warmly for the President of
the United States because New England
comprehends well that it was owing to the
union formed by the United States that we
have become a grand and mighty nation
instead of a mere collection of individual
States.
