THE BURGLAR ASP THE BOY.

Young Wollard »wa3 sound asleep on a

lounge in Dr. Wollard's office.the front
basement room.when bfe^beard a noise in
the chamber. He was alone in the house.
His mother and father were absent from the
city, and there was no one near at hand to
afford him counsel or help. But with
promptness and commendable pluck he put
on his pants and hat, seized a revolver, and
stepped out of his room into the passage.
which runs parallel with the street.and
there for a moment listened. He heard the
movements of a man in the chamber. He
knew that the man had no business there,
and he pushed the door open and fired in
the dark. Probably at the moment that be
pushed the door open the burglar was en¬

gaged in removing the lock, so as to gain
access to the upper part of the house. At
least that was the aspect of things when an
examination was made subsequently. i .

The-burghrr^nrast have been perfectly

astonished wben.the boy walked la .upon
him at his work, but be nevertheless re¬
tained ^elf-possession enough to fire twice.
one sbot going through .the panel of the
door, and the other going through^ and
-through the boy's hat. and lodging in the
wall. Young Wollard fired a second shot
and wounded the thief, and the latter re¬
treated through the window by which be
had entered. While getting from the win¬
dow out into the porch be was again shot
at, the ball going through a pane of glass
above bis head.

FLIGHT.
After leaving his plucky adversary in the

chamber, the burglar bad to swing out of
the porch over a partition into the porch of
the house adjoining. The steps from Wol-
lard's porch having been removed, this was
the only exit, and was by no means an easy
one. Just as he was disappearing into the
premises adjoining, young Wollard, by this
time having opened the door leading from
the chamber to the porch, fired again.
About this time.or rather after getting

out of the chamber where the conflict took
place.the burglar cried out, as if to a com¬

panion, "Hell, I'm wounded," or "Bill,
I'm wounded."
Having driven the invader, or invaders,

from the premises, young Wollard went to
the frontof the house and raised an alarm.
He aroused Mr. MeCoull, one of the neigh¬
bors, who with him searched the back-lots
and a vacant house in the row in fruitless
search for the wounded man.
Policeman Grady and Sergeant Gilman

>assisted them. ,

THE WOUNDED MAS.
ft appeared that the burglar, having gotten

into Dr. Wollard's back porch, with a saw
cut first the frame of one of the window-
blinds near to the point from which the
bolt sinks into the window-sill. Probably
not being able to reach the bolt from that
direction, he then cut out with a knife a
slatiund his band was (no doubt) thrust in
and the bolt withdrawn from the socket,
the blinds opened, and the sash raised.
The burglar rifled a.trunk and wardrobe,

and gathered together a considerable lot of
Jewelry and other small articles, which he
parked in a satchel belonging to Mrs. Wol-
lard, and put the satchel on a chair, where
he left it in his flight. Near this chair
(which was close to the window) and on the
matting covering the floor were a dozen
spots of blood. '

On the window-sill there was double as

much blood, seeming to point out that then*
was a momentary delay of the man in-
making his exit, or that the*exertion there
required olhim caused a more copious flow.
There were spots of blood also in the back- ,

porch and on the steps down which the fol¬
low ran from the porch of the house ne^t
door into the yard. * X : > j

THE BUBGLAR*8 TOOJ.S.
There were found in the chamber where

the conflict took place the burglar's screw- ]
driver (a small and .cheap .affair), a little
three-cornered file, and a handsome dirk,.
with silver-plated Ml* and - a; square and*
compass worked upon the blade. Lnese
are now at the Third station-house; where
they may be seen, and if .identified may pos¬
sibly afford some clue to the burglar and his
accomplices. The man must have had
with bim a,dark lantern.maybe tied to his
person. -Without some sort, of light he
could not have done his work, which, by-
the-way. indicates a " cracksman of no

mean acquirements.
FORMER ATTEMPTS AT ROBBERT.

It is generally supposed that Dr>/Wollara
keeps money and -valuables in- the house.
