Deing freemen, they can refuse to work for
that compensation and quit work. It isa
question with them whetber they are best
off in thus quitting work, trusting to the
demand for their services for an increase of
compensation, or by submitting to a redue-

tion of compensation and continuing at
work. This is the question: and as long as
thev do not transcend their light in this
respect they stand upon just ground.

But the very instant they undertake to
invade the liberty of other people by stop-
ping them from work or by arresting trains
or the work of shops, that instant they be-
come outlaws and forfeit all claim to con-
sideration and sympathy. Indeed, they be-
ecome amenable to severe punishment them-
selves, and should bearrested and rendered
powerless to commit outrazes, and be
brought themselves with all practicable ex-
pedition to punisk:ment.

This should be the general judgment.
The moment any man ceases 1o be o zood
citizen, and presumes to invade others' lib-
erty and obstruet the business of commeree
and destroy property, all temporizing and
parleying with them should cense und for-
bearance be at an end. Public liberty and
the peaceful prosccution of the husiness of
commeree demand this,

We repeat our expression of regret ut the
appearance of a sort of acquieseence in the
aggressions of wen who stop trains and stop
work and suspend commerer. The great
desire is to induce these outlaws to for-
bearand * let up.”™ Do that and depart, and
Jeave the good prublie in peace, This is
treachery to the public safety and privite
right. This kind of outrage is mmongst the
most alarming that could oceur. No coun-
try can afford to dally with it or permit it
to go unpunished.

We think it of the highest importance
that the public mind should view this mat-
ter exactly right, and we have regretted to
see the mistaken views of some presses,
among tirem notably the Daltimore cdmeri-
can, which, in the taee of the gravest out-
rages, while the mob was detiant and de-
structive, and the people of all elasses were
filled with fear, urged the policy of conces-

sion, and of its vwn motion sugrested a
committee of gentlemen who should under-

Criminal Punishments.

We observe that a great many criminals
are sent to the penitentiary for brief terms:
alarge number for asingle year. A world
of sound, tonical punishment is allowed to
£o by default in sending these criminals to
an institution that is crowded to suffoca-
tion, and where not a jot or tittle of good
is done to the convict. The State is in debt
and oppressed fer means to support her
government, and yet the small eriminals are
tbrown into the penitentiary to inerease the
public expenditure, and leave the institu-
tion before they learn how to perform any
useful service.

No person ought to be sent to the peni-
tentiary for less than three years, A good
whipping -and short continement in the
common county jail would be the best cor-
rection for the swmaller criminals. The
whipping-post is the very best and most
efficacious punishment that can be adminis-
tered. The more we know of the peniten-
tiary the less we think of it. If isa bad in-
stitution. It reforms nobody. It isa uni-
versity of crime, where villains of the
worst and most unscrupulous character
graduate in crime. The whipping-post is
far more valuable. If the State will adapt
its' laws to the policy of diminishing the
number of penitentiary convicts, and in-
creasing the activity of the whipping-post,
it will be found that crime is diminished
and the criminal expenses lessened. ‘Thisis,
furthermore, necessary to relieve the peni-
