Spirit of the Kdiiibiirir Ii Council.

TIIB ELDERS STAND RY TIIE 01.1> LANDMARKS.
AN ENTHUSIASTIC GATHERING.CONSPICUOUS
DELEGATES.HOW W'SINESS WAS CONDUCT¬
ED.AMERICAN ORATORY.

Kdinhurgh, July 7.

The old proverb. 4'Every cock crows
loudest on liis own r.-ost," has had ita verifi¬
cation in Edinbur«n during the present
week. Jn a former letter I mentioned some

of the circumstances attending the opening
of the great Presbyterian Council. It was

a gathering of the clans from all parts of the
earth; but for the first day there was a cer¬

tain shyness or reserve characterizing most
of the members. The circumstances under
which they were met were novel and pecu¬
liar, and it was not strange that they should
be slow to speak and act. But soon all this
disappeared before the general spirit of
kindliness and brotherly love which was
manifested in every quarter. The mem¬
bers of the Council felt themselves "at
liome,** and all tribes and kindreds were

anxious to make themselves heard. Pres¬
byterianism began to "crow." 2fo oppor¬
tunity was lost to proclaim its superlative
excellency. Among the topics earliest in¬
troduced for discussion were these : "The
Harmony of Reformed Confessions,"
" Fundamentaf Principles of Prcsbyte-
rianism," and "Presbyterian ism in Rela¬
tion to the Wants and Tendencies of the
Day." The nature of the themes was such
as to suggest boasting, and it was so easy to
do it in Presbyterian Scotland, and espe¬
cially in Edinburgh, crowded with the
monuments of martyrs and heroes, the
superb capital of the Presbyterian faith.
Three sessions of the Council were held
each day. and such was the general interest
011 the part of the public to hear the dis¬
cussion* that the large hall of the Free
Church General Assembly room, in which
the Council met, was densely crowded.

MKX OF MANY' NATIONS.

Admission was to be had only by ticket,
and these tickets were not, as in America,
.. free,*' but sold at a high rate. Tbe Scotch
have a genuine love for debating and dis¬
cussing; they like to bear it, and, if possi¬
ble, engage in it. Even the ladies share in
the common disposition. They came early
to the Council, in some cases bringing their
sewing or knitting with thorn that they
might spend the day. As to the Council
itself, certainly so far it has l>een a decided
success; the representation in it far
surpasses the expectation of the most
sanguine as to numbers. There are 333
members, representing forty-nine different,
branches of the Church. They come from
every quarter of t ho known world, and
though English is the official language of
the Council, some speak in their native
tongues and arc understood through the
agency of an interpreter. France has sent
some of her ablest men, both from the
National Informed Church and the Free
Church. Among them are Professor Mor-
rod, of Montauban. and Ed. de Pressense,
P. P., of Paris. The latter is a writer of
high repute, and his works are widely
printed in English as well as in
French. Holland, Belgium, and Xor-
wav have sent their representatives,
the* proof that the churches planted
and watered there by the blood or martyrs
still live. Germany and Switzerland are well
represented by such men as J)r. 1* abri, Dr.
Wangeman, and Professor Godet. From
Italy come the representatives of the An¬
cient Waldensiau Church and Free Italian
Church. The former of these churches,
which has descended from its mountain
fastnesses among the Alps to extend itself
over Iuily and has now churches as far
south h* Naples, deservedly ranks among
the oldest branches ot.tbc Presbyterian
family. There are also quite a number
of delegates present from Austria and
Hungary. Tbe story of John Huh*, the
great Reformer of Bohemia, is at once
mournful and glorious. Appearing nearly
a century before tbe great Luther,
be began a work which lasts to this day.
The seeds of his sowing have produced a

glorious harvest. The x-eformed churches
fn Hungary and Bohemia are now
numbered by the thousands. From
Spain comes Senor Cabrera, of Ma¬
drid, the representative of tbe young¬
est of the Presbyterian churches. It was

only in 18G3 that a revolution broke the
bonds of religious despotism in Spain ; but
since then some of her most devoted men

have been busy teaching and preaching
with wonderful* success. Already reformed
churches have been organized in different
places under the general name of the Span¬
ish Christian Church. It has two repre¬
sentatives in the Council.
THE BRITISII AND AMERICAN MEMBERSHIP.

England, Ireland, and Scotland have
sent some of their most eminent men, re¬

nowned alike in literature and the Church.
Amoug the elders are Lord Polwarth,
Lord Balfour, of Burleigh; the Earl ot
Kcintore, Provost Swan, and Professor
Simpson, M. 1). America has sent the
largest delegation, and one, too, of which
the churches at home may be proud.
Here they have produced a decided im¬
pression, alike by the ability displayed in
the papers presented by them and by
their pulpit oratory. So far as I bare heard
tbe Scotch aud tbe Irish ministers, the con¬

clusion is easily reached that the average
minister in America far surpasses in pulpit
power and ability tbe average minister in
this country. The expression is heard ©n

all «-ides among the ministers and people,
.< America has sent a splendid delegation."
One of* the Philadelphia elders, George
.lunkin, Esq., bad the honor of presiding
over one of the sessions of the Council.
So far the business of the Council has

been conducted quietly and without dissen¬
sion. It was feared by some that it would
be impossible to prevent tbe introduction
of subjects over which already years have
been spent in wrangling and strife to little
apparent good. But, fortunately, in this
respect their fears have been disappointed.
One subject, it was predicted, was sure
to cpnie up. It was tbe question of
the revision of the standards of the
Church. Some have boldly proclaimed
that the Presbyterians were weary of
their ancient doctrines, and that the
venerable Westminster .Confession of
Faith no longer represented the belief of
the Church ; henoe tbe necessity of revision

to form a creed more in accord with the
mind of the age.- JJut certainly the spirit
manifested in the Council was one in every
respect thoroughly in harmony with the an¬

cient standards of the Church. For doc¬
trinal soundness It could' not have been ex¬

ceeded by the famous Council that met in
Westminster Abbey itself.
The only item of the general rontine busi¬

ness apart from two papers presented that
I>osscsses special interest for American read¬
ers was the selection of a place for the next

general meeting of the Council. Philadel¬
phia was J he place chosen, and a large com¬

mittee appointed to make the necessary pre¬
parations. As the Council, by its constitu¬
tion, meets once in three years, Philadelphia
need not expect her visitors from abroad
until 1880. Heartv and generous as has
been the welcome extended by Edinburgh
to the. members of the Council from abroad,
it requires no prophet's tongue to predict
one equally hearty and generous in Septem¬
ber, 1880.

Sparine a Dcpnty Sheriff.
The Syracuse Standard relates a story of

the bad scarc which a Deputy Sheriff of that
city received. It calls him, for short, Ed.,
and says he is a good fellow, and where the
business is of a purely civil and peaceable
nature a first-rate officer, but his reputation
in respect of personal bravery is not all
that it might be. Ed.'s failing in this respect
is well known to his fellow-deputies, and on

Wednesday, being all assembled at the
court-house, ready to go where duty called,
they resolved to have a little fun at his ex¬

pense. Ed. put in appearance about 10
A. 31., and was at once informed with great
seriousness that a band® of rough-looking
characters had just passed the court-house,
and from their actions evidently had inten¬
tions hostile to that institution. Among
other things, one of them had stepped in¬
side of the railing and counted the number
of deputies assembled on the steps. The
whole party joinedjn discussing the affair,
and in five minutes Ed. was more than duly
impressed with the gravity of the situation.
"When the boy.s bfcgan to overhaul their pis¬
tols and clubs his countenance was a study.
In a short time, the enemy not appearing,
one of the party remarked he guessed lie
would £0 down to the armory to see what
was doing there. Shortly after his return
to the court-house there was brought, by
a young man all out of breath, a telegram,
which read about as follows :
" To John J. Mddram. Sheriff of Onondaga

county, or his Janitor, Court-house,
Syracuse :

"You are hereby notified to release all
prisoners in your charge by 11 o'clock to¬
night. If you do not your own life and
the lives or your deputies will answer for
it. Don't neglect this warning from an

Oll> Friekp."
On receipt of tuis dispatch all was com¬

motion at the court-house. The high
sheriff himself had gone off for a little re¬

creation in the woods before striking began ;
but the under-sheriff was on hand^ and at
once began to post his men for the momenta¬
rily expected assault. Presently Ed. spoke
up: "Sav, boys, hadn't we better send
down to the armory for some help; what
can five or six of us do against a whole
crowd?" To which the under-sheriff re¬

plied that he would do the best he could
with the force at hand ; if they got worsted,
then he would send for aid. Ed. and an¬

other deputy were now stationed in front
of the building, on the outside, while two
more were posted at the door on Clinton
street. The rest, of the party remained in¬
side. In a few moments there arose a tre¬
mendous commotion at the Clinton-street
door. Ed.'s companion ran to the corner,
whence he could see the side-door, and as

soon as he had looked lie callcd out, " By
Heaven, Ed., they've stove in the whole
side-door. It's no use stayiug here any
longer; let's leave." With this he took to
his heels; but, though he is a much young¬
er and lighter man, he was no match for
our friend Ed., who passed him like a shot
out of a gun. Ed.;s companion, whom, for
convenience sake, we will call George,
slacked up as soon as Ed. had passed him ;
but the latter kept all steam on until he
came into collision with an iron railing,
when he gave the tiuest exhibition . of
ground and lofty tumbling ever witnessed
in Syracuse. After he got "straightened
out" a little, no danger being apparent,
George persuaded him to return to the
court-house. Here he was informeclthafcthe
force at the side-door had dispersed their
assailants after a desperate fight; but that
the ruffians were expected back in greater
force in a few minutes. Ed. was
now dispatched to the armory for assist¬
ance, and perhaps it is not nccessarv to say
that in spite of his bruises he made good
time. Showing his shield and his scaled
message he was at once admitted by the
sentry, and in a few minutes lie stood hat
in hand before General Wood. Seeing the
deputy-sheriff come in at such a rate, that
officer naturally expected an important com¬
munication. Tearing open the envelope, he
read as follows : .

"To Major- General D. P. Wood:
"Please give the bearer a drink to keep

up courage; he needs it badly.''

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LOCAL MATTERS.
Ax Employment StvivnLF.it Trapped..

TV. R. Keater, who by his marriage some
months ago to Minnie Epps, then a prisoner,
in the City J ail,' attained some notoriety, was

arrested yesterday to answer for using the
United States mails to swindle people. On
the 12th of Jniy Keater earried to the State
oflicc an advertisement signed A. R. Dix¬
on, Superintendent S. and A. R. R., Chica¬
go," in wtiich '.Dixon" assumed to be the
officer of a nevr railroad, and etated that he
wanted to employ 1,000 laborers, 100 loco-
motive-engineers, 100 conductors, 100 tire-
men, and 200 brakernen, and promised to

give full information and free transporta¬
tion to those who applied, enclosing him titty
cents. Keater professed to be, acting for
Dixon. Upon being required no to do
Keater endorsed his own name upon the
manuscript advertisement as a guarantee of
good faith. This forethought on the part of
the gentleman who received the advertise¬
ment helped to fix the fraud on Keater.
Keater called the attention of several parties
litre lo the advertisement, and induced
them to write to the so-called Dixon
at Chicago. Being satisfied that a

number had enclosed fifty ccnts to Dixon,
it became Keater's object to get hold of the
money, lie therefore wrote on a postal
card to the postmaster at Chicago asking
him as, A. B. Dixon, to forward to him (this
"A. B. Dixon") at Richmond any letters
that might be there to the --address
of Dixon. This postal card was

turned over to a special agent by
the postmaster of Chicago, and the agent
seeing that the thing was a fraud notified
the Post-Oftiee Department at Washington.
The Department tent .Special-Agent Tid-
ball down here, and yesterday morning
Keater was arrested at the general delivery
when he came to get his Chicago mail. He
was taken before Commissioner Atkins and
examined and sent on to the grand jurv,
and in default of surety for his appearance
was committed to jail.
Keater is a locomotive-engineer by trade.

Several weeks ago Keater and his wi'e had
a row and were brought before the Police
Court. Keater then promised, if dis¬
charged, as lie was, to leave the State with¬
out delay. Very probably he is now sorry
that he didn't.

Meeting of tub Police Board.Ap¬
pointment of a Policeman*..The Board of
Police Commissioners met at the residence
of the .Mayor yesterday afternoon. Pro-
sent: Messrs. Carrington, .Shields, Myers,
Enders, Mayo, and Gresham.
The vacancy in the police force was tilled

by the appointment of David Barker. Mr.
Barker will serve in the tirst grade for three
years from (he date of his appointment,
unless promoted for good conduct to a

higher grade or removed.
On motion, the Chief of Police was au¬

thorized to tit up the three station-houses,
at a cost not exceeding §22"), so as to pro¬
vide sleeping apartments for one fourth of
the men assigned to each district, which
number are required by ordinance to sleep
at the station-houses when off duty to pro¬
vide for any sudden emergency.
Messrs. Carrington and En tiers were de¬

signated by the Board to audit and approve
all bills incurred in the police department
in the month of August, 1S7T.

A communication from Squire Cornelius
Harris setting forth certain grievances was

received and read. On motion, the Presi¬
dent of the Board was requested to inform
the writer that the matter complained of
was not remediable by the Board, but that
his redress should be found, ii anywhere,
in a court of justice.
After the transaction of routine business

the Board adjourned.
The members of the Board expressed the

opinion that their sessions should be held
in private, but indicated their perfect will¬
ingness to allow their secretary to furnish
the reporters with the results of their de¬
liberations.

Deattt of Colonel Armstrong.. In¬
formation was received in this city last
night of the death at the IJawley Springs of
Colonel E. J. Armstrong, a member of the
last. House of Delegates from the county of
Rockingham. Colonel Armstrong had at
various times within the past thirty or forty
years been a memberof the Legislature, and
had probably seen as much of such service
as any man of this day. He was a zealous
worker, a clear-headed speaker, and a faith¬
ful representative. He was one of the mem¬
bers of the Board of Public Works elected
by the people prior to the war, and in
that capacity scrred with acceptability
for a good many years. In the last
House Colonel Armstrong was one of the
most active champions of the Moffett-punch
bill. He conducted the bill through the
House, and as its patron there replied to
nearly every objection urged against it.
The Colonel will be much missed by the
habiluts of the ball of the House, for his
tall and lithe form, keen eyes, and long,
peaked white beard, were familiar to all.
He was highly esteemed bv those who knew
him, and whether able or not to agree with
him in his opinions, which were always de¬
cided, there, were very few indeed who ever

thought to question the purity of his pur¬
poses.
He was about sixty-seven years old.
