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Thft Texas -Pacific Railway.
The most important question by all odds

sd present before the people o? the United
States is the matter of the Texas-Pacific
railroad, and the attempt of the Central
Pacific railway to interfere with the char¬

tered rights of that road.
Congress, hy its aet incorporating the

Texas-Pacific railway, declared that the said

road .'should be constructed and main-

stained as a continuous line from 3far-
4i shall, Texas, to Ship's channel, in the JJay
** of !>an Diego, California." It required,
further, that the road should he constructed
along the " most direct and eligible route.

«< as near :t« might be to the thirty-second
. 'parallel of north latitude": and it fur¬

ther declared " that no consolidation or

"combination should ever be mad? between

'.said Texas-1'acijic Company and am/
«. competing line of railway in the Pacific."
The purpose of Congress was to estab¬

lish a competing line of railway to the Cen¬

tral line from the Atlantic to the Pacific.
This was clearly a great national object, and
it cannot be perverted without treachery to

the people of the United States. That the

transportation and travel between the
Pacific and Atlantic shall b«* protected
froTn »n oppressive monopoly is indispen¬
sable to public liberty, and should Congress
combine with a powerful corporation that
has drawn its millions from the public trea¬

sury to confer upon it the power to hold
this monopoly over the transcontinental
trade and travel it would be guilty of

basely betraying the people they represent.
The Central Pacific Railway Company,

through its Cre'ditOIobilier and other
schemes, worked with consummate inge¬
nuity and unserupulousness, has acquired
an amount of power that i< alarming. It
overshadows the State of California and the
whole Pacific co;mt, and confronts the At¬
lantic States, and stands before the halls of
Congress with a strength that may well
arouse tLc national indignation that must
soon be absorbed by the national anxiety.
This great corporation, knowing the cli-
matic and topographical disadvantages of
its Central lineaciosj? the Rocky Mountain"
and the Sierra to the Pacific, beheld in "the
chartered Texas- Pacific a dangerous com-

pet i tor. With it* perennial temperature
and salutary grades it would maintain
uninterrupted transportation with inva¬
riable facility, while the Central route,
wiih its hundred and iifty miles of snow-

shod:" and sharp grades, would not r.o aMe
to eouipete with it successfully. They pro¬
ceeded at once to use their be>t sagacity in

me:t>ure-» to protect themselves against this
antagonist. They projected their road from
San Franciseo up the ?t. Joachim valley to

intersect the Texas-Pacific at Yuma, and
proposed to rai^c a tiirht with the Texas-
Pacific upon a proposition to continue their
road eastward from that point: and this is
the fight pending before Congre** which
raised so much excitement last winter, and
was then adjourned to the next ses>ion.
'The question i< simply whether this Cen¬

tral Pacific line »ball steal away the rights
and advantages of the Texas-Pacific route

and deprive the people of the United States
of that competition in the transcontinental
transportation which Congress deemed so

important in 1ST 1 that all combination and
consolidation between the Texas-Pacitic
and any competing line was solemnly pro¬
hibited by law. The question is indeed one

of liberty. It is vital to the South, and of
inestimable importance to the whole Union.

if the Southern Pacific, which is really
the Central Pacific monopoly, is granted
privileges detrimental to the Texas-Pacific,
the nation parts with its great advantage of
competition in the world's commerce, and
also with a part of its liberty. That we may
understand how insatiable is this Central
monopoly, it is only necessary to lrarn some¬
thing of its administration of its present
monopolies. A correspondent of the Chi¬
cago Times gives the following hurried view
of it :

"The Central Pacific established itself as
an absolute despotic monopoly upon the Pa¬
cific coast by absorbing: all minor modes of
transportation. It owns every medium of
transportation in California and the sur¬

rounding country, from a wheelbarrow up.
It owns or controls every mileof subsidiary
railroad track from Ogden to San Francisco,
and southeast into Arizona, with the excep¬
tion of two small roads, which will be coin-

polled, sooner or later, to sell It their dozen
miles each, as all the others have had to do.
Thus it not only has a monopoly of carriage
between the main respective termini, east
and west upon the trunk, but It has a mo¬

nopoly of carrying every pound of freight
and every passenger from ull point?, more
or less remote, to the trunk and to each
other. Wherever it built a little brunch the
towns thus grudgingly accommodated were

compelled to give land enough to pay the
entire cost. Instead of becoming propria,
tors of the branches, the title passed to the
Central Pacific, and nothing remained for
the towns excepttbankfully to pay whatever
outrageous -prices the Central Pacific chose
to charge them for the use of their own
gift.
"Here in San Francisco they own all the

ferries; they own the steamship line to
China ; they own the steamers away down
on the Colorado river; and the way they
got these steamers is an admirable illustra¬
tion of (he manner in which the monopoly
throws out its tentacles and snatches. The
steamers were run by private enterprise
from the mouth of the Colorado river up,,
until the Central Pacific (calling itself the
Southern Pacific) pushed 011 until it n^rly
reached Fort Yuma. Then the manage¬
ment informed the owners of the Colorado
river boats that if they did not sell out to
the railroad tho railroad would put a line
of boats of its own on the river, and fix
rates at such a figure as would quickly
send their steamei* into the auctioneers'
bands.
"The owners sold out, of coarse, and

the Central Pacific now owns theonly water
transportation in that region."
The writer goes further into detail ; but

this will do. Suppose, now, that Congress
should conspire with this monopoly against
the nation, and help them to cripple the
Texas-Pacific so that it could present no
efficient competition, and would after a

sickly existence be swallowed into the great
rapacious maw of the gigantic monopoly
now threatening the national liberty : "What
then t The nation would have to consider
the situation, and ask, Ilow can the people
be delivered from this unprecedented op¬
pression? There will be then time enough
for that. But if Congress should be guilty
of such treachery it will commit an aet that
will have guiit stamped upon its face, and
invoke public execration upon those who
do the deed. Assuredly so plain a betrayal
of the rights and interests of the nation can
but be the result ol the basest corruption.

The State Committee.
We publish this morning a formal caJI

for the meeting of the Mate Conservative
Committee.

It will

have to provide a method of nominating a

candidate for the oflice or Attorney- Gen¬

eral. Indeed, it may dccidc to make a

nomination itself. But we hoj»c not. How¬

ever, let the committee decide an it will,

it is important that there should he a

full meeting.

" Unwritten Law."
This is the title of an address delivered

by Senator IjAYaiid, of Delaware, before
the Phi IJetta Kappa Society of Harvard
University on the 2Sth of June last. "We
have received a copy of it. and after glanc¬
ing over it we consider it a production of
uncommon merit. It presents clearly
"what constitutes our best reliance for the
"honorable and successful government of
"this great republic under the institutions
"esta"bli>hed by our forefathers." and is

especially worthy of perusal by those rising
young men who are to take upon themselves
the burthens and tlie direction of the repub¬
lican system which our ancestors bequeathed
to II*.
The following paragraph of the address

strikes us as philosophically and politically
accurate :
" It is a great truth that liberty must rest

upon a moral rather than a political basis,
and has its real security not in charters or

statutes, but in the peace and happiness,
the independence and elevation of mind,
which it brings to such as can truly com¬

prehend and enjoy its delights, which, once

tasted, create a healthy thirst which no-

thing but pure fountains can satisfy."
Exactly ! Nothing can be more true.

When the public virtue that preserves this
keen relish for the pure fountains becomes
poisoned, liberty affords not the delight
which gratifies its devotees, and it is neg¬
lected and left to decay. As long as public
virtue remains, the State, as the object of
public devotion, stands first in the hearts of
the people ; but the moment it is tainted the
public good is subordinated to other inter¬
ests. The great motto which is the very
corner-stone of the temple of liberty.
"Principles, not men ".is in effect ie-

versed, and " men, not principles," governs
the actions of those citizens who have turned
traitors to that which they should hold
dearer than life : their libkkty. Personal
independence and elevation of mind be¬
come degraded, and personal servility and
the low art# of partisan strategy take their
places.

Senator Batakd has done a work of pub¬
lic devotion in the preparation of this patri¬
otic and wise address, and we commend it to
the perusal of the young student.him who
has the glorious ambition to do something
in his day and generation to preserve to his
country that liberty which our fathers
achieved by such an outlay of treasure and
blood.

The Mississippi Jetties.
The attention of the reader was no doubt

attracted by the telegram in Monday's Dis¬
patch announcing, by official order, the
suspension of the expenditure of the 9100,-
000 appropriated for the improvement of
the mouth of the Mississippi river. The
appropriation was made by Congress upon
the condition that there should not be an

open channel of eighteen feet of water at
mean tide to and from the sea at some

mouth of the Mississippi. Captain Bnowx,
the engineer of the work, reports that there
is a channel "two hundred and fifty feet
wide and eighteen feet deep to sea, and
therefore the further expenditure on ac¬
count of the appropriation aforesaid is dis¬
continued. This is decided testimony in
behalf of UjcEads Jetties, which have se¬

cured this channel to the great commerce of
the Mississippi river.

ji. The people of the Mississippi Valley, we
are sure, appreciate the advantages of the
jetty improvement. They owe an inunense
debt to Captain Eaus, ludecd, the whole

nation should look upon him as a benefactor.

know from intimate personal observation
that Mr. Daniel, in addition to his great
talents and great legal attainments, carried
with him to the discharge of the duties of
the office great energy and pains-taking la-
boriousness. Tried by the success which
attended Mr. Daniel's discharge of the very
arduous duties of the office, his successor
will be submitted to a very severe ordeal.

It is of the highest importance, then, as

well 011 account of the very marked success
which attended the labors of the late in¬
cumbent as on account of the grave Inter¬
ests which will devolve upon Mr. Daniel's
successor, that the greatest circumspection
should be used in making a selection.

A Washington correspondent of the Now

i defender of President Hayes, reports that
i there will lie organized in hi* .State a ticket,

in opposition to that of the Democrat ie,
which will he in accord with President
Hayes's policy, and that it is to be opposed
to all State repudiation, and to demand nu¬

merous reforms in the State administra¬
tion."
We, of course, know nothing of the

purposes of the Republican party as to
the nomination of candidates, but feel sat-
isticd that if they frame a ticket it will be as
indicated above.in favor of maintaining
the State credit. As we attempted to show
recently, the national credit is so closely in¬
terwoven with the credit of the States that
repudiation of their just obligations
by the States must inevitably atl'cct
the credit of the General Govern¬
ment, especially abroad. The Repub¬
licans have always claimed to lie a

debt-paying . party, and have charged
that the Democrats favored the repudiation
of the national debt. Under these circum¬
stances, to.be consistent, they are hound to
array themselves in Virginia against repu¬
diation of the State debt. They will b<* in¬
structed from Washington as to their true
course, and every Federal office-holder in
the State will pass around the word of com¬

mand. And thus we are relieved of any
fear of Conservative defeat from tliH source
unless Conservatives themselves in con¬

siderable numbers refuse to vote for Colonel
Ilolliday, who is a debt-paying man.
We have thought it much more probable

that sonic professed Conservative like Par¬
son Mifj-jcy would conn: out in opposition
to our state ticket, hoping to secure the Re¬
publican vote as a ropudiator.
