{ .Home >'e« Invention* XcccNMury for

Future Astronomical Observations.

Persons who have never seen a first-class
astronomical observatory, nor read a de¬
tailed description of the same, can have no
idea of the peculiar difficulties which are

encountered and have to he- overcome at
any cost. One of these i> that when a tele¬
scope magnifies the size of any object it
magnifies also its motion, whe ther real or

apparent, in the same proportion. Any
| one who ever looked through a spy-glass
knows that it mint be held perfectly still,

j and that any motion communicated to the!
same causes an apparent motion of the ob-
Jcct observed, aud that this motion is larger
in proportion to the power of the glass. So

j in an opera-glass, which never magnifies
I beyond u, 4, or diameters. the motion
j of the hand in which it is held i« of not

j much consequence; but when using a long
j marine spy-filass it j> necessary to bold it

I quite still, and some improvised support is

j necessary, among which one or the most
I convenient is the shoulder of a person

standing in front of the observer. For

j large spy-glasses or small telescopes a foot-
¦ piece is necessary, and this must have more

.lability in proportion to the power of the
gla>s, as the least tremulous motion in the
instrument causes a strong vibration of the

j object seen.so much, indeed, that observa¬
tions are often interfered with from this
cause.
This is the reason that it has become no

longer customary to establish observations
on the top of buildings as was done in

I olden times, but on the ground tloor. So
the old observatory of the University of
Leyden, situated on the top of a high build¬
ing, possessed a large Newtonian telescope
constructed nearly a centurv ago by a maker
who had uttained a great reputation in this
lin*, but the instrument was rendered per¬
fectly useless by the continued vibratory
motion, either by wind, passing car¬

riages, moving of persons in the build¬
ing, etc. The objects observed were almost
always seen In a condition as if tossed
by waves. Some two years ago this tele-

| scope was still in existence, aud shown as a

curiosity, when the writer of this article
could not help but admire the useless inge¬
nuity with which it was mounted, and
which for an instrument of that power was

entirely out of place.
liy the general revival of astronomical

science, which became very active at that
period, it was superseded by a modern re¬

fractor, mounted cquatorially on a solid
base placed it a lessor height.
And here we must explain what is meant

by equatorial mounting. The apparent mo¬
tion of the heavenly bodies, caused by the
earth's rotation around its axis, and which
increases along the celestial equator, which
is the principal region for observation, to
about a quarter of a degree for every minute
of time, is of course magnified in proportion
to the power of the instrument ; so for a tel¬
escope magnifying say 120 diameters, it will
be 120 times as much, or 30 degrees for a

minute, or half a degree for a second of time.
It is evident that in such a case no object
would remain in the field of the telescope
longenough to be seen or studied, Out stars
and planets would move through the field at
too rapid a rate. The equatorial mounting
thus is intended to cause the telescope to
follow that motion, and is accomplished in
this way: in place of mounting the joints,
by which the free motion of the instrument
is obtained, to a vertical, solid pillar, they
are attached to an axis placed parallel to
the earth's axis, and this axis is rotated by
clockwork at the rate of once in 24 hours,
in an opposite direction to that in which
the earth is revolving, so that these two
movements neutralize one another; and the
telescope, if left to itself, is rendered im¬
movable in space, except following the
earth's yearly orbit, which, however, does
not influence the direction of the instru¬
ment to any perceptible degree.
The apparent motion of the sun is slower

than that of the fixed stars, for one day per
year, or nearly one degree for every 24
hours. The apparent motion of the moon
is again slower to an amount oT nearly
thirteen degrees for every 24 hours. The
clockwork regulating the rotation of the
telescopic axis has to be set in accordance
to the intention to use the telescope to ob¬
serve the fixed stars, sun, or moon, and this
movement must be more minutely regu¬
lated in proportion to the power of the in¬
strument.

Lately a great pressure has been brought
to bear "on those having the power or means
of managing or foundiug astronomical ob¬
servatories. so as to induce thein to have
large, powerful telescopes constructed.
.Million-dollar telescopes have been spoken
of, but the difficulty of their mounting and
the absolute necessity of regulating their
proper motion to follow the objects observed
appears not to have been thought of, while it
is one of the most important mechanical
problems with which the utility of such in¬
struments will stand or fall.
Suppose a telescope could be constructed

which would bring the surface of the planet
Jupiter to within an apparent distance of
ten iniles. Then not only the motion of the
earth herself, but al«o that of the planet in
bis yearly orbit, and the immense velocityof rotation around his axis in ten hours,would have to be compensated for by the
clockwork attached to the telescope, as
without it the objects would fly across
the field with the velocity of a "railroad
train. To realize the truth of this asser¬
tion we have only to consider that the cir¬
cumference of the planet amounts to a
tquarter of a million miles, so that every
point of its equator moves that distance in

a Jittle less than ten hours, equivalent to a

velocity of about 29,000 miles per hour.
Seeing objects moving with such a velocity
at a distance of ten miles is equal to seeing
object* move with 1-500th part of that
velocity at a distance of 1-ftOOth part of ten
miles, which corresponds to observing
a veloehty of 50 miles per hour at a
distance of 34 feet. Looking, therefore,
with a telescope bringing the surfaco of
Jupiter to an apparent distance of let)
wiles would be equivalent to looking at
a distance of only 34 feet at a railro*<J
train moving at n Velocity of 50 per hour.
Of course nothing could be distinguished.
The problem is therefore not alone to make
die lenses und the tube a gigantic telescope,
but an equu.'ly important problem Is the
mounting and elockworK required to make

observation possible. And this becomes an

Interesting problem because with such high
powers the earth's yearly and daily motion
not alone, but also the velocity in orbit and
rotation of planet", must be taken in ac-

( count, as well as the inclination of the axis,
of planes, of orbits, and of rotation.

Queer Operation* with n Draff.
The Buffalo Commercial Advertiser says :

"On the (5th of last month a stranger called
at the Marine Bank of this city and obtained
a draft for $12 on the Bank of North Amer¬
ica, payable to the order of If. J. Walker.
A week later another stranger called at the
same bank and obtained a draft on New
York for $1,200, also payable to the order of
IT. J. Walker, and drawn on the Bank of
North America. On the 20th the individual
who got the last-mentioned draft called at
the Marine Bank, said he was unable to use
the draft as be had intended, and
asked that the currency be refunded
to him for it. The teiler recognizing
him as the person who had purchased the
draft, gave him the money as requested, and
handed the draft to the book-keeper, who
entered it on the books as paid, and put it
into the drawer of cancelled vouchers. Some
days after this it was discovered that the
draft of the f;th for $12 had been cleverly
altered to £1,200, and a description of it
was furnished the Marine Bank by the Bank
of North America in its monthly statement.
This led to an investigation, and it was
found that the altered note was negotiated
at Strathroy, Ontario, with Messrs. A.John¬
ston Co., bankers at that place, who sent
it to their agents in New York, Messrs.
Smither & Watson, who had it certified on
the 1 Oth, and advised Johnston A: Co. by tel¬
egraph of its payment. Johnston 6c Co.
then settled with Walker for the draft, and
that individual left for parts unknown.
Messrs. Smither & Watson deposited the
draft in the Bank of New York, from
whence * it passed through the elearing-
house, and was paid by the Bank of North

j America on the 20th. The draft negotiated
here and the one at .Strathroy, Ontario,
were not signed in the same handwriting,
and there was probably a confederate at
each place. It is understood, in accordance

J wlffi a decision of the Court of Appeals in
a similar cast, that the loss will fall on A.
Johnston & Co., of Strathroy. or Smither &
Watson, their New York agents."

father, Mr. John Hall, of Robert* port, Li¬
beria, whom he had not seen for twenty
years, the whole family.father, mother,
and two sons.having been slaves in the
South, and thus become scattered. The
father, obtaining his freedom, found his
way to Liberia, where fortune has favored
him. He is engaged in cotl'ee-raisi ng, and
says he has a eoffee-groVe planted for each
of his boys (George and Charles), and is
very urgent in his appeals that they shall
come to Liberia, "their natural home,"
and be a comfort to him in his old age. He
says that to emigrants who mean to stay the
American Colonization Society will furnish
a free passage, six months' provisions, a

town-lot, and tive or six acres of land when
they arrive at Monrovfii, the capital of the
country. George has not yet decided to go,
but feels very much like going to see his old
father, but is afraid he would not like the
country as well as the United States, and
the cost of a trip to Africa aud back again
would be rather hard on his bank-account..

It is to be hoped that this slate
of things will last only a short time.
Elsewhere in this morning's Dispatch will

be found a notice of the Superintendent of
the Water-Works urging that all fountains,
street-sprinklers, and other uses of water
that are not absolutely necessary for family
or mechanical purposes be immediately
stopped. The subject Is an important one
and deserves the attention of our citizens.
