TIHE ENCIIANTED FIDDLER.

A Sequel to the ‘Enchanted Fiddle.

However interesting and complete in
itsell the fairy story of ¢ The Euchanted
Fiddle” may have been to the thousands of
people who read what is daily printed in
{ these columns, there are no doubt many who
fwould like to know what became of the
[ wonderful musician and of other matters
[ connected with this ifted and mysterious
person. , :

Tt will be remembered that in the story of
the * Dorwroeschen ' there are both good
and bad fairies concerned in the plotj and
so there shall Le in this, although in **The
Enchanted Fiddle’ all works smoothly and
harmoniously, and not a word is said about
a bad fairy. ~ Little Jake bimsell knew but
'too well of the evil influences of bad fairies,
and although he had never-been enchanted
bv any of them, he had seen enough of their
baleful workings to place him on his guard,
[and as far as possible avoid their seductive
ladvances, 5

The bad fairy that will be associated with
the fortunes of the wonderful musician ap-
pears in no particular conventional formj
it may be sometimes under the guise of a
beantiful female who replenishes the emp-
tied gluss with the ¢amber-colored beer,”
or with the ¢ roseate winefrom Necekarand
Ithine*’; but under such amask is the real
bad fairy, and, like the Lorelei, lures the
victim on to destruction.

Strange as it may appear. this particular
bad fairy is alwavs in the way of the
worldly prosperity and suecess of what are
called **men of genius7—artists, literary
men, and musicians, Dut it is towards the
latter that he seems to bear some particular
grudge; he is always trying to enchant
them, and he generally succeeds it he gains
an undne influence over them, As to what
is called < zenius,”? some matter-of-fact peo-
ple contend that no irregularity of conduct
should be miscalled ¢ eccentricity of ge-

nius**; and if a man follows music for
a profession, he should drudge at it
as a shoemaker over his lap-stone or

a DLlacksmith over his anvil. To them
the merit of Mozart's “Oxen Waltz”
s overlooked when it is considered
he wrote it to avoid the importunities of
his buteher clamoring for the sum due for
the meat he had sold him. * A fig,” say
they, *for your genius; he rarely hus
money enough to pay his washerwomuan, If
Mozart sat up half the night filling his hide
with beer and wine, and drumming some
of his own compositions on an old barp-
gicord, how could he be fit for business the
next morning ? and how the devil could he
pay a butcher's bill unless he borrowed the
money * And look at Burns; there was
what you call * genius’ again. He had bis
head furned Ly flattery, and he went bum-
ming around in the company of his supe-
riors, drinking whiskey and writing poetry
on anything that happened to turn up. He
was always overwhelmingly in debt; and
between worrying over this and excessive
drink he died at the age of thirty-seven,”
Thiz is all very good as far as it goes, but
we dare say if Mozart or Burns had been in
the possession of ample fortunes, and had
spent money frecly on the bummers of that
day, their follies would have been over-
looked Dby the very people who havetried to
belittle their fme, But we would ¢ draw it
mildly ** in speaking of their shortcomings;
for in their eases the ¢ bad fairy ** must bear
the responsibility of their irregularities.
And now we must return to the wonder-
ful musician. After his performances in
the villaze concert-room the whole place
wis in a state of great excitement. Even
the old violin-players—those who had been
having things thelr own way for vears, and
realized that they were about to have their
pins knocked from under them—they, as
they sat around the table in the little beer-

garden of the place, discussed the stranger
between sips of their favorite drink,
