"Workings of the Bankrupt Law..To
illustrate how business integrity is de¬
bauched : A merchant bought §12,000
worth of goods on credit, and soon after
had himself put in bankruptcy by a friend
so he would have to pay nothing for a re¬

lease, procured a friend to be made as¬

signee, who had the stock appraised at
&),000, which another friend bought in at
fifty cents on the dollar, and transferred to
the original merchant on the very day he
received his discharge, thus securing
goods worth ?1 2,000 for $2,500. When
one of his creditors, purchasing at
his store, asked a reduction on the article,
giving as a reason that he had lost so
much money by him, the debtor exclaimed,
44 Do you think I was such a fool as to go
into bankruptcy for your benefit?" It
will be asked, IIow can such things be and
not come to the notice of the officers of the
Court? The proceedings were regular, and
the Court relies upon the oaths made before
it. Even in the case of the bankrupt who
has no desire to defraud, the fees attending
the proceedings are so enormous that, as the
law student said, <4 the aim of bankruptcy
seems to be to make an equitable division of
the assets between the officers of the courtand
the members of the bar." We know of an
instance of a large operator in Iowa who
was atone time reckoned to be worth five
millions of dollars. He moved to Chicago
and engaged extensively in banking, pack¬
ing, and produce. He had real estate esti¬
mated to be worth three millions of dollars.
He obtained from a Hartford life-insurance
.company a loan of one million dollars on

his real estate, and then he took the benefit
of the bankrupt law in so short a time that
the mortgage was udjudged fraudulent as
to hi« other creditors, and the company will j
scarcely realize twenty cents on the dollar
of the principal sum advanced, to say no¬

thing of the interest. In the light of com¬
mon honesty this would be called an im¬
mense swindle, but it is nevertheless the
legitimate workings of the national bank¬
rupt law Indianapolis Journal.

AYe feel much pleasure in tracing the pro-
m-essof the great work you entrusted to
OUT care, and we are sure that you share
in our joy as vou recall to mind the incep¬
tion of the colonization movement. A*
members of a great benevolent organiza¬
tion you have good reason to rejoice that
vou put in motion a mighty power for the
working out of countless blessings, spintr
ual and temporal, for thousands of our
Catholic people, and that you cheered on

the men to whom you entrusted tie cause
or colonization by good deeds and hope¬
ful words. '

. . DSince our last convention the work has

been carricd on with unabated zeal and
vigor, and public opinion has been aroused
to such a great extent with regard to colo¬
nization by the untiring energy of gome

members of our Union that the pages of
every Catholic journal in this country have
from time to time contained appeals in be¬
half of the grand object for which the Ra¬tional Board of Colonization was establish¬
ed. We feel an honest pride in the reflec¬
tion thai the Irish Catholic Benevolent
Union undertook a grefit and noble woiic
that had been neglected before the birth of
our Association, and that it has now c\ ery
reason to hope that through its instrumen¬
tality thousands or Irish Catholics will oe

snatched from the jaws of grinding poverty,
from the miseries ever to be found in ttis-
mid dwelling-places in loathsome lanes and
alleys of large cities, from the brink of des¬
pair that lies before those who see life one

dreadful scene of sorrow and domestic
trouble.

PURCHASES OF THE BOAKD, AC.

The Colonization Board has purchased
and has possession of nenrly 30,000 acres
of excellent land, which can he taken up by
colonists nt any moment. Poor men can

procure the land without paying any mo¬

ney for a term of four or five years. Means
will soon be within our reach by the sale
of town-lots in our colonies for rendering
some assistance to poor colonists.

CXI0S' TIES.
It was suggested that there should be some

tie stronger than that which now holds the
Union together devised, and the following
plan was proposed :

Death, Benefits..There shall be formed in
connection with the I. C. B. U. a death
benefit department, as follows :

I. Every society in connection with the
Union which shall resolve to participate in
the death-benefit fund shall, on or before
the 1st day of January, 1878, notify the
national secretary in writing of its purpose,
and at the same time furnish a report of its
membership.

II. So soon as societies, aggregating not
less than 3,000 members, shall resolve to
unite, the national secretary shall issue a

circular stating the fact, and calling for an
assessment of five cents for each member,
which shall within thirty days be forwarded
to him.

III. Whenever a death occurs in any so¬
ciety entitled to participation in death ben¬
efits, the president and secretary of the said
society shall certify whether the deceased
was at his death entitled to benefits in his
society, ^nd thereupon the national secre¬
tary shall transmit by check to the order of
the president of the society in which the
death occurred, to be used for the imme¬
diate family of the deceased if he leave any;
and if not, to be delivered to his executor
or administrator.
This matter was referred to a committee

of seven to report to-day to the Conven¬
tion.

Hustings Court.Mofpett Reoistek.
Indictments by the Grand Jury..Judge
Guigon returned to the city on Wednesday,
and yesterday the Hustings Court com¬
menced its fall term.
The Grand Jury, of which Major John

II. Claiborne was foreman, met at 11 o'clock.
The Judge stated that he had purposed say¬
ing something to the grand jury on the sub¬
ject of the Moffett liquor law, but the mass of
criminal business which had accumulated
during the court's vacation was such that
he would defer saying anything until they
could give the subject their special atten¬
tion. This he would say, however, in the
outset, that this was a law of Virginia, and
it would be executed to the very letter, and
if rendered necessary, by evasion or viola¬
tion, such as this court is informed has been
practiced, with a certainty and severity
commensurate with its importance to the
State, and which will enforce a compliance
with its provision*.
The grand jury found true bills for felony

in the following cases : James Tyler, for en¬
tering the dwelling-house of E. J. warren
in the night-time and stealing eleven silver
spoons, a silver ladle, silver forks, &c. ; John
Thomas, for stealing Mrs. M. B. Wilkin¬
son's pocket-book from her person; John
Wells, for stealing a gold chain, &c., from
T. J. Kelly ; Robert Tanner, for breaking
into the canal-boat Henry Branning in the
night-time; George Washington, for break¬
ing into the canal-boat Iron.
The grand jury also found true bills

against one hundred lawyers, doctors, and
others, for failing to obtain their licenses
according to law. ^
Henrico County Court.Important Road

Case Decided.An Ex-SfiBRiFF Fined..In
the Henrico County Court yesterday Judge
Minor delivered the judgment of the Court
in the case of the Richmond, Williamsburg
and Henrico Turnpike Company, declaring
its charter forfeited, and throwing the road
open to the public. The case was argued
at the last term of the court by Colonel
John B. Young for the complainants, and
Charles U. Williams, Esq., for the defend¬
ants.
The gronnds taken bv those who brought

the action are that the turnpike was char¬
tered by act of the Legislature in 1800, the
charter stating that it was to be graded and
gravelled for ten miles each on the Williams¬
burg and Central orDarbytown roads. The
act did not specify any limit to the time
when this improvement should be comple¬
ted. The company went to work soon after
its organization and put into proper condi¬
tion two and a half miles on each road, and
have not gone beyond that point.
The Legislature passed a subsequent act

on the 2.'ld of February. 1875, declaring
that turnpike companies which had not in
two years from that date completed their
lines according to the terms of their char¬
ters should be thrown open to tlx? public.
It was on this act that the complainants
brought their action, which was sustained
by the Court.
The counsel took exception to the order

of the Court, and had suspended the execu¬
tion of the order for thirty days in order to
enable them to apply to the Circuit Court
for a writ of error.
Ex-Sheriff C. Wagner, of Henrico, was

tried on a presentment for misdemeanor,
found guilty, and lined ?5 and costs.

Police Court, Yesterday.Police-Jus¬
tice Joseph J. White presidin#..Jobn
Farmer (colored) was up for deceiving Ade¬
laide Green under promise of marriage.
Farmer and Virginia Johnson were to have
been married Wednesday night, but Ade¬
laide interrupted and forbade the ceremony.
The examination demonstrated that Far¬
mer was guilty morally but not legally, and
he was discharged, and is probably by this
time married to Virginia Johnson.
Leamon Benedix, for trespassing upon

the domain of another citizen, was required
to tind surety in $000 for good behavior or

go to jail. Up to I o'clock yesterday he had
not found the surety.

Tender of a Fine in Coupons Declined.
The counsel of James Sweeney, who is now
in Jail serving out a judgment of the Hust¬
ings Court, yesterday tendered to Depuly-
Sergeant Ilolzinger the sum of $240.28, for¬
ty-five dollars of which was in greenbacks
and the balance in State coupons, in pay¬
ment of his line a«d cost*. Sergeant Ilol¬
zinger declined to take the amount because
it was not al! in what some folks call "good
money."
Reportcd Violation of the Moffett

Law. . Mr. Helfrich, saloon-keeper on
Seventeenth street, was reported yesterday
for failing to turn the crank of one of his
liquor-registers. It seems, however, that
Mr. Helfrich was not at fault, but that his
register was out of order, or the spring too
weak to strike the gong.
