At the London Bow-Street Police Court
on September 1st Edwin Murray was placed
on the witness-stand 1o testify agzainst
cortain Scotland Yard detectives, charged
with having conspired together to defeat
rhe ends of justice, &e.

While I was away Wal-
ters joined with Kurr, and I being atenmity
with Kurr at the time, they started a society
at Gresham street—the Montague firm.

By what name did you pass there ? Jumes
Henry or Harvey.

How long were you there?

But on tbat particular visit? From July
o0 December. 1 started with Walters, who
appeared as an English gentleman sapply-
ing capital to Americans respeeting the pur-
chase of lands. [Laughter.) Iwasaland-
curveyor. I used to 2o and survey their
land to see if it was proper security for the
« English gentleman,” as Walters was called,
1o lend his money upon. [Laughter.] At
the same time I used to give the Americans
1o understand that if my hand was properly
weighted (with money) T could send in a
proper report to him. [Laughter.] I led
them to understand that I was perieetly
open to bribery. [Laughter.]

What was he called? He was Mr. Iey-
wood, an English money-lender, and 1 had
a plate on my door with ** Land-Surveyor
and Insurance Agent ™ on it.

I always tind
that people are more easily duped when they
are laying themselves open to dupe others,
such as those people who were prepared to
vietimize English gentlemen, If I saw a
piece of mud with a stick only in the mid-
dle of it I should represent it as a fine picce
of property, and my report satisfied the
Americans. [Laughter.] You know—

‘How much money did you make by that?
Well, we found it a very casy and lucrative
business. We used to make about $400, or
£80 a day. It did not, however, last long.
After 1 had done with the clients I passed
tbem on to Walters, and as a second security
he used to get them to insure their lives.
[Laughter.]

They used to come to you to pay the pre-
miumeg, I suppose? Yes; I hadan arrange-
ment with one of the best societies in New
York. The ofiice, however, would not let
me give them their policies without having
areference, o 1 used to give them my card
in order that the business might be done
expeditiously; then they used to hand in
their money.

What did Walters say when the people
were passed on to him? Te used to tell
them that the report received from M.
Henry was perfectly satisfactory. [Laugh-
ter.] But as an additionul sceurity be, too,
wished them to insure their lives; be would
gay that in many instances he bhad found
that people to whom he had lent his money
bad died, and their creditors had to sell off
their property, leaving their families desti-
tute; he being a Kkind-hearted individual
{laughter], wished .them to insuie their
lives, so that, if anything happened, all
they bhad to do was to tuke their insurance-
policy dewn to the office and receive the
money. [Langhter.]

{rom the insurance company ? Ob, yes, for
sending the people down.

When they bad bribed you and insured
their lives, did they get an advance? Imay
