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Speaker Randall. _

We congratujate the country upon the
redlection of Mr. RANDALL to be Speakerof

the national House of Representatives. We
have never ceased to press his claims, nor
to think that of all the men whose names
were mentioned in connection with the
office he was the only one who Was fairly to
be considered as entitled to the office. We
say, perbaps, too much when we say tbat
he was entitled to the office; but we do not
use the word inan offensive seuse. We
mean simply that if aman was ever eqtitled
to an office in virtue of his talents, his ser-
vices, and his character, then is Mr. Rax-
DALL so entitled and for these reasons.

It is objected to Mr. RANDALL that his
ruilngs made Mr. HAYES President ol the
United States, But what of that? e
ruled simply as any honorable man must
have felt obliged to rule. It wasa Demo-
cratic House of Representatives that passed
the electoral-commission bill, and passed it
too against the wishes of alarge number of
Republicans. The commission performed
its duty according to the strict Tetter of the
law of the case. Therefore, whatever we
may think of Judge BRADLETY, or the other
Republican members_of the commission,
we must remember that Mr. HAYES became
President according to the forms of law.
As Mr. StePnENS, of Georgia, has well gaid,
his title to the office i3 not merely prima
Jacie good, as that of any preceding Presi-
dent had been, but has been passed upon
by a quasi judicial tribunal. The matter is
res adjudicata. His title has been formally,
judicially, and lawfully declared good, and
in the most solemn manner. And as all
those solemn proceedings bad taken place
before Mr. RaxpaLL made the rulings which
have been so strenuously objected to, we
ought certainly not to charge him with dere-
liction of duty because he firmly resolved
to allow Mr. HAYES to become President in
pursuance of a law which had been made
by the opponents rather than by the sup-
porters of tbat gentleman. By the way, it
would be but fair for the enemies of Mr.
HAYES to recollect that if he had refused to
accept the oftice ‘of President his refusal
would not have turned the office over to
$r. TILDEN nor to Mr. HENDRICKS, but to
the Radical Vice-President WHEELER first,
and if he had declined it, to the Radical
president of the Senate—the miserable
FERRY.

Another objection urged against Mr. Rax-
pALL is that he is a protectionist. This is
hardly a practieal question—this of a pro-
tective tarif. The expenses of the Federal
Government are so heavy that a bigh tariff
is an umavoidable evil, il evil it be. We
should prefer a revenue tariff to a tariff for
protection; but no tariff is likely to be laid
for a long time which will not be so high as
to be protective. More: we but repeat
what we have several times said, that to get
rid of the present internal-revenue system
we would be willing to vote for any tariff
for which the protectionists might ask our
support as a consideration for their support
of a bill abolishing that syvstem. At any
rate, we are not yet ready to make protec-
tion a party test, nor a test in any election
inside of the party. .

Ar. RAXDALL is an unflinching Democrat.
His services a3 a filibuster in the last Con-
gress but one ought never to be forgotten
by any good southron. For forty-eight
hours he sat in his seat, and outgeneralled
the shrewdest of the Republican leaders.
In Philadelphia, the most bigoted city in
the Union, he has boldly proclaimed his
principles and maintained his integrity. He
bas allowed no considerations of locality,
or of prudence, to cause him to side with
the enemies of the Constitution.

Mr. RANDALL is a fair man. Whether he
is a friend of the Texas-Pacific railroad or
not, we are not able to say positively. But
we are very sure that he will be denounced as
such by the organs of that huge monopoly
the Central Pacific Railroad Company. And
we are equally assure that he will not pack a
committee in the interests of that avaricious
aund grasping monopoly. We are rejoiced.
at Mr. RaxpaLL’s election when we recall
the fact that he has been pursued by the
organs aforesaid as a friend of subsidies to
railroad companies. We safd some time
ago, when we were under the mistaken im-
pression that the Hon. JoRN GOODE, of Vir-
ginia, was an enemy of the Texas-Pacific
road, that no southern man ought to vote
for a candidate for Speaker who was op-
posed to that road. We take it for granted
that as Mr. RANDALL received the almost
unanimous vote of the southern members
on the first ballot, he is at least not hostile
to that beneficent scheme for promoting the
prosperity of the South, and of the whole
Union. In fact, we feel but little doubt
that he will do whatever he 'can honorably
do to aid in that great and important public
enterprise. . . _

To conclude, we find no reason for regret-
ting Mr. RANDALL’S redlection, but many
for being pleased st it. One of these last is
the fact that his defeat would have necessi-
tated the defeat of 8 number of the other
faithful and eficient officers of the House,
since it is a rule not to confer two of those
offices upon one State.

Mr. RaxpaLL has worthily won bis honors,
and he will worthily wear them.

On Sunday last elections were held in
France for members of the Chamber ‘of
Deputies. The custom in that country
is to hold elections on Sunday; so there
iz nothing remarkable in the fact even,
although it was the clerical party that fixed
upon Sunday. The elections resulted in
an overwhelming majority for the Republi-
cans, Mors than half of the 363 Republi-
cans who were among the members of the
dissolyed Chamber were reélected. The
fact that this result has been reached in
spite of persecutions on _the part of the
Government and in defiance of the efiorts
of thousands of officials, shows that repub-
licanism bas a fast hold upon the people of
France, and proves, also, to the credit of
President McMamox, that there was no
ballot-box stufling on the part of the Gov-
ernment, and no such display of force as to
deter the masses from voting.

Of course there has been great excitement
in France in regard to these elections. The
defiant attitude of President McMAmoON ; the
prosecution and conviction of GAMBETTA—
who is now one of the newhv-elected depu-
ties; the violent discussions in the daily
journals—as violent a3 the Government
would allow; and a deep-seated apprehen-
gion that President McMagox did not in.
tend to bow to the will of the people if ex-
pressed against his policy,—eombined to
warm up the French people to fever-heat.
They, however, manifested the virtues of
prudence and forbearance ina remarkable
degree, or had done so up to the latest ac-
counts which we have received. ¢How it
iz all to end,”” eafinot yet be foreseen ; but it
would seem unlikely that the Government
would dare to set itself in opposition to the
will of what appears to be so very large a
majority of the French people. The demon-
stration at M. THIERS’S funeral was a sig-
pificant warning. The result of the elec-
tions is another. Whea France speaks,
Frenchmen must obey.
