After killing her he
draped the body otV about three hundred
yards, concealed it, ynd returned to the
iiou-c and spent the balance of the night.
The next morning he gave out that Mrs.
Harris had gone visiting, and that he was

going to bring lier home: and lie has not
been heard of since. Afterabout two days
the neighbors suspected what had been
done, and search was made and the body
was found.

It is said that Harris and iiis wife got on

very well together except when Harris was
drinking. They had had six children.
AV1k. ii Harris was under the influence of
liquor he would sometimes beat his wife,
and t hi- the neighbors knew ; and conse¬

quently when the erics of Mrs. Harris were
heard on the night when the murder was
committed nobody interfered. Richardson,
so 1 am told, says he heard her cries, but
he w as afraid t«> go to the house. Mrs. Har¬
ris was a good woman, and had never given
her husband any cause for resenting such
politeness a* she show ed towards Richard¬
son. It seem- that she had only inquired
how his arm was, which had been broken,
and that h<- thanked her for some bandages.
Harris's father (Dr. Harris) is said to be a

very respectable old gentleman, of Ilenrv
count v. Alt*lia.

The plateaus along the South
Branch preserve unfaded verdure, and are

I sheen of the river is hidden from my view.

The hills at the base of the mountain are

WKXDKLL PHILLIPS'S EXPLANATION* OF TIIEIB

MISUNDERSTANDING.

Boston, October 18..Wendell Phillips,
in a lecture at Newton to-night, took up the
cudgels in behalf of the late Senator Sum¬
ner, and asserted that President Grant was

intoxicated when lie had the conversation
with 3Ir. Sumner, which led to his charg¬
ing the Senator with lying. lie eulogized
Sumner, and gave the following account of
the affair: Senator Sumner received from
the hands of President Grant the treaty of
San Domingo, and, after examining it'for
one day, returned it to President Grant, and
urged a reconsideration of the action of the
Administration. The President listened in
sullen silence. A gentleman who was pres¬
ent, who has been in Washington for forty
years, and who came away with Senator
Sumner, said, as they came down the stairs
of the Executive mansion : " What is the
matter with Grant? Do you think he un¬

derstands you?" "1 should think lie
might," replied Mr. Sumner. "No, lie
does not," was the response. "He is in no

state to understand anything." "If Grant
never heard," continued Phillips, "that
Sumner took back, in the chamber of the
White. House, the courteous pledge that he
trusted to have the pleasure of supporting
the Administration, it was because his brain
refused to perform its oflice. He is no

judge of the veracity of the Senator from
Massachusetts.".New York Tribune.

RELEASE OF TIIE REMAINING RAIDERS UPON*
THE RIO GRANDE JAIL.

Washington', October 20..The State De¬
partment to-day received ofllcuil confirma¬
tion of tlie Press dispatch announcing that
the Mexican local authorities at Mntamoras
liad released the four remaining raiders
upon the Rio Grande jail. The official re¬

ports state that this action was taken upon
a plea that the. persons arc Mexican sub¬
jects, and therefore not liable to extradi¬
tion. Notwithstanding the Mexican Gen¬
eral Government had ordered them to be
surrendered to our authorities regardless of
their nationality.

Boston, October 20..The Committee on

the Book of Common Prayer reported that
any consideration ol the following subjects
was inexpedient : To request the House of
Bishops to select a special collect for the
burial service to precede the lesson ; a spe¬
cial form of service for the burial of chil¬
dren ; of making the prayer for Congress
applicable to the Legislatures of the differ¬
ent States and Territories; and changes in
the rubrics. The report was adopted.
The subject of providing for the separa¬

tion of the services in the Prayer-Book was
tahen up on the resolution of Dr. Adams,
of Wisconsin, to recommit the reported res¬
olution of the Committee on Canon on the
subject. After some debate the whole
question was laid on the table by a vote of
HGtooO.

AKTERNON SESSION.
