The Democrats—The Country-

Senator Beck is sanguine of Democratic

supremacy if only¥ certain measures are
gupported Dby the Democrats.  He names
free trade, and the sitver dollar, and paper
money for customs dutics. These, meas-
ures-are to be taken with a qualiieation,
and even then it is not clear that they in-
volve all the force that secures triumph.

As to free trade, the considerations that
now bear upon it are much changed from

what they were Dbefore the war The
public debt now requiresa largely-increased
annual revenue, and as long as duties on
importsare the most convenient and popular
means of raising the national revenue those
duties will be sufficient to meet the views
of reasonable advocates for protection. It
cannot be possible thut the country will de-
sire to adopt a real free-trade system and
pay by direct taxation the large reveunue
that is now needed by the Government. We
have bad a painful experienee of this inter-
pal-reverue collection, and the whole coun-
try should be glad to get rid of 1t at once,
and put the whole tax for the support of
the Ifederal Government upon importa-
tiouns.

The remonetization of silver, we trust,
will become a national and not a party mea-
sure. That we should decline to make use
of ametal which we have so much of and
which is steadily produced in such liberal
quantities would be un act of self-injury
with no reasonable apology.. To inerease
the basisof paper money Ly the combination
of silver with gold would afford a degree of
relie? to the country that would benefit
every interest and everybody : and that,
too, without exposing the public interest
and the financial order to the slightest peril.
e rather think that the question will not
partake of a party character, We believe
the Administration ison the silver side, and
we do not think that any party will be al-
lowed to monopolize it. :

The payment of duties in paper money
has been demanded by justice. The Gov-
ernment has not acted honest!® in declining
to take its own paper for money due it. By
rejecting that paper it forced it to deprecia-
tion. To take it now for debts—for duties
on imports—would be doing an lhonest
thing, and would be paving the way to
equality of its paper with the gold standard
and banishing those distinetions which pro-
hibit specie-payments while they last.

Senator BEeCK is sound on this subject.
How far this measure may be taken posses-
sion of by the Democrats remains to be
geen. If they claim it they ecan hardly
pass it.

But we think that the Democrats bave. a
very diflicult way before them. Upon their
discretion and forecast all depends. The
administration of President HAYER has oc-
cupied the Democratic track, and it is a
nice question to settle as tg how far the
Demoeratic party can disentangle itself, and
act completely separate from the adminis-
trative poliey. That it must upon some
points combine with the Administration,
.and protect it from the pressure of Repub-
lican discontent, is altogether clear.. The
policy of pacification, and of securing
equality and justice to States and people,
the Democrats cannot regard with silence
and inaction. They will be boundto ap-
prove vociferously that poliey for which
they have fought for years, and also to give
it a hearty helping-hand.

That President Haves will have strong
support in the ranks of bis own party is
plain; but because he may have such sup-
port the Democrats cannot in justice to
themselves or the nation stand apart from
him. They are bound to stand by their
principles, to claim their property wherever
found, and to allow no wedge to split them
from their true position of public devotion
and duty to the Constitution.

So there is much to be done and much to
be considered by the Democrats besides sil-
ver and tariff and greenbacks. There never
was 2 time in which wiser and more delibe-
rate statesmanship and self-deninl were ne-
cessary. We think this is the great point
now: All true and wise men should stand
well together and keep the country on the
safe line of right and justice and sound
policy. Forgetting for a time party strate-
gy, they should concentrate motives and
efforts upon the public good. Party poli-
ties will logically follow and properly shape
themselves long before the next presiden-
tial clection.

Such a policy will bring to the ascendant
the public interests, and logically the better
class of men will gravitate towards positions
of nuthority and honor. Because wherethe
prinecipal men are laboring for the common
good, it is a guarantee that they are men
anxious for their country, and that they de-
serve well of it. ]

Party men should never be so zealous for

. party as to lose sight of their country.
Country first and party afterwards. Get
the country straight and party matters will
take care of themselves. Parties are like
the chameleon—they derive their hues from
what they feed upon. Tle interests of the
country and the tested policies of ‘adminis-
tration formthe bases of party issues, There
are new oncs to arise, and there must be an
intermediate period for the adjustment of-
public affairs before they can be well pre-
sented. Time, gentlemen, time. Give your
hearts to the country now and to party by
and by. :

Congress,
will be bound to help to meet the charges
for this costly work, or at least a fair share
of them. The economists will have to be
permitted to let off their surplus gas; but
Congress will have ‘to *¢come down."
JThere is no avoiding the debt.

Nor can the payment or assumption of
the Government’s sharc be long delayed.

Union-Hill Avenue.

We think there is a great crror in
diminishing the awidth of the avenue
from 'Twenty-tirst and Broad to M street,
on Union Hill. It is a mistake for several
reasons. That avenue will De the ‘most-
travelled street reaching Church Hill, and
connecting 1t with Main street. It will
have a double track for street-cars, which
will render a liberal width essential; and
on an incline vehicles should have a plenty
of room. It is the worst economy to di-
minish the width of a street such as that to
adegree inconvenient and unsafe for the
public. Besides, gomething is due to
peauty. As that street will be the best
graded and most travelled it should be
graceful and commodious.

The city authorities cannot be too careiul

to keep the streets reasonably and deco-
rously wide. Weobserve some that are re-
cently improved and undergoing improve-
ment that are much too marrow. Streels
that can be made of proper width at this
time should by all means be so made. The
time will come when all will regret their
eramped condition, and then they cannot be
widened at all, or, if €0, only at an immense
expense, Streets should be made for all
time, and thus exclude the danger of bav-
ing to widen them. So.too, with grades,
where they can be made. Grade well from
the centre, and thus give permanent heauty
and comfort to the localities so graded.
But this street, by which there is an easy
way from Main street to Church Hill, is one
of the most interesting of the topics of pub-
lic improvement that mow engage public
attention. Intercommuuication between
the elevations of the ecity, which have been
such strangers to onc another, is a matter
of great importance to the people of Rich-
mond. This avenuc is the first real pro-
moter of intercourse between the hills, and
it is therefore a most interesting work, The
present idea of the authorities scews to be
to begin the work at Broad street instead of
Main. Of course there cannot be the re-
motest idea of any long delay of the gradua-
tion of Twenty-first street from Main to
Broad, there to strike the avenue. Itisuan
undertaking that is intended to proceed by
degrees. But we trust that, once begun, its
advantages will be so impressed upon the
city government that it will soon be hurried
to completion, to the great blessing of the
city and to the general joy of the people.

Fires and Insurance.

Fires increased alarmingly during tie
vear just past, The increase of loss from
insurance for nine months as compared
with the same months the year previous
was 10 per cent., while for Canada the in-
erease was 266 per cent. The aggregate
increase in the United States was $1,600,000,
while in Canada, for the same period, it was
£6,700,000. Startling figures!

Elderly persons who read of the numer-
ous fires of these times wonder how it is.
In their younger days fires seldom occurred,
and there were no big losses such as we
hear of now. More houses were then built
of wood than now, and there were no such
engines for exlinguishing fires as there are
now. The better and more fire-proof the
buildings and the more powerful the means
of extinguishing fires the greater the num-
ber of fires and thie greater the loss. These
fires have become so destructive that the
pressure in business is in great part attri-
butable to them.

Those who have studied the fire-statisties
 see that as the insurance business has in-
creased <o have the fires, They have fur-
thermore discovered tlat fires increase in
hard times, and even thut when business
slackens, stocks crowd the counters, and
goods fall in price, there are more tires than
when business is brisk and prices fair.
These facts tell their own story. Poor hu-
manity; the more we provide against per-
gonal loss the more we involve the commu-
nity in general loss. Our wisest measures
for protection against evil are too often
fraught with greater evils than fhose we
geek to avoid. It inay e said that the best
guardian®of property is the owner of -it,
who knows that all ig lost if it burns; and
often it is that the owner of property is de-
lighted when it burns, because bhe is in-
sured and gets the cash for it, when, from
being ussalabile, he could not gell it, and for
that reason must fail were he not relieved
by a friendly fire.

It is a philosophic study this bnsiness of
fires, The * fire-gauge ** opens an instrue-
tive lesson on human nature. Even insur-
ance companies catch the contagion of moral
turpitude, and we find the land inundated
with insurance companies. As fires rage
and losses acecumulate many insurers lose
judgment and madly enter the arena of
peril, insuring wildly, and soon wind up in
the hands of the receiver. .

Insurance companies ought to profit Ly
experience, and the business has met with
so many more disasters of late years than at
any former day they certainly should be-
come very cautious. As an old fogy, we
are fain to say that if tbe insurance compa-
nies were abolished fires, we suppose, would
nearly die out. But, then, man must have
his way, and go on with his inventions for
comfort and safety, none of which can be
perfect or free from defects and evils.

As we have bad a band in giving Rev.
Joserit Cook a reputation for ability, we
must in candor #ay that the first two lec-
tures of his new course—now going on in
Boston—are not up to the mark of any of
those in the last winter’s course. e has
begun as a word-monger. For instance,
the word ¢ heavy,” as applied to a man’s
feelings, is used only because of the imper-
fection of our language. We compare im-
ponderable things with ponderable as the
best means we have of expressing our idea.
But Mr. Cook assumes that the word ex-
presses a real physical or psycbical fact, and
upon it builds up a theory of levitation and

delevitation. This will never do, Mr. COOK.
Leave that sort of logic to RICHARD GRANT
