The annual or u Yearly Meeting " of Or¬
thodox Friends Is now in session in this
city. There is a rery large attendance.
every representative being present.and
much interest manifested in the proceed¬
ings. Last year I was present and wrote
you an account of their manner of doing
business, mo different from that of all other
deliberative bodies, and I will not here re-

jH>at it.
The first scs«>ion was held on Saturday

afternoon, when the list of delegates was

called and the meeting regularly organized.
There are several ministers "from other
States, and one, Walter 'Robson, from Eng¬
land. On Sunday there were three public
meetings held, at which remarks were made
by several ministers. On Sunday night
Walter Robsou made an eloquent and feel¬
ing sermon from the text, "What mean

those stones."
Mr. Roh»on will, 1 hear, be in your city

next Sunday, and I hope that many will go
to hear him, for I know that thev will l>e
pleased with him.
At the morning session Monday epistles

were read from the yearly meetings of Lon¬
don, Ireland, New Kngiand, New York, and
other places, and committees wero appoint-
ed to answer them.

It is known that the Societv of Friends
are more strict in regard to the use of in¬
toxicating liquor* than any other religious
body. Last year this meeting required that
personal inquiry be made bv each monthly
meeting of every member as to whether he
used intoxicating liquors as a bcvcrago.
From the answers received it was ascer¬
tained thai of the entire membership under
the Jurisdiction of this body less than
twenty use them as a beverage, and they
not regularly, but only occasionally. A
good many remarks were made on this stil>-
ject and the hope expressed that the num¬
ber would be much reduced during the en¬

suing year.
At night a general meeting for home mis¬

sion# and Sabbath schools was held. The
statistics were very interesting, and showed
a marked increase of interest in the subject
of Sabbath schools and Rible classes. The
report from your city gives three schools,
inclndinga mission school, with an average
aggregate attendance of about 100.
The remarks of Dr. .T. 1>. Garner, of Ten¬

nessee, on this subject were very interest¬
ing. His desci iption of the destitution and
Ignorance which he encountered in his la¬
bors were surprising. lie mentioned that
he had organized over fifty Sabbath schools
where there had never been one before.
As a result of this there have been in two
3 ears over one thousand persons converted
in these schools, two hundred of whom
have joined the Friends.

On^ 1 uesday, at the opening session, F.
T. King feelingly announced t he death of
Samuel liulv, of l>ublin, for manv years
clerk of the \ early Meeting of Friends in
Ireland, and who was well known to all
inemlK-rs of the Society who visited that
city, as his house was a home for all such, lie
had also twice visited this country; and
in.unK through his instrumentality the sum
or 825,000 had been raised in that country
for the destitute and suffering Friends in
Aortli C arolina at the close of the war.
The first business in order was the read¬

ing of the queries and answers.
1 lie tir>t query relates to the attendance

of meeting, behavior therein, &c. The
answers to this show that all meetings are

regularly and devoutly held, and are usually
yell attended, especially those on .Sundays.
It is the custom to give opportunity to any
one who may desire it to speak to t'he sub¬
ject-!natter of these Queries, and many do so.

I he second query relates to the spiritual
and social condition of tho members in their
intercourse with each other. The answers
were all satisfactory, and represented the
Society in a good, healthful condition, so
far as could be ascertained bv a close ex¬
amination.
The third query is in relation to the care

and bringing up of children, and the an¬
swers were in perfect harmony with the re¬

quirement of the Discipline on this subject.
The fourth qifcry relates to the mainte¬

nance of a free gospel ministry by the So¬
ciety, and the answers are all that'couldbe
desired by the members in that regard
The fifth query relates to drinking and

the attending of demoralizing and frivo¬
lous places of diversion. Tho answers
showed that the members were generally
clear on these points. :

The sixth query relates to the care or the
poor, and it was found that all were taken
care of.

I he answers to t he seventh query showed
that Friends' children were taken proper
care of,>o far as teaching and the niacin"
of them in proper schools is concerned

°

The eighth query asks ufter the faithful¬
ness of testimony against oaths, military
services, clandestine trades, lotteries, &c
I he answers were clear and emphatic in
assorting tlieir testimony against all such
The ninth, tenth, and twelfth queries re¬

late to matters only interesting to them¬
selves, but showing the condition of tiie
Society in minor matters.

one elder. viz., A. II. Griffith, of Winches¬
ter, \ a.-r-bad deceased during the year.

Washington, October 25..The Admin¬

istration has caused a great excitement
among tl.e followers of the Camcrons in

Pennsylvania by showing an unwillingness
to fend Simon to the Court of St. James,

» after the Fcnnsvlvania Republican delega¬
tion had presented his name in response to

the invitation of Secretary Evarts.
"Is it true," said Judge Kelley, sarcasti¬

cally this afternoon, "this story that the
Administration has decided to give the
English mission to Pennsylvania, and to let
the Pennsylvania Republicans name their
man, if. they will name Mr. Wayne Mc¬
Veigh ? " That father of the House roused
the feelings which possess all the Pennsyl¬
vania Republicans to-day. Of the caucus

which decided to present Simon Cameron's
name Judge Kelley said, shrewdly : " There
were two classes of us in that caucus. Some
were not anxious to have the mission gi\cn
to the Cameron family, but all were unani¬
mous in the opinion that if it was to be
.riven to that family it should be given to
the most illustrious member of it.to the
man who has had

A DIPLOMATIC TRAINING
as a Cabinet minister, as a foreign embassa¬
dor, and lastly as a senator and chairman of
the Senate Committee on Foreign Relations.
If that experience does not make Simon
Cameron capable of being Minister to Eng¬
land, then he has lived seventy-eight years in
vain." The predicament of the Adminis¬
tration is certainly awkward. If it does ap¬
point Simon Cameron it will do violence to
the reform sentiment of the whole countrj,
and will give the impression that the Came¬
rons are still the Macbeth® of the Republi¬
can party. If it does not nominate him now,
under the circumstances, not only the
whole Cameron faction, but the whole Penn-
qvlvania Republican delegation will take it,
as a personal insult. The latest report is

that the President will solve the problem by
giving the mission to Illinois.

STANLEY MATTHEWS IN TRIBULATION.

Stanley Matthews is in much tribulation
over a publication in the New York Graphic
charging that Stanley did violence to the
spirit of reform very sadly in his connec¬

tion with the Electoral Commission. The
charge, iu brief, is that Matthews was in-

vited to come on by Zacb. Chandler under
the express understanding that the ex-

chequer of the National Republican Com¬
mittee was exhausted, and would be unable
to pay the fee, although his own ex¬

penses would be paid; that nevertheless
Matthews came on with a family of four,
put up at "NVormley's, stayed until after the
inauguration, rode, ate, drank, and was

merry, and told Wormley to send his little
bill of a trifle over $900 to Zach. Chandler,
who swore a round oath and paid it oui. of
his private purse.
Yesterday Mathews was too mad to do

anything but call the correspondent who
published the story a rascal and a liar.
To-day, finding that the correspondent is

backed by a cloud of witnesses.including
Zach. Chandler himself, his son-in-law Hale,
Blaine, and others-Matthews has sobered
off sufficiently to explain, and give his ver¬

sion of the affair. He says, first, he didn't
know who paid the bill, whether Chandler
did privately or out of the party funds.
Next, he says he asked Wormley for his
bill, and Wormley told him that Gov¬
ernor McCormlek, secretary of the
National Republican Committee, had
left express orders that the bill should
not be presented to Matthews. Again, after
he reached home Wormley sent him a bill of
<200 for the time Matthews was at the hotel,
subsequent to the decision of the commis¬
sion, stating that Chandler declined- to pay
that, and he (Matthews) drew a check for
it. Lastly, that McCormick afterwards re¬

turned that identical check with a letter
stating that it was all a mistake, that no

pait of the bill should have been sent to
him.
Governor MeCormick bears out Mat-

jtbews's statement.

THE UNEXPENDED BALANCE OF TUE GENEVA
AWAKI) AGAIN.

This unexpended balance, it will be re¬

membered, amounts to about $6,000,000.
One of the two bills introduced to-day pro¬
vides for a revival of the Court of Claims,
and authorizes them to take into consldera-
tion all claims for the unexpended balancp.
It states that the claims must be for direct
damages, but divides these direct claimants
into two classes.first, those whose property
was directly destroyed, by Confederate
cruisers; and second, companies' "pre¬
miums j>ai4 for war risks," whether

paid to persons, companies, or corporations.
This Js the whole kernel of both bills. The
second bill provides that tbd expenses of
the Court of Claims shall be paid first, the
direct claims of the first class next, and the
direct claims of the second class last. If
there is not enough money to go round it
is to be divided pro rata. All claims must
be filed within one year from the passage of
the bills. No claims are to be paid until all
are adjudicated, and an appeal to the Su¬
preme Court may be taken from the judg¬
ment of the Court of Claims on any claim.
