The Dying Senator.
txpraxarorts, October 29.—In regard to
Senator Morton’s condition to-night the
truth is perhaps best told by the following
which will appear in the editorial columus
of the Journal to-morrow morning: “Sen-
ator Morton is gradually sinking, and it now
veems searcely possible that he ean Inst more
than a day or two. Tlope strengthens the
hearts of his friends for an hour or Lwo
cach day. but when on the return of night
they compare his condition with that
of the day before there is some new
evidence of growing weakness and
new complications in his disease, which
leave all in despair.  Notling has been read
to him or any communication of news for
the past twenty-four hours. His stomach
retained a small portion of nourishment in
the torenoon, but cjected everything in the
evening. He no longer takes an interest in
what is going om around him, and only
craves the presence of his own f::mi!y. He
asked Colonel Hollaway yesterday if the
physicians had given him up. e may last
several dayy, but the chances are against his
surviving through Wedanesday night. There
were rumors of his death upon the streets
all through the day, and a genernl feel-
ing of gloom overshadowed tife city as
reports  of his condition were made
known. While there has heen little from
which to tuke hope for several days, yeb
prople are reluctant to believe they ure to
lose Senator Morton. His physician, Dr.
Thompson, stands by him night and day,
and yvet expresses bhope that some change
may lake place that will enable the stotnueh
[of his patient to retain nourishment, and
with sueh change he thinks he might vet
survive. There i3 a bare possibility that
such may be the result, hut 1t is searcely

probable. The end of the great statesman,
from all human appearances, is near at
hand.””

W ASHINGTON, October 30.—The composi-
tion of the committees isstill the main topic
of comment among the members. *Well,
tow do you like it?”” queried your corres-
pondent, this morning, of Congressman
Cabell: “1 cannot say,”” he responded,
«that I feel burdened with a sense of joy
at the treatment either of myself or of some
of my collengues.”

«T suppose the delegation i3 not entirely
satisfied ¥ )

« I'have not heard any member of it say
he was satistied,” be replied, “and I do not
think any of them are altogether satisfied,
unless it may be Mr. Harris.”

Mr. Iunton felt keenly the reflection cast
upon him by the substitution of his own
colleague for himself upon the Judieciary
Comnmittee. ¢ T do not understand it,” he
sald, 1 cannot see any motive for it unless
it i1 weant to punish we for the movement
to nominate Mr. Goode, which you know I
opposed, or to punish me for voting for mny
colleague after he was nominated.” The
eeneral verdict, not only of the Virginia
delesation, but of the whole House, is that
the

TREATMENT OF THE VIRGINIA DELEGATION
in the make-up of the committees is intended
as amark of the Speaker’s displessure at
the candidacy of Mr. Goode, and of hizap-
probation of the course of Mr. ITarris, who
worked vigorously for Mr. Randall, and—
alone of the Virginia Democrats—declined
to vote for Mr. Goode after he was nomi-
nated.  The preferment of Harris beforeall
the other Virginia members can hardly be
explained in any other way.

On all sides there are expressions of re-
gret at the treatment of Governor Walker.
There are few, if any, members in the
Ilouse better posted on matters of finanee
and education j but e is not even on the
Commuittee on Banking and Currency, and is
superseded in the chairmanship of the Com=
miftee on Education and Labor by Mr.
Goode, who isabundantly able to fill the posi-
tion, but is indignant that he should be used
as the means of punishing his friend, whom
Le woiuld much rather secat the head of his
old committee than to hold the piace him-
self.  These evidences of a spirit of petty
spite, when he could bave well afforded to
be generous, have alienated from the
Speaker some who were his staunchest
friends at the South,

1 hear to-day that

THE FRIENDS OF THE TEXAS-PACIFIC
railroad are not altogether pleased with the
composition of the Committee on Pacific
Railvoads. Their main objection is to the
chairman, Mr. Clarkson Potter, who is said
to be strongly opposed to subsidies in gene-
ral, and the Texas-Pacifie subsidy in par-
ticular. On the other land, Governor
Brown, who is vice-president of the Texas-
Pacilic Company, assured me this morning
that be thought the committee was a fair
one, and bad strorg hopes that it would re-
port favorably on the bill which his com-
pany asked for.

The President gave the Senate another
surprise-party this morning in the nomina-
tion of John Welsh, of Philadelphia, to he
Minister to Great Britain. The nomination
has created quite a breeze of excilement,
and there are indications of decided oppo-
gition. Mr, Welsh is well known in Phila-
delphia as a very rich man, usa philanthro-
pist who has devoted considerable time to
the Indian question, and who is known
outside of Philadelphia as chairman of the
Centennial Board of Finaunce. Don Cam-
eron will doubtless endeavor to defeat his
confirmation.

Ilouse Appropriations Cowmumittee met
this morning, and are preparing the army
appropriation bill, which they hope to have
ready to report to-morrow.

There is mueh talk to-day of adjourning
the extra session next week.

HOUSE COMMITTEES
on Appropriatipns, Banking, and Cur-
reney, and Ways and Means, all beld meet-
ings to-day. Ways and Means elected Hemp-
hill Jones clerk, and authorized Fernando
Wood to distripute the President’s message
to the committee to-morrow.

A committee was appointed to draft suit-
able resolutions to be reported.

At a subsequent meeting of ex-Confede-
rate soldiers hield to-night to take action in
regard to the death of General Forrest
General G. G. Pillow presided.

The ftull Cabinet was
not consuited.
