In thé Common Council on Monday night
Mr. Hargrove submitted the monthly repoct

of Major I. D. Whitcomb, Engineer of the

James River Improvement, wWhich was re-

committed to the committee. 3
During the month the city has kept in
commission a gteam-tug, two dredges, and

seven barges. ‘The United States has Kept
in commissiona stenm-tug, one dredge, pile-
driver, amd two barges—all except one
barge being the property of the:city. The

rock-drilling machinery is atill in Peters-

‘burg at work on the Appomattox.

Tlie dredses employed by the city have
completed the 80-ioot channel over Ran-
doiph’s fiat to 16 feet depth at high tide,
and have made one cut of 27 feet, and two
thirds of & second over Richmond barto
the same depth, The third eut, which will
make this channel aBo 80 feet, should be
completed by the 16th instant. There will
then remeain a slight -cut, averaging less
than half a foot for 400 feet in length; on
Wurwiek bar, to complete the 16-foot ehan-
nel to Rocketts reel. With ordinary work-
ing weather this should be done in the pre-
sent month (October). , o

WORK DOKE-BY THE UNITED ETATES—WIXG-
DAMS,

The dredge employed by the United
States, bas worked on Rocketts reef, and
has remmoved some of the projecting points
which have limited the draught over the
reef to fourteen feet. There is a fair pros-
pect for removing all these points which
bave less than tifteen and a half feet at high
tide, and possibly to sixtecn feet during
the present month, and if so the new depth
of chanael will be available to the wharves
at Rocketts, and within hall a foot of the
available depth over Harrison’s bar. There
may be points too hard for the dredge to re-
move, however, and witbhout another appro-
priation the United States cannot resume
work with the drilling machinery. The
United States has also continued the work
of building wing-dams, and in a short time
will bave covered the wide parts of the
river from the Chesapeake and Ohio Rail-
road wharves to the crest of Warwick bar,
although in several places the widths be-
tween the dams are greater Than they should
be. Iregret, says the Engineer, alsothat we
will not be uble to protect all of these dams
with the material we now bave means to
dredge.

THE RIXTEEN-FOOT CHANNEL—APPROPRIATION
NEEDED.

The amount dredged by the city is hut
little over three fourths of that reported
last month. This is due to the long haul
of the material, for during the greater part
of-the month there were not barges enough
to supply the dredzes. We bave remedied
this want in part, but ought to have two
new barges, ab 'least, to carry on the work
Wlth omy.,.a.--..-- ¥ "..1
The dredging which the city has been
doing ginde-June on Richmond bar and
Randolph’sflat i’ the first done there since
July, 1875, when, alter the freshet of that
year, a small amount was donetoreducethe
crest of the-bar-to-about fifteen feet. -Fls
present, dredging isto carry the depth tosix-
teen feet, and might baye been unnecessary
il the usual spring freshet had occurred.
The United States carried on the work
in October, but will be obliged to suspend
in November., Those best advised on the
subject do not expect an additional appro-
priation on the part of Congress until near
the close of the next session. It is very
desirable to widen thissixteen-foot channel,
if for no other reason than to complete the
protection of the wing-dams by dump-
It is de-
sirable to keep the machines at work at
least until the weather becomes unsuitable,
or until January. It will require $4,000
to do this, and at all events it will require
2650 to properly watch the machinery after
it is laid up. The sum mentioned would

| make the channel 130 feet wide below

Goode’s rocks, or would widen the present
chfnnel above the Chesapeake and Obio
Railroad wharves, and afford good, hard
waterial to rivet the wing-dams against the
action of winter freshets,

EFFECT OF THE OCTOBER FRESHET.

The Engineer, in a supplemental state-
ment, says a considerable rise oceurred in
the month of October, and the eflect on the
channel, so far as he bas ascertained, will
be interesting to the committee. We can
give, says the Engineer, the exact rise at
every hour'when the tide-register is taken.
October 1st: The highest observed rise at
Rocketts was 13 9-10 feet above zero on the
morning of the 5th, or 10 4-10 feet above
ordinary bigh tide. On yesterday (October
11th) low tide was 1 3-10 above zero. We
have taken a line of soundings in the cen-
tre of the ehannel from the ship-locks to
below Warwick bar, and bave taken cross-
soundings on Richmond bar, Randolph flat,
and most of Warwick bar.

I observed no deposit in the ebapnel until
near the Chesapeake and Ohio coul wharl,
Just above and opposite the wharf there are
but 15 feet at high tide for a short distance.
The chaonel opposite Drewry’s island, re-
cently dredged, has pewrly everywhere a
depth of 164 feet. One point only as low as
16 feet at high tide T bave not examined for
width. The cut at Goode’s rocks remains
open to the full depth cf cut—164 fect.

THE WING-DAMS AND THEIR EFFECT,.

On Richmond bar, one eut of say 28 feet
width to 164 feet at high-tide bad been com-
pleted, and a second cut of same width
lacked only 300,feet of completion, This
cut has been partially filled, but the whole
bar has been scoured—much less on the
crest than aboveand below. Generally, the
channel has moved to the eastward, where
there is now deeper water than in the part
dredged. The shoalest channel-depth gives
154 feet at high-tide, but for this depth very
narrow. There 13 a fair chanpel for 15 feet
and a small amount ol work will give a fuir-
channel for 16 feet. The scour on this bar
was not as great as. I had expected. This
may be due to the contraction of the 'dams
lower down, which would tend to check
the current until the old area should be re-
stored by scour, but I think it very likely
that a further contraction on the crest is
necessary to give 15 feet at low tide. The
.channel of the bar is about as follows:

there was a heavy scour, 80 far ns covered
by the wing«Jams. There is a direct chan-
nel at least 100 feet wide over 16 feet in
depth. Below the lowest wing-dam, but
where the river is very/side, nearly ddwn
to the crest of the old bar, which had been
lowered by the obstructions placed on the
sides of the channel during the war, and
still in place, a shoafing has taken place.
Further examinations are needed to give an
exact statement, but in the usual track of
vesscls there are only 15 feet at some points
at hich water. It is not unlikely that a
channel exists with 16 feet in it, the course
having been changed by the action of the
wing-dams above. We propose to make 2
sarvey of this. Butat the worst there is
quite a small amount of work to be done—
perhaps no more than would bave been
necessary on the part between the wing-
dams before the freshet.

‘We have lost from 200 to 250 leet of tim-
ber-work from the wing-dams on Warwick
bar. dxva
The loss occurred only on those which.
had had 'no hard material put on their ends.
Most of the new dams bhad but one barge of
rock, and none of these suffered. Some of
the sand dumped on them has been washed
off; and this process will continue. They
should have a coating of the bard stuff which
composes the river-bottom from the wharves
to the lower end of Drewry’s island. The
results of the freshet tend to aszure us that
the improvement is a permanent sueccess.
Experience will continue to show where
the lines of contraction should be modified,
and we can go on with the work with full
confidence of ultimate success.

The Proposed Reduaction in the Price
of Grw. ;
Theannouncement made in the Dispaich
yesterday that Dr. O. F. Manson, ol Mon-
roe Ward, bad presented n joint resolution
proposing not only a reduction in the price
of the city pas to prime cost to the private
consumer, but that the cost of illuminating
the city at large shall be charzed to the cily,
was received with pleasure by all who* are
interested. If the plan is carried out it is
believed by many that the price per 1,000
feet of as will be reduced to about $1.75.
This will be a vast suyving to the churches,
theatres, as well as the morning newspa-
per offices of the city. The latter class now
pay £1,000 annually to the city treasury for
lighting their buildings, and in some cases
a8 much as 81,200 per annum. The resolu-
tion was referred to the Committee on
Light.

The following is the full text of the reso-
lution :

Whereas according to the report of the
Committee on Light presented March 1,
1877, the receipts on the year’s transactions
for the supply of gas to the city exceeded
the. cost of the same by the sum of £90,-
309.72; and whereas the manufacture of
eas was instituted by the government of the
city solely for the purpose of bestowing
light upon the citizens at ‘large, and not as
a source of revenues; and whereas the cost
of illuminating the city at large falls exclu-
sively upon the private gas-consumer, there-
by unjustly compelliig one portion of our
citizens to defray the expense ol a neces-
sary safeguard, comfort, und convenience,
afforded to all citizens; and whereas a re-
duetion in the price of gas to the private
consumer is advisable for the following
reasons :

1. That by diminishing the cos{ of gas its
use will be extended to'a larze cluss of our
citizens who at the present prices are un-
able to use the same. _

2. That the safety of our city from fire
will.be greatly increase¢ by extending the
use of gus, théreby diminishing the use of
incendiary and explosive agents. o
. 3.. ‘That thosafety ol ouT citizens from
jury. to_their, persons and lives will be di
recty increased in “the proportion that gas
ig omuibstituted: for:the class:of dangerous
illuminators now largely.used. . _— |

REVIEW OF THE CASE-PREPARATIONS
YOR THE AUTOPSY AND INQUEST—STATE-
MENT OF JOHX A.JOHNSON A8 TO THE
ORIGIN OF THE DIFFICULTY~PERSONAL~—
THE FLIGHT OF ATKINS.

‘William Henry Bowler, who was stabbed
on Sunday aftermoon while going up the
Broad-street steps of Ford’s Hotel, by J. Y.
Atkins, died yesterday morning at 9:15
o’clock at his residence, No. 2215 Franklin
street. s

Dr. Taylor, the Coroner, was at once noti-
fied of the fact of Bowler’s death, and pro-
ceeded to the late residence of the deceased,
where the body was viewed and arrange-
ments made by Dr. Taylor for the posi-
mortem examination, which he will make at
11 o’clock to-day, with the assistance of Drs.
J. B. Coakley and H. D. Taliaferro, who
attended the deccased after he received the
fatal wound. An inquest will be held at
noon.

It appesrs that the deceased and J. Y.
Atkins were together in Delarue’s saloon
on Saturday night, where Bowler accused
Atkins of picking his pocket; that he took
a dollar note from Bowlerls pocket, ang in
getting it out - the note was forn in’two,
Bowler, retaining one part and Atkins
securing the other piece, One of Bowler's
friends wns proceeding to take Bowler
home, and on the way notified a policeman
that Atkios,, who was persisting in follow-
ing them, bad picked Bowler’s pocket. The
policeman offered to arrest Atkins, but
Bowler asked that he should not be arrested.
He was not nrrested, and Bowler went
home.

On Sunday they came together again, and
then were apparently on friendly terms,
and were proceeding into Ford's Hotel for
the purpose, it is supposed, of getting a
drink. :

Suddenly Atkins turncd and plunged a
pocket-knife, with a Ilarge blade, into
Bowler’s neck,. inflicting a mortal wound,
that penetrated to the spine on the left side.
The blow paralyzed Bowler, who fell, help-
less, down the steps. Immediately after-
wards Atkins rushed after Mr. Zack Rogers,
who was in company with the two men.
Rogers retreated briskly, pursued by At-
kins, and was only saved from being cut by
Atkins stumbling and falling. It is said
that Atking also made demonstrations
against some one else, asking if he wns not
one of those d—— pickpockets, 1t is fur-
therstated that Atkins went to the hotel of-
fice and applied for a foom, saying that he
had been assaulted by a pickpocket. What
became of him afterwards is not clearly
known.

These occurrences drew a great crowd to
the hotel, where Drs, Taylor and Coakley
had heen summoned to the assistance of the
wounded man, The city ambulance was
summoned, and after Bowler’s wounds had
been dressed be was conveyed to his home.
Bowler retained his consciousness almost
up to the time of his death, and made
statements in accordance with the facts
above related.

HOW THE DIFFICULTY WAS BROUGHT ABOUT,

John A. Jobnson, who was with Bowler
when the difieulty with Atkins origioated,
but not when it terminated, gives the fol-
lowing statement :

I met Bowler at Delarue’s bar-room Sat-
urday night about 11o’clock. Atking came
in five minutes afterwards and asked us to
take a drink. I said, **Thank you, we are
drinking now; will you come and join
us?” He replied very coolly, * Thapk
you, I will,”” Ie took the drink with us;
afterwards treated the party.

1 —&-then went. into the-dining-room, order-

ed my supper, and asked Mr. Bowler if be

-8aid be had been to supper.

*YWhile I was sitting at supper Mr. Bowler
camé into the dining-room from the bar-
room, stating that this man (Atkins) was a
pickpocket, charging him with picking his
pocket. I then said. ¢ Harry, you may be
mistaken.” Ile said to me, * Herg is a
doilar note torn in balf. I caughj him with
one half io his hand, the other half in my
pocket, and seized bim by the wrist with
the one half in his hand.”

He (Bowler) remained with me in the
dining-room. Atkins followed him (Bowler)
in, 7T'hen Bowler for the second time ac-
cused Atkins of the pocket-picking. At-
kins was silent for a moment; then he
walked to the mext table to that at which
I was sitting, ordered supper, and in-
vited two men to eat with bim. They ac-
cepted.

While they were still at supper I finished
my supper and caught hold of Bowler by
the arm and asked him to come home with
me, as he was drinky. He told me that he
would go home with me. We went out of
the dining-room to the corner of Fourteenth
street and Exchapge alley. We were there
overtaken by Atkins and two others un-
known to me. :

Atkins attempted to take Bowler’s arm;
1 remonstrated with him; told him Bowler

d | was my friend and T would sce bim home.

He insisted on going beme with Bowler,

1 then told him that if he didn’t stand
back I would kill him; that Bowler was
my friend and I was seeing him home.
Atkins then stepped back and put his band
behind him, looking as ik in the act of
drawing a weapon. The second man, un-
known, came to me, handing me a razor in
the case, telling me to use that; he (the
second man) bad a gun which bad never
been fired since be loaded it. I took the
razor with the intention of defending
Bowler, but suspecting the man meant to
get me in trouble, not being acquainted
with him, I gave it back.

Then two policemen came up the alley. I
accused Atkins of being a pickpocket, and
ugked the policemen to arrest him. Onepo-
liceman caught liold of Atkins and said to
me, * Willyousweartoit.”” I said, “Ican-
not, but my friend Bowler charges him with

b

The policeman tiien asked Bowler the
same question. Bowler replied, ¢“ I wilL.”

The policeman then said to Atkins, * I will
arrest you.” Bowler exclaimed, ¢ Don’t ar-
rest him. I don’t wantto see him pun-
ished, but make him go away from us.”
Atkins said to the policeman, “You know
me; I am a telegraph-operator at the West-
ern* Union oftice,” and the policeman re-
plied, “ Yes, I know you; go on,” and the
policeman shoved him away across Four-
teenth street, in the direction of the print-
ing-office. - Bowler and I then went on our
way.

Iywas not present Sunday when the difii-
culty occurred which ended in Bowler’s

death.
> ACCUSED AND DECEASED.

Deceased was in bis twenty-third year;
was a box-maker by trade, and Wwas em-
ployed at J. B. Pace’s factory, and at night
was captain of the ¢supers” at the Theatre.
On several occasions when the Theatre sub-
ordinates had their concerts he appeared as
a baritone singer. He was conscious up ‘to
7 or 8 o’clock yvesterday morning, and died
at 9:15. ’ ;

Several times after the cutting Bowler
stated that his dying declaration would be
that Atkins acknowledged to him on Sun-
day evening, goiug to Ford’s Hotel from
Delarne’s, that he (Atkins) was a pick-
pocket. :

Mr. Atking is a Tennesseean by birth,
and came bere about six mobths ago:from
Columbia, 8. C. He is about twenty-three
years of ‘age, and is a. man of quiet habits.
The gentlemen who were associated with
him as ‘operators at the *'Western ‘ Union
office declare that they do_ not believe that
he attempted.to rob:Bowler, and that if
Bowler ever thought so, they imagine that
it was the freak of a brain disturbed by
