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After the name of Robert Hunt, preacher,
in the list of the members of the expedition
who settled at Jamestown in 1607 is that of
George Percy. An honorable man, the de-
scendant of an honorable house, uncom-
plaining under peculiar hardships, and
faithial to his trust. it is to be regretted that
so few incidents of his life have been pre-
served. .

He was the brotherof the Duke of North-
umberland, and bis narrative of the planta-
tion of the southern celony in’\'ira:inla.
ending at September, 1607, abridged and
published by Purcbas, is full of interest.

With Gabricl Archer and John Smith he
accompanied Captain Newport in the first
exploration of the James river in the vicin-
itv of Richmond. After Captain Smith’s
torm as President of the Council expired
the colonists, in the absence of Sir Thomas
Gates, who had Dbeen wrecked at Bermu-
das, chose Percy as president.

A dispateh to the Earl of Salisbury, Sce-
retary of State under King James, dated
October 4, 1609, written by one of the se-
nior captains of the vessels of the Gates and
Somers expedition, states that ¢ they found
all the Council dead but Captain Smith,
who reigned sole Governor, and is now sent
home to answer some misdemeanors,
George Percy, brother to my Lord North-
umberland, is clected President, and Mr.
West, brother to Lord Delaware, of the
Council, with Captain Martin.”

Among the papers in the library of the
present Earl of Northumberland there is
evidence that there was an affectlonate in-
terest felt by the Northumberland family in
their representative in Virginin. Amid many
entries in an expense-book kept in the days
of James the First the following arefound:
A charge of £9. 2s., Gd. for clothing sént
1o Mr. George Percy by Captain Newport;
and also a payment of 14 shillings to Mr.
Melshawe for many necessaries which he
delivered to Mr., Perey toward the building
of a house in Virginia, On February the
th, 1610, payments to the amount of
©£492. 1s., 6d. were made by the head of the
Northumberfand family for Mr. Percy.
There appears also i payment by the Duke
ol Northumwberland in 1607-'3 of 3 shil-
lings for rings and other pieces of copper
wiven to the Virginia Prince; of 8 shillings
for cutting a large and small Virginia stone;
24 chillings for gold, and 15 shillings for
setting the large Virginia stone in gold, Im

610 aDeclam?ﬁnn of the State of Virginia
was printed, and a copy was purchased for
¢ shillings for the Northumberland family,

Upon the arrival of Sir Thomas Gates in
May, 1610, from the Bermudas, Pcrey
ceased to act as President, and Gates bes
eame the Governor under the new charter
antil the coming of Lord Delaware, two
weeks later. Delaware, as Governor-Gene-
ral, made Perey one of the Council. In
AMareh, 1611, Delaware, ons account of ill-
health, sailed from Jamestown, and Gates,
ihe Lieutenant-Governor, being in Eng-
land, Perey was appointed Deputy-Gov-
ernor. Among the Northumberland papers
there is a letter of George Percy, written to
his brother Henry, and dated August 17,
1611, which probably was brought to Eung-
‘and in the ship Star, which arrived there
about the Ist of December with Captain
Newport. Ie writes as follows:

« T must acknowledge freely.that this last
vear lias not been a little chargeable to you,
Brut I trust you will not think that anything
has been prodigally wasted by me, or spent,
whieh tends to my no little advancement.

« True it is, the place which I hold in the
Colony cannot be defrayed with small ex-
pense, the store affording no other means
than a pound of meal a day and a little oat-
meal; vetit stands upon my reputation
here, Governor of Jamestown, to keep a
daily table for gentlemen of fashion about
me.

& pray you discharge a bill under my
hand to Mr. Nellson, and anotherof £8to
Mr, Pindeburn, of London, merchant.”

After this time we find no wention of
this apparently estimable man.
