A rave Discovered in W.vthc county,

Virginia.
About seven miles northeast of "Wythe-,

ville, in Crockett's Cove, I discovered a very
large cavern and resolved to explore it. Mr.
George Smyth, from Alabama, W. T. Crock¬
ett, from Kentucky, and myself, started out
one line morning to explore it, each of us
armed with a huge club and about four can¬
dles apiece. A walk of about fifteen minutes
brought us to the entrance. The candles were
soon lighted and we entered, I acting as

guide. The first department was about
Thirty feet in length and about twenty feet
in width. It was a dusky-Iookitl£ place,
and as there was nothing of interest there
wc proceeded on our journey aud soon
found an entrance into another large room,
which was, as well as I could guess, forty
feet long and thirty wide. When we en¬
tered this one of "the grandest sights that
ever man beheld was before us. Stalactites
hung in the greatest profusion, and were
white as the driven snow. There were also
a number of stalagmites to be found in this
room. Large columns arose from the bot¬
tom and ascended to the top. It reminded
me of some grand cathedral of which I
have read. We then proceeded to light
the rest of our candles and placed them
in a long row and stood oil" and admired the
scenery. The stalactites sparkled like so

many thousand diamonds. It dazzled our

eyes to look at this grand scene. We ex¬

plored the cave a mile or more and found a

natural bridge in it. There was a beautiful
stream of water, as clcar a*rrrystal, which
wound its way through the "cavern, and
when it dived under this bridge you could
hear the low gurgling sound. It was
twenty-five feet from the Lop of this bridgP
to the bottom and fifteen feet long. I believe
if this cavern was explored to the furtherest
point it would equal the Mammoth Cave of
