.Mr. Peter C. Hatcher, a well-known and

respected Fotcrsburger, who left here abont.
live year* airo. He leaves many relatives
here.

.Mr. Jeflerson Pillow, of this city, em-

jiloyed as a fireman on the Atlantic, Missis¬
sippi and Ohio railroad, made a very narrow

escape from death this morning. While
the mail t rain from Norfolk was approach¬
ing Hie city, travelling at full speed, Mr.
Pillow went out on the engine to oil the
cylinders. While passing in front of the
smokestack the engine was sli^chtl v checked
in speed, which threw Mr. Pillow from his
balance and caused him to fall forward. He
was struck hy the cow-catcher and thrown
off from the track, thus saving his life. lie
was very seriously injured, however.in¬
ternally, i; is feared. He was brought to his
home here and placed under medical
ca re.
Tne p iice about 3 o'clock this morning

undertook to capture a uejjro maniac named
.Joe Orange, on Brown's alley, who had
pitched his mother down the steps into the
street and driven his wife out of dooilfc
They found that he had locked himself in,
and armed with an axe, a gun, and iron

wedges, drtled their authority. The officers
>fKiit two or three hours in trying to coax

the man out <>f his house and capture him
without Mirting him, but they were unsuc¬

cessful. The madman snapped his gun at

the officer--, threw the wedges at them, and
finally, after batterini; down one end of the
hoit»e with an axe, made his escape in the
d.-Mk. He has up to this wriring not been
captured.

MAN" AND WOl'NDS HIM MOKTALLY.

An unfortunate circumstance, involving
the supposed fat jil shooting of :i well-known
young gentleman. occurred last night in
the residence <»f n young lady on north
rremoui street. The young gentleman was
31 r. James K. 3Iuri)hy. secretary of the
Ashland Mill Manufacturing Company, of
AYeuthercdsvilte. Baltimore county, and
book-keeper for 3Ie<srs. W. .1. Dickey &
Son, corner of Charles and German streets,
in thl" city. The name of the young lady
i« Mis- I.aura Batman. and she and 3Ir.
31urphy are second cousins. lie lives with
hi.- brother and mother at No. 180 north Fre¬
mont -tr< ... anil she and her brother and sis¬
ter live at >'o. IT I. a few doors distant, in the
same square. They were friendly, but did
in>r associate much, lie is twenty-nine
years old and sin.- twenty-live, and both are

very respecraMe. .Miss Baunan for some
time past had de»irM Mr. Murphy to go to
church with her. This was accomplished
last night t v winning his mother as an ally,
and the couple, accompanied by Mrs. Mur¬
phy, attended Fayettc-Street Methodist
Episcopal church. After service, when 31 r.

Murphy and 31iss Batman reached licr
house, they went in, and 3Irs. Murphy
went home. In about a quarter of an hour,
whic h made it a little after !) o'clock, the
report of a pistol was heard, and 31 iss .1Sau¬
rian appeared at the door, crying " Help,
help."' and arousing the neighborhood.
AV it li excited manner and wringing her
hands, 3I!ss Kantian cried, <.<>, my Cod, I
have killed him! What shall I do?
What shall 1 do?" 31 r. Murphy
was found lyinu' on the .floor with
a pistol-shot wound in the right side
of his head, from which the blood was
trickling to the carpet. He was throwing
hi* arms about and raving unintelligibly.
The neigh! or? were niueh agitated, and the
near relatives and acquaintances of the par¬
ties were deeply moved. As soon as 31 iss
Batman couUl control her excitement she
explained that she went into her room to
lav aside her bonnet and wraps, leaving Mr.
31urphv alone. There was no one else in
the house. In the room she picked up a
small single-barrelled cart ridge-pistol,which
was loaded. 3Ii*s Bannan said that it be¬
longed to her brother, and on a previous
occasion she had snapped itata pet dog and

* cared the animal, but the weapon did not
i:o oil". >he -ays that she brought the pistol
out wi»h her, and telling Mr. 31urpby
how she had scared the 'dog, pointed
the pistol at him playfully and snapped
it in illustration of her remarks. It went
otr, and 3Ir. Murphy threw up his hand and
fell. 3Ii-s liannan showed deep distress.
The wounded man, moaning and talking
incoherently, was carried into his house,
and attended by Professor Johnston and
I)i s. Gibbons and Baldwin. The bullet had
penetrated the skull, going in very straight
and lodging in the brain. The surgeons
probed the wound as far as they could, and
pronounced the injury fatal beyond a

doubt. The young man might survive a

tew hours or a few days, they suid, but it
was fatal. At 1 o'clock this morning he
seemed to be dying, .sergeant Flanncry
deemed it his tiutv to take 31 iss Bannan
into custody, and she was driven in a car¬

riage to the Northwestern station, where
she was assigned proper quarters until an

Sir,. I have to report a distressing ship¬
wreck which occurred here opposite the
light-house this rtiorning. The schooner
Frank Jameson, of Rockland, 3Ie., 'bound
to Richmond, Ya., with a cargo of ice,
came ashore at 12 o'clock last n&ht. Sea
running very high; she capsized at 0 o'clock
this morning, and her crew, with the ex¬

ception of one man, are, in all probability,
drowned. I saw them washofl' one by one,
but was unable to render any assistance, as
no boat could live in such a sea. I took one
man (who came ashore on top of the house)
badly washed, and, aftcr^ rubbing vigor¬
ously, brought him to consciousness. The
captain, mate, cook, and two seamen, are

missing. One seaman was saved. William

The river irot within its hanks yesterday.
It left on both shores and in many of our

thoroughfares in the inundated districts a

beary deposit of yellow mud that will be
hard to remove, and be sticky and nasty, as

lony; as it remains where it is. Along the
entire river- and dock-front from Ilaxall's
mills to the lower end of Kocketts, and on

the shores of Shockoe and Gillie's creeks,
(he sijrht is one quite discouraging.
Mud covers wharves, sheds fences, co.il-

and lumber-piles, and sidewalks and floors
which were within its reach. There were
hundreds of men employed in removing
this tenacious and unwelcouied substance.
They had to . work with shovels and
hoes, and made slow progress; and un¬
clean lubor it was. Had there been
plenty of water and a fair supplv of
hose at their command t|iey could have
washed it off much easier. On Twenty-first
street, near the Libby prison, a drag, or
scraper, drawn by two mules, wjts engaged
in pulling the mud off.
Companies C and I>, of the Fire Depart¬

ment, with their steamers, pumped the wa¬
ter from most of the cellars in the neigh¬
borhood of the Old Market on Main, Frank¬
lin, and Ctry streets, and did the public a
really ^rcat service in washing off the pave¬
ments.

*

The street-cars, with unexpected enter¬
prise, began running yesterdav. For a con¬
siderable portion of the. dav'thev had to
drive through the mud, where it was as
deeply deposited as anywhere in the city.

THE LOSSES.
The Iosse-s are quite as licavv as .sup¬

posed.
They fall upon hundreds and thousands

of people.upon the poor living at Itockctts
and on the line of Shockoe orcek ; upon
the Canal Company, whose wharves and
tow-path have been injured; upon all the
employ^ of the mills and manufactories
who receive their water-power from the
canal or basin, the same having been cutotf
hy the break at the Six gates: upon the
coal-, and lumber-, and ice-dealers, whose
stocks are damaged and whose yaids arc
tilled with the slimy residium of the flood ;
upon the steamboat companies, whose
wharves and sheds will have to be replaced
or repaired, and who were subjected to
the cost of removals and to the detention of
ships here; upon the railroads, who suffer
not only the loss of bridges and embank¬
ments, hut, what is considerable, stoppage
of receipts and the enormous enlargement of
expenditures; upon Talbot t & Sons, found¬
ers : II. M. Smith, C. T. Palmer, P. Ii.
Starke, and Watt & Call, agricultural-im¬
plement manufacturers, all or whom suffered
from Shockoe creek, and whose losses bv
flood and stoppage of work is in the aggre¬
gate very large; upon the city of Jiichnioud,
whose >treets are in many places broken;
and. indeed, upon all classes.

INI'IVIbUA.L IXSTANCES.
The Ave spans of 3Iayo's bridge which

were washed away will, it is believed, he
recovered. The iron-work can possibly be
taken apart and replaced on the piers, in

I which event the loss of the Messrs. Mayo
will he by no means so great as the public
have been ready to suppose.
The Atlantic and Virginia Fertilizing

Company will probably lose twenty or thirty
thousand dollars. They are the heaviest
sufferers yet reported.

JIaxall. Crenshaw <fc Co. can repair their
losses with three or four thousand dollars.
The Gallego Mills Manufacturing Com¬

pany had only a trifling loss. Their flour
stored at and near the York River railroad
sheds was nearly all saved. A representa-
tive of the firm said yesterday that their
loss was not worth mentioning. It had been
reported that they had live hundred barrels
of flour ruined.
The flood caught the sheds of the Phila¬

delphia Steamboat Company, on the dock,
tilled with cotton and other freight, much
of which had been removed there from
Itocketts for safety. The damage is quite
large, but an accurate estimate cannot now
be made.
J.J). Porter, hardware-dealer, near Seven¬

teenth and Franklin, will lose about $3,000.
A. P». Clarke, hardware-dealer, on Main
street right at Shockoe creek, will lose
nothing, having removed all his stock from
exj o«ed situations in time. William Sears
Wood, stove-dealer, on Main street, may
lose $1,000. Farrer & Augustine, drug¬
gists. in their two stores may lose
000. Fox's ship-yard, at. Rocketts, was dam¬
aged 80,000.
These are but samples. They indicate the

extent of the flood and the damage done.
To undertake any enumeration of all losses
would be a colossal work.

In some instances where heavy losses have
fallen the parties could have removed their
goods for trilling amounts of money. They
wouldn't do it. They didn't believe in "the
sensational dispatches" from Lvuchburg.
Oh, no! The insurance companies, which
had insured from water the tobacco in
Mayo's and Planters warehouses, and Da¬
venport A Morris, and dozens of other pru¬
dent lirms, did believe, and consequently so

prepared for the flood as to sustain little
loss.

THE GAS-WORKS.
The tires in (he retortrhouse at the gas¬

works were rekindled yesterdav mornin<;at
7 o'clock.
They will be making (if not supplying)

gas by to-night. There are already two (lavs'
supplies in the holders. To permit them
to be drawn upon the water which has
filled the >t reet-mains'near t he Old Domin¬
ion Steamship sheds will lirst have to be
pumped out. If that can possibly be done
to-dav, as is hoped, we will have gas to¬
night ; if not, not.
All the machinery at the gas-works is

hurt some. The yard is as nasty as possi¬
ble. It will require very much "labor and
the expenditure of some money before the
works arc re>tored to their former condi¬
tion. %

WATER CUT OFF. .

Notwithstanding the assurances received
from Superintendent Davis and other of-
licials of the Water Department that the

J water would last until Thursday, a portion
| of the city.that supplied by the old reser¬

voir.was cut off last night, causing great
inconvenience and annoyance, as no prepa¬
ration therefor had been* made.

Jt was stated last night that the pumps
would be at work by this morning. It is
hoped they will be. "l>ut we shall not again
uudertake to speak for the Water Depart¬
ment.
At 12 o'clock last night the water in the

neighborhoods the Dispatch commenced
running again; indicating that the pumps
had been set-to work or some other arrange¬
ment made to supply the mains dependent
upon the old reservoir.

TnE POLICE.
The police have rendered unusually effec¬

tive service within the past three or four
days.
. 3Iajor Poe on Saturday morning took
great pains and trouble to notify all parties
who could be reached of the coming of the
flood. The information thus conveyed to
the people was of incalculable value.

Since the city has been without lights
nearly all of the force has been on at nights,
and without relief. That accounts for the
abseuce of the men from their usual beats
in the day. The losses by robberies during
the-period of excitement, when a most fa¬
vorable opportunity was atforded the
thieves, were quite small, owing no doubt
to the vigilance of the police.
Parties who have matters to report that

REOPENING OF TIIE CHESAPEAKE AND OHIO

RAILROAD. .

The Chesapeake and Ohio railroad has
been reopened for the transportation of

j freight and passengers. The telegraph line
was restored yesterday at 2 P. M. between
Richmond and Huntington. The mail train
from the west leTt Williamson's, 103 miles
from Richmond, yesterday morning, and
came on to the Rivanna bridge, where the
train remained until r, p. M., when it
crossed the new trestlinir and came on to
Richmond, arriving here last night at a late
hour.
The express trainJrom I J in ton arrived

here this morning a little behind time, and
will leave at 8:45 to-night and go through
to Huntington without further interrup¬
tion. Last evening four freight trains
bound west left Richmond, four left Staun¬
ton, and three left Charlottesville. Passen-
gers for the North via this road go to Alex¬
andria. where they cross the river in steam¬
ers. The express train which arrived here
this morning brought down the deiaved pas¬
sengers, who had been at Hinton since the
break in the road. The mail train which
left here at S:45 yesterday morning remained
at Rivanna bridge until 6 P. M., when it
went on west.

It is not an inopportune moment to say
that the very courteous and gcntlemenlv
officers of the Chesapeake and Ohio raif-
road, and indeed all the roads leading from
Richmond, have vcrv cheerfully and
promptly furnished us with all the infor¬
mation at their command concerning the
damage done by the fresh, and for the in¬
formation and the pleasant way in which it
has been given these gentlemen have our
thanks.

THE DANVILLE ROAD.

The officers of the Richmond and Dan¬
ville railroad are not able now to say when
their line will be open for through "travel.
As soon, however, as they can do so thev will
transfer their passengers across Roa'noke
river in boats and send them on by trains on
the other side. Some few passengers who
have been detained at Roanoke station
crossed the river yesterday and came on to
Richmond last evening.

The bridge that
was washed away, together with the
loaded cars that were upon it, were
found about a mile below* on the bot-
tom-lancl. Many of the timbers and
some of the iron will be used in the
erection of the new bridge. A force of two
hundred hands will leave Richmond this
morning on a special train for Roanoke.
Trains Xos. 1 and 2 will for the present run
on their usual schedule between this city
and Roanoke. Colonel T. 31. R. Talcott is
at the bridge superintending the work of
repairing the damages of the flood.

The Richmond and Petersburg Railroad

Company is running its trains as usual, and
passengers for the South can leave this
morning at S:40 o'clock via that road and
the Atlantic ' Coast line. The transfer of
passengers will be made at Weldou.

THE YORK-RIVER ROAD.

Elsewhere in this morning's Dispatch
will be found a notice of the Richmond,
York-River and Chesapeake Railroad Com¬
pany, announcing that that road is now re¬
ceiving freight for all points West, and for
Baltimore, Philadelphia, and Canada.

The usual work
was going 011 In the machine and other
shops and preparations made for a resump¬
tion of trains.
A number of parties were engaged in

getting drift-wood out of the Hammocks
above the Free bridge. Some parties ob¬
tained probably enough tiflast them through
the winter.

PIUE ON BELLE ISLAND.OTHEK ITEMS.

Early yesterday morning an old frame
building, formerly used as a cooper-shop, on
Belle Island, was destroyed by tire. The
origin of the fire i» unknown, but is sup¬
posed to have been caused from fire left in
the building Monday. A party of hands
who had been at work all day und until a

late bour Sunday night were allowed by
Mr. Baird to occupy the building, and they
must have failed to put out all the fire. At
one time it was feared that the fire would
be communicated to t he railroad trestle-work
nnd to other and more valuable building*.
But by hard work the flames were confined
to the building in which the fire originated,
'and the loss is small. Among the debris of
the flood from the upper country which
lodged on the Island are several eirn-cribs,
one in very good condition, and all con¬

taining more or less corn.

The Rounokc-ffiiver Frosliet.
Our Petersburg' correspondent, in his

letter lust evening, has the following:
The Roanoke river has been receding

slowly since hist night, but had not fallen
sufficiently to allow any estimate to be made
of the extent of damage to the property of
the Petersburg and Weldon railroad. The
embankments and track of the road are sul>-
merged for a distance of fully three miles.
The river yesterday below Weldon is rep¬
resented to have been fully three miles wide.
Tt is said that the damage to private pro¬
perty along the banks of the Roanoke has
oeen very great.
Among the losers i< Mr. John Long, a

wealthy citizen of Halifax county, whose
losses, it is feared, will reach thousands of
dollars. On yesterday his fine plantation
below Weldon was to a large extent cover¬
ed with water, which had even reached to
within a short distance of the negro-quar¬
ters, situated on an elevation three quarters
of a mile awav from the river. Much of his
crop had been swept away, and the cattle
and horses and mules were collected about
on the little knolls to escape from the water.
Tt is probable they were saved, as the
flood was then at its height. It is impossi¬
ble as yet to get full particulars from that
section, as communication by mail and tele¬

graph has not been reestablished. It Is
stated that parties from Weldon were en¬

abled to cross the river in small boats this
morning.

had some assurance of being able to get
across to Weldon, and they went out. A
ferry will be established by to-morrow.

It is hardly probable that the Petersburg
railroad will undertake to rebuild the bridge
just washed away, or that it will again use

that route from Garysburg to Weldon. But
it is too early to surmise what will be done.
The loss is a very severe one to the com¬

pany, and will be felt, as it is regretted, by
the community here and all this section.

hie seaboard company
will commence rebuilding its bridge at
once, and, it is said, is huirving forward
materials for that "purpose. Probably the
old arrangement of a joint use of this road
by the two railroads may be renewed.
And here let me correct a slight error in

my figures of yesterday. Under the old
contract the Petersburg road paid a royalty
of only §6,000 per annum for the use of the
bridge, but contributed to keeping the struc¬
ture in repair.
The authorities of the Atlantic, Missis¬

sippi and Ohio railroad have sent forward
several train-loads of timbers and materials
for rebuilding their bridges below Lynch¬
burg, and a full force is in readiness to com¬
mence the work at the earliest moment. In
a few days trestles will be in place to enable
the trains to run through ; after which the
work of erecting more substantial bridges
will be undertaken. In the mean time a

ferry has been established, across which
passengers and mails anil freights are to be
transferred.

A MAX AXD MS WIFE DROWNED.GREAT DE¬

STRUCTION TO CROPS, &C.

Halifax, N. C., November 27..Hilliard

Clanton and wife (white), while trying to

escape from their bouse, which was Hooded
from the Roanoke, were drowned yester¬
day. The river was higher than ever

known to be. Great destruction has been-
done to bridges, crops, and stock.
The Flood in Baltimore and Vicinity.

In this citv the tide was high, overflow¬
ing docks and streets about the wharves.
Water backed in from the basin through
the sewers, flooding Swan and Concord and
other street.^. As an effect of the swollen
current in Jones's falls, Saratoga street be¬
tween Gay and North streets was two feet
under water, and flooded numerous cellars.
Saturday night was an anxious night in
Harrison street, but the shop-keepers went
on with business as usual. In the eastern
section of the city some damage occurred.
Along Fell's Point the tide rose above the
piers, and the sarce was the case at Canton.
Locust Point was nearly submerged. Steam¬
ers from bay routes reported encountering
the storm Friday night and fair weather com¬
ing up Saturday night. A good deal of
washing happened to flooded streets in the
western section of the city, where the tor¬
rents from the water-sheds filled the seTvcrs
and overflowed numerous cellars; but be¬
yond that very little damage was done ex¬

cept to works in progress, such as the sewer
on Pennsylvania avenue at the corner of
Townsend street. A part of the track of
the street railway was washed away. Rock
creek, Gwynn's falls, the Three Mills and
Maiden's Choice runs, on the western

; suburbs, were all full, and overflowing in
some cases; but no material damage is re¬

ported in the section.
EXCITEMENT ABOUT JOXES'S FALLS.

Jones's falls, within the city, was swol¬
len to a point higher, it is believed, than at
anv time since the flood of 13C8, as on that
occasion the high water was backed tip
from the harbor into the falls and sewers.

Apprehensions of a general flood and great
danger to property were quite alarming in
what is known as the ** flooded district,"
but the waters of the turbulent stream
finally subsided without any more serious
damage than a free submersion of cellars..
Hun.

At Washington and Vicinity.
The storm was quite severe in Washing¬

ton and neighborhood, and has interfered
seriously with navigation, as well as with
travel by land. The Alexandria and Wash¬
ington railroad was seriously washed, and
travel suspended for some time. The wa¬

ter rose very high at Georgetown, and car¬

ried off a great deal of lumber lying on the
wharves, as also flooding all the low por¬
tions of the city. Owing to the bridge near

Tuscarora being swept away no trains or
mail from the west via the Metropolitan
road have arrived at Washington since Sat¬
urday afternoon.
The storm has worked no special daniige

in Washington city. There were some fears
of an injurious freshet in the river; but
although the waters have been high, and the
current has carried otl" a considerable amount
of drift-wood, no damage along shore is re¬

ported except at Alexandria, where a canal-
boat was sunk alongside the wharf, the cap¬
tain barelv escaping with bis family to the
wharf before the boat went under, carrying
down two mules. The Alexandria and
Washington Ferry Line has been somewhat
impeded by tbe swift current ahd the float¬
ing logs.
