SERIOUS ACCIDENT TO CAPTAIN OLIVER J.
ScHooLCrRAFT.—Captain . J. Schooleraft
met with a serfous accident vesterday after-
noon about 1 o’clock, while driving from
his country residence, on the Grove road,
into the city, He had arrived at the inter-
section of Franklin and Laurel streets,
when his horse fell, upsetting the buggy,
and throwing him and his companion, Mr.
Phil. August, out upon the roadway. Mr,
August was but slightly injured. Captain
Sehooleraft fell on his forehead with great
violence, and was knockea senseless. It
very fortunately happened that Dr. Cun-
ningham was attending a patient in the im-
mediate neighborhood, and in three minutes
after the accident he was at Captain School-
eraft’s side. For some moments [t was
almost impossible to tell whether or not life
was left 1n him, but signs of vitality slowly
returned, and he was then taken into Dr.
Smith’s residence and kindly cared for. Ie
was unconscious two or three hours, and at
one time fatal consequences were feared.
Yesterday evening, his condition having
improved and consciousness returned, he
was removed to the residence of Dr. Beat-
tie, his step-father, at the west end of the
Grove road.

Dr. Cunningham hopes that Captain
Schooleraft is not very badly injured. But
as he has undoubtedly suffered concussion
of the brain, it will be some days, in all
probability, under the most favoring cir-
cumstances, belore he can be pronounced
out of danger, y

Captain Schooleraft was on yesterday en-
eaged in removing some of his furniture
{from his Grovesroad place to rooms in the
Piedmont and Arlington building, and had
seen the last wagon loaded before he started
in in his buggy. He was not driving very
fast at the time of the accident. It is said
by some that his buggy-wheels struck
against the street-railway track where it
sharply eurves, and that thus the horse was
thrown down and carried with bim the
buggy. It was with considerable difficulty
that the fallen horse could be raised.

A gentleman who came in from Captain
Schooleraft’s between 10 and 11 o’clock last
night reported that the patient was deli-
rious, and that Dr. Beattie felt very uneasy
about him.

COMMON COUNCIL.

A PETITION FROM THE JAMES RIVER AND
KANAWHA CANAL COMPANY FOR #25,000°
TO AID IN REPAIRING THE CANAL—AN
INTERESTING DISCUSSION—THE WHOLE
SUBJECT REFERRED TO THE FINANCE
COMMITTEE—RESIGNATION OF PRESI-
DENT ANDERSON AND ELECTION OF MR.
GEORGE L. CHRISTIAN-FRAMED BUILD-
INGS—RESIGNATION OF MR. PULLIAM—
ME. SKINKER ELECTED A MEMBER OF
ATHE BODY FROM CLAY WARD.

The regular semi-monthly mecting of the
Common Council was held yesterday after-
noon. President Anderson in the chair.
Present'at roll-call : Messrs. Adams, Chris-
tian, Curtis, Davis, Ellett, Foster, Guy,
Hargrove, Haxall, Hayes, Higgins, John.-
gson, King, Manson, >Metzger, Oliver,
Stokes, Straus, Talbott, Taylor, Timber-
lake, Vandervall, Whitlock, and Wood.

THE DAMAGE TO THE CANAL BY THE FLOOD.

Mr. Guy moved that the regular order of
business be suspended in order tbhat a peti-
tion from the James River and Kanawha
(ompany, and citizens generally, mighf be
considered. Agreed to. &

“Mr. Guy then presented a petition {rot
the president of the James River and
Kanawha Company, Major J. W. Johnston,
and a large number of - citizens, asking that
the city aid the company in the sum of
$25,000, to be expended in repairing the
canal between Richmond and Lynchburg.

Mr. GuY¥ moved that Major Johnston be
heard in regard to the damage to the canal,
Apgreed to—ayes, 163 noes, 6.

Mr. Vandervall asked the Chair to re-
quest Major Johnston in the outset to tell
the Council how much money the company
now owes the city. [Laughter.]

Major Johnston addressed the Council,
and said the dumage was not as great as at
first believed. From this city to Lynch-
burg the damage amounted to 250,000; at
Lynchburg, $10,000; and west of Lynch-
burg, 50,000.

Major Johnston said that in 1870 the dam-
age amounted to $270,000, and that Rich-
mond furpished $200,000 of that amount;
that the interest on that sum, amounting to
about £80,000, had not been paid ; and thit
that sum and $576,000 of stock constituted
the debt of the company to thecity of Rich-
mond.

Mr. Vandervall inquired what the compa-
ny did with the money that was made on
the canal,

Major Johnston replied that he would
furnish the honorable gentleman, or any
other member, with the reports of the ccm-
pany showing how the money had heen ex-
pended,

Mr. Guy asked where the company ex-
peeted to get the other $25,000 from if the
city of Richmond should furnish §25,000.
He replied that he had hoped to get 325,-
000 from the Legislature, but he did not
know that the money €ould be gotten.

Mr. Pulliam said he was at the meeting of
the directors of the James River Company
when it was decided to ask the city for this
sum. He went there feeling that the city
could not give any relief to the company,
but from information received as to the
benefit of the cunal to the city, he was will-
ing to offer a resolution appropriating $25,-
000 for the purpose named, contingent upon
aid to be furnished by the State. e then
presented a resolution appropriating $25,000
out of the resources of 1878,

Mr, Curtis asked Major Johnston what
guarantee the company would give for the
payment of the interest; whether the com-
pany would pledge the receipts of the
dock ?

Major Johnston said ‘that the company
would give in exchange the bonds of the
company to secure the payment of the mo-
ney so expended.

Mr. Christian moved that Mr. W. H.
Palner, a citizen of Richmond, be allowed
to address the Council in opposition to the
apropriation, Agreed to,

Colonel Palmer addressed the Council a8
a tax-payer in opposition to the scheme. e
said he wastired of spending money to aid
the canal without any security being given
for the payment of the money. He deemed
the questien asked by Mr. Curtis as.very
pertinent. He then went on to refer to the
James-River valley, its fertility and value,
and the importance of a railway line up the
James-River valley conneeting at Clifton
Forze with the outlet to the great West.
But for the ecanal such a line would
long ago have been built. When the
water rose thirty feet he prayed to God that
it might risc to fifty feet and wipe out the
canal-locks and everything else connected
with the canal. [Laughter.] Thbe eanal
had always been a curse to the city of Rich-
mond, and he sincerely hoped that no more
mouey would be expended in such a fruit-
less enterprise. He appeared as a tax-
paver, and as large a tax-payer as any in the

city, to oppose the appropriation of any

more money for this purpose.

Mr. Pulliam pressed his reselution to ap-
propriate $25,000, provided the State of Vir-
ginia will furnish thie necessary convicts
and aid in other ways to repair the canal.
He said he believed it was the wish of the
business-men generally that this sum
should be appropriated. If there was any
doubt about it he thought it might be re-
ferred to the City Attorney for bis opinion
as to the right of the City Council to ex-
pend this money.

Mr. Whitloek presented a resolution as a
substitute for Mr. Pulliam’s, declaring it
inexpedicnt to appropriate spy money at
this time for the purpose named. Ile said
that all of our citizens regretted the disas-
ter to the canal, but he did not think the
city could afford to give the canal any more
aid.  Whenever the eanal is in trouble the
compuny comes to the ity of Richmondand
asks aid. Ile was greatly impressed with
Major Julinston’s ability as president of the
company, hut he did not Lelieve the canal
could Le repaired for the sum asked for.
He thought it might be best to put the ca-
nal in the hands of a receiver.

Mr. Guy said that il the eanal was to go
down for want of this money it might be
well for Richmond to furnish the £25,000;
it might be to the interest of the city to give
the aid asked for. He thougzhbt that it might
be well for a committee to inquire into the
matter and report whether the markets of
Richmond could afford to be deprived of
the whent, tobacco, corn, and other articles
that came to tke city by the canal. He
moved that the whole subjeet be referred
to the Committee on Finance.

Mr. Anderson (Mr.*Taylor being in the
chair) addressed the Council. He remem-
bered when the canal was commenced un-
der the advice of some of the wisest men
in the State. He did not think the Council
was rendy to vote upon the question. e
was not at present prepared to express an
oplnion; but it behooved the Council to
look at the question with care and see whe-
ther there are good reasons for substituting
for the canal a railroad upon its banks. He
bad made up his mind that there should be
instituted a commission, or timt the Board
of Public Interests should report as to whe-
ther we can afford to repair the canal every
time it is washed away. Hewould get from
competent engineers versed in such mat-
ters—and he would name our engineer of
the James-River Improvement, Mr. H. D.
‘Whitcomb, as one well able to say—
whether it would be expedient to aban-
don the eanaland build a railroad upon its
banks. All these facts ought to be ascer-
tained. He was, however, in favor of giv-
ing the $23,000 asked for ns a Lemporary re-
lief to restore the canal to Lynehburg.

Mr. Anderson then presented a preamble
and series of resolutions as pertinent to the
subject under discussion, stating that for
forty years the experiment of the canal had
been tried without accomplishing such re-
gults as its triends anticipated.

The preamble also states that the minds
of many of our most reflecting people heve
become greatly exercised on the question

whether it would_not be better even now po

substitute for the canal a railroad on its
banks, extending all the way from Rich-
moaod to Clifton Forge. .

The resolutions provide that the Board of
Public Interests. shall confer with the au-
thorities of .the canal company and with the
Engineer. ol the city and the Engineer of
the James-Rivér Improvement as to the pro-
posed change, the ‘approximate estimate as
may be made for them by/the. engineérs re-
ferred to of the ‘cost of a railroad from
Richmond to Clifton Forge on the bank of
the canal,

Mr. Talbott did not believe that $25,000
would be enough for the wérk of répairing
the canal. If he thought it would be enough
he would cheerfully vote for that sum.

Mr. Straus suggested that the matter had
better be submitted to the people. Ii the
Legislature had anything to do with it they
would let Richmond subscribe a nfillion
dollars.

Mr. Christian, as a substitute for all the
propositions, presented a resolution sub-
mitting the question to the qualified voters
of -the city on the second Thursday in Jan-
uary, 1878.

Mr. Straus snid that there seemed to him
to be about one hundred names on the list,
and if each one of those zentlemen would
give one hundred dollars the-yenitired
amo]unl: would be speedily raised.

Mr. Anderson spoke aguin in favor of the
$25,000 proposition,

Mr. Manson moved to amend M. Chris-
tian’s resolution %0 as to insert 17th of De-
cember instead of second Thursday in Jan-
uary.

Mr. Starke said he wanted to be satistied
that $25,000 would repair the canal before
he voted forit. If it would do so he would
vote for it.

Mr. Manson’s amendment to fix the elec-
tion on the 17th of December was rejected.

Mr. Christian’s proposition to submit it
to a vote of the people on the second Thurs-
day in January, 1878, was rejected—ayes,
75 noes, 21.
